WILSON REACHES
ROSLYN TODAY

Will Hold Conference With
Col. House in Regards to
European Visit.

New York, June 24.—President Wil-
son reached New York at 6 o'clock
this morning on his way from Wash-
ing to Roslyn, Long Island, to spend
the day with his friend, Col. E. M.
House, and discuss the impression
Col. House received from his recent
visit to Europe. Col. House expected
to tell the president of his interview
with the leading government officials
of Germany, Great Britain and France
regarding possibility of peace ques-
tions which has arisen between these
governments and the United States.

Conference on Situation.

The visit also affords the president
an opportunity to confer with Col.
House on the general war situation
and the possibility of co-ordinating an
American war relief in Europe. By
tunnel the president’s car passed under
Manbattan to Long Island city, where
it was held two hours for breakfast.
The president arrived at Roslyn at 9
o'clock and was met by Col. House
and driven to the House country place.

The president will leave tonight for
the summer capital at Cornish,, New
Hampshire. :

The president and Colone! House
were left alone and sat for a time in
the shade of the broad veranda,
screened from the roadway by tower-
ing trees and shrubbery, apparently
in an earnest conversation.

Presently they arose, and went for
a stroll, unattended, over the estate,
the walk ending at the vine covered
pergola where they entered and sat
down.

During the stroll, the president and
his host were engrossed in their dis-
cussion. The president asked many
questions, and listened in silence for
periods to Colonel House's replies.

‘What Colonel House had to tell the
president was what he gained from
his trip that started January 30, when
he sailed from New York, and ended
with his return here, June 14, from
Liverpool.

Visits Edward Grey.

During his stay abroad, House visit-
ed Bir Edward Grey, British minister
of foreign affairs, at London, and after
a month's stay in London, he departed
for Parls, where, it i8 reported, he de-
llvered a letter from President Wilson
to President Poincare of France.

From Paris House went to Berlin,
where he called on German Imperial
Chancellor von Bethmann-Hollweg.
He then returned to Paris and later
went to London.

WHAT HAPPENED
10 DR. DERNBERG

Ship on Which He Sailed,'

New York, June 24.—In absence of
dispatches from London concerning
the disposition of the Norweglan
American liner Bergensfjord, detained
by British authorities at Kirkwall,
there is much speculation here as to
what happened to Dr. Bernhard Dern-
burg, former colonial secretary of the
German empire, who sailed from this
city aboard the steamer June 12 un-
der a guarantee of safe conduct, given
by representatives in America of the
allied powers.

All that is definitely known here
is that the Berensfjord's voyage to
Bergen, Norway has been interruted,
and that she has been taken Into
Kirkwall and detaind there.

This intelligence reached New York
after two days' delay by British cen-
sors, the dispatch being filed last
Monday and delayed in transmission
until yesterday.

The dispatch also stated that the
Swedish steamer Varing, from Sava-
nnah for Swedish ports was llkewise
detained by the British authorities.

Continued ralny weather in the cen-
tral and northern portions of the
principal winter wheat beit caused too
rank growth and lodging in some dis-
tricts, and heavy local damage oc-
curred from hail, wind and floods in
portions of Kansas, Missouri and Ne-
braska. Wet weather delayed har-
vest In some sections, but no serious
damage is reported from that cause.
In the southern portions cutting has
been generally completed under fa-
vorable conditions with prospects of
excellent yleld.

Spring wheat was somewhat retard-
ed by cool weather, but this probably
proved beneficial in devolopln’ satis-
factory rooting. Rainfall in the
spring wheat belt was sufficient for
present needs and the outlook remains
promising in all districts.

In the corn growing states weather
was generally unfavorable. Cotton
had another very favorable week.

Hendrickson had a credit of $14,827
with the Equity and when the suit
against the exchange was instituted
by the state, he i8 said to have gotten
‘“cold feet” and demanded payment by
draft. The drafts amounting to $14,-
827, as drawn on the Equity by Sever-
eid for Hendrickson, were dishonored
according to the testimony of Hen-
drickson here at the last hearing.
Loftus ordered G. A. Thiel, secretary
and treasurer to give a check for that
amount to be held by the American
National bank .unti] after the declsion
of the case. Upon Loftus' return to
St. Paul from attending the hearing in
thig city, he learned that the certified
check had been drawn contrary to his
instructions.

Hostilities are continuing with varying degrees of
intensity along the whole Italian front.

An official communication from Rome states the
Austrian attacks at several points were repulsed. The
report mentions no further advances by the Italians
except one small gain, and apparently the invasion of
Austria has been checked by reinforcements brought

Turkish forces in the Caucasus, which recently
have undertaken a new offensive movement, are said
to have won a fresh victory. An announcement from
Constantinople says the Turks captured positions
along the front nearly two miles in the direction of Olti
and the Russians are fleeing eastward.

Geneva, June (via Paris)—

respecting the righting at Stelvio pass
and the neighboring heights overlook-
ing the Vallentine valley. This region
is known as the rear door to Italy,
through which it would be possible to
threaten Milan.

The Austrians have fortified Stelvio
Pass strongly with mountain artillery
and block houses. The Italians hold
other passes near by and duels are in
progress dally above the elouds which
cut off the valleys from view. Tn con-
scquence both the Austrians and
Italians have to depend upon field
telephones to obtain the range for
thelr guns.

Hotel is Target.
Italian Howitzers lower down have

the exact range of the top of the pass
and

fire through the clouds. Their
principal target is a hotel on the sum-
mit, in which the Austrian staff is
lodged. Dreispachen Spitze, with an
altitude of 9,327 feet, which is an
Austrian artillery station, is being
hombarded from Scurlazo. In one
hour the Italiang dropped 84 shells

there, working havoe to the summer
hotels.

Stelvio Pass is covered with two feet
of snow. At night it presents an un-
usual spectacle, being {llnuminateq by
the searchlights of both sides and by
flashes of artillery fire piercing the
clouds.
