Washington, Aug. 28.—Further de-
velopments in the situation with Ger-
many now await the Berlin govern-
ment’'s official report on the sinking
of the Arablc.-The state department
expects to recelve this from Ambassa-
dor Gerard as soon as the German ad-
miralty can secure it, meanwhile ne-
gotiations are at a standstill.

Ottawa, Aug. 28.—With the return
of Sir Robert Borden and Sir Sam
Hughes to the capital on Thursday or
Friday of next -week, it is expected
that a new stimulus will be given to
things political and military in Cana-
da. Both the prime minister and the
minister of militia will, it is under-
stood, return to Ottawa about the
same time, after an absence of two
months, and both are now well out on
the Atlantic beyond the submarine
danger zone.

LITTLE HOPE HELD
FOR STEFANSSON

Ottawa, Aug. 28.—While the naval
service department thinks that the
missing explorer, Stefansson, has sti]l
a chance of being safe, hope for his
return has almost been abandoned.
The American boat Bear, which re-
turned a few days ago from northern
Alaska and reported no tidings of the
explorer, did not go within a thous-
and miles where, if he be allve at all,
Stefansson would most likely be—
that is, on Banksland.

The last heard of him was in April,
1914, when he was left on the ice in
the far north, Stefansson then had
provisions for sixty days, a m of
dogs, and two companions. is idea
wasg to proceed north on the ice for a
certain distance, allowing himself pro-
visions and time to get back. His on-
ly chance of safety was Iin making
Banksland, and in view of the possi-
bility of his landing there, the gov-
ernment last summer. sent up a
steamer, which established caches
and ‘beacons for his guldance. It has
not been ascertained if he reached
there. If he did, he might come down
only this summer. The chances are
that the destination of safety was not
attained and that the explorer and his
companions are lost.

MORTGAGEES CALL
T‘HEIR MORTGAGES

London, Aug. 28,—The raising of
the, general interest level in the Brit-
ish money markets through the issue
of the war loan has had many unex-
pected consequences. One of these,

1 just noted by the financial journals, is

a disposition on the part of mort-
gagees to call in their mortgages, so
that they may invest the money to
better advantage.

‘“The movement i{s not perhaps un-
natural, but its effect upon the own-
ers of mortgaged property is in many
cases embarrassment of a disastrous
nature,” remarks the Times. ‘Fre-
quently the mortgagor regards the
mortgage not as a short term loan, but
as an Investment, and he is placed in
extreme difficulty when the loan is
called in, not because he had default-
ed on the interest payments, which
he has kept up regularly for vears, nor
because there is the slightest chance
of his defaulting, but because the
lender can use the money to better
advantage under the new conditions
which have arisen.”

Russian Evacuation of Fort-
ress Just as Thorough as
Previous Actions.

London. Aug. 28—Brest-Litovsk,
the greatest fortress and entrenched
camp in Russia, and regarded by mil-
itary authorities as a vastly more im-
portant strategic point than Warsaw,
has been occupied by the Austro-Ger-
man armies.

The exact time of its evacuation by
the Russians cannot be stated, but ap-
parently it began soon after the pierc-
ing of the western and northwestern
front of the position by the Germanic
allies on Tuesday night.

As was the case at Warsaw, Ivan-
gorod and Ossowetz, the Russian gar-
rison not only escaped with minor
losses, but managed to carry with
them or destroy all their supplies and
ammunition.

No attempt was made by the Grand
Duke Nicholas to defend the fortress
itgelf. The Russian commander-in-
chief, as shown all through the great
campaign regards & fortress as im-
portant only so long as it serves the
purpose of a field army. In other
words, it {8 used to facilitate the move.
ments of the mobile force, not. to im-
prison and immobolize it.

The three weeks since August §, the
day of the German entry into War-
saw, have seen the Germanic allles
march and fight over 20 miles of Po-
lish plain, between the Vistula and the
Bug, seize the fortresses. of Novo
Georgievek, Kovno, Ossowetz, Bitly-
stok and Kovel, and with the excep-
tion of Grodno and the secondary
fortress of Olita, force back the en-
tire main Russian line of defence, the
Bug river-Brest-Litovsk barrier.

Grand Duke Avoids Traps.

Military writers have given full
credit to the war machine that could
accomplish this enormous task in so
brief a time. But they glve as much
credit to Grand Duke Nicholas, whose
genius retreat has extricated his
forces from traps into which less ably-
led armies would have fallen in dis-
aster. Not once has the German net,
skillfully placed and as skillfully man-
oeuvred, caught the Russians in its
meshes.

In the opinion of observers here the
most serious aspect of the situation
for the Russians now is the Austro-
German wedge driven into the Pripet
marshes from Kovel. This wedge may
have cut off the army south of Kovel
and operating along the Zlota Lipa
river to the Dniester, from all connac-
tions with the great body on the line
from Brest-Litovek to the Gulf of
Riga.

The only rallway communication
now between the extreme left wing
reaching down to Bessarabla and the
Roumanian frontier and the center
and right {8 by a ecircuitous route
through Kovno and Lunienz, a dis-
tan of more than three hundred miles
over a single track railroad.

The retirement of the Russians
from Bresgt-Litovsk is dlrected now
toward Plinsk, on the eastern edge
of the Pripet marshes, and one hun-
dred miles away. They retain control
of the only railways traversing the
swamps, a line direct to Miscow.

These roads, one between Brest-
Litovek and Bulkof, separate at the
latter point and run east and north-
east ,respectively.

An Austrian cavalry force is mov-
ing north over one of the swamp
roads from the southwest of Brest-
Litovsk in an effort to cut these rall-
ways at Kobrin, but it {s believed the
retiring Russians will have passed
Koblin before the Austrians will be in
a position to endanger their avenue
of retreat.

The Russians line north

Thence, it will be extend
to Bessarabia.

Plattsburg Incident Official-
ly Closed—Thinks Roose-
velt Wants too Much.

Washington, Aug. 28.—The i{ncident
of the Roosevelt speech at Plattsburg
was closed officially when Secretary
Garrison received a telegram from
General Leonard Wood, stating that
the policy lald down in the secretary's
telegram would be followed in future.

It is unlikely, however, that the in-
cident s closed from an  unofficial
standpoint. This is indicated by the
fact that Secretary Garrison made the
following statement, in reply to the
one made by Colonel Roosevelt at
Oyster Bay, :

“I've just read Mr. Roosevelt's state-
ment. I see he blames the whole thing
on me. He takes the position that it
is notorious that he has the habit of
making indiscreet speeches and that
it therefore was my duty to find out
if he intended to go to P{utuburg and
it s0o head him off and save him from
himself.

Thinks it Large Order,
