at Bismarck and Explain 
Their Needs. 

The state board of regents Is in ses­
sion at Bismarck this week with 
President Smith of the state school of 
science at Wahpeton; President Hill-
yer of the Mayville normal; Director 
Cooper of the experiment station in 
Fargo; President Worst of the Agri­
cultural college in Fargo and other 
Institutional heada' Appearing before 
•the board on matte&"<6f direct inter­
est to their institutions. 

At this meeting the board will adopt 
Iter formal rules for reports of the 
business affairs of the various state 
schools. The regular offices are now 
almost completed and will be ready 
for occupancy within the next two 
weeks and the office force will prob­
ably take up the reports of the vari­
ous institutions beginning with Octo­
ber. 

Since the regents assumed the du­
ties of the former boards of the vari­
ous individual educational boards in 
July, the state schools have been un­
dergoing their vacation period and the 
business work has been restricted to 
summer schools, repairs and getting 
ready fpr the opening of the fall terms 
this month. 

Having determined upon the lines 
of procedure in a business way after 
investigating the methods in use by 
boards of regents In other states, the 
board will begin at its October session 
to provide for the eduoational survey 
of 'the educational institutions of the 
state and later to arrange for the edu­
cational commissioner. 

There are numerous applications for 
positions on the survey and many 
prominent men have been mentioned 
for the position of commissioner.

Bad weather tor the first- Sunday of 
the open seaapn iti-this state prevented 
as many hunniK from going afield as 
would have-beeiii: the case had the 
conditions been inore favorable. This 
may have a salutary effect - on the 
chicken crop but'^as decidedly unsat­
isfactory to.'tl)Cvroort8irien. 

Small bags h£ve been the rule 
among the ^hooters • ' this year. 
Coveys are smaU ln number and in 
many Instances less than half the 
number of birdB a,re found In one 
breeding that are-expected under nor­
mal conditions, "j, 

It is generally conceded that In the 
fall of 1914 there were more old birds 
left than for many years. The year 
had been most favorable for breeding 
and the sportsmen had not killed , as 
many as formerly. The winter was 
mild and this spring the shooters were 
confident there would be the best 
shrootlng for years. The "hatching pe­
riod was cold and. wet and thousands 
of eggs rotted and many young chicks 
that were hatched were unable to 
stand the adverse weather and per­
ished. 

Strychnine Kills Bird. 
Added ' to this sportsmen complain 

the strychnine' put out for the gopher 
extermination by the federal and state 
biological departments and by farm­
ers killed off more prairie chickens 
than gophers. The combination of 
bad weather and poison has lessened 
the crop. That appears evident to 
practically every hunter. 

"'In view of the' conditions that exist-
over the state this fall, we must urge 
the establishment of more game pre­
serves," stated *Ton. J. P. Reeve of 
Beach, president of the North Dakota 
game and fish board. "The game laws 
enacted at the last session of the leg­
islature contain i a provision for the 
establishment - of -game refuges for 
both the land and the water fowl. 
Any sportsmen- desiring to do so can 
have his land set aside for that pur­
pose and protect the birds raised 
thereon and afford a refuge for those 
that breed in the vicinity. It is In line 
with the latest and most advanced 
movement that iB so popular over the" 
United States atnong bird conserva­
tionists and -true sportsmen. The 
North Dakota law Is broad and com­
prehensive and if a reasonable per­
centage of the land owners of the 
state should take advantage of Its pro­
visions birds fc6fffd breed and propa­
gate safely and shooting would be per­
petuated for years. If that is not done 
the sportsmen will probably be com­
pelled to submit to a closed season 
for a number of years or to having the 
game bag cut in two and reduced to 
five chickens per day. The game 
refuge plan is the best solution, I be­
lieve, and I would like to see a tenth 
or more of the land of the state under 
its proyislons., I. liope land owners 
will write Secretary J. T. Purcell in 
Fargo for blanks."
