The three men ware discharged 
by the court, and Immediately arrest­
ed by federal agents on charges ot 
conspiracy, sworn to by Chief Flynn 
of the secret service. 

Fay, Scholz and Daecho were 
brought to New York in custody of 
federal officers. They will be ar­
raigned later before United States 
Commissioner Houghton on a com­
plaint sworn to by Chief Flynn. 

Offenses Against United Stat**. 
The complaint charts that the 

three, in oonjunotlon with Dr. Herbert 
IClejule, held in I2S.000 ball yester­
day. and Max BreUu ig, still at libor-
ty, conspired to commit an offt-nse 
•gainst the United States.

This is Not Place 
For Their Quarrels 

Payment of Moneys Would be Splen­
did Investment if Beeulto 

New Tork, Oct. 26.—Charles H. 
Sherrlll, formerly United ptatee min­
ister to Argentine, believes that the 
time has come for the United States to 
ask all European powers to leave the 
western hemisphere, so that the 
Americans may hove complete liberty 
and absolute Immunity from entangle­
ment in European quarrels. 

"The time is ripe for such a re­
quest," Mr. Sherrlll asserted, "and 
none knows it better than the Europ­
ean governments. We are being ask­
ed to list on our exchanges many of 
their securities, a privilege which 
every foreign government controls, 
and for the concession of which they 
always require compensation. 

"In compensation for opening, our 
exchanges to those European securi­
ties, which means opening our pock­
ets to Europe, It is our duty to our 
fellow American republics and to our 
children's children, sso that they may 
enjoy in peace their inherited liber­
ties, to complete the immunity from 
entangling alliances, as proposed by 
Washington and Monroe. 

"Canada can have her indepen­
dence whenever she likes, but con­
tinues her connection with the Brit­
ish empire by her own volition. Oiler 
the inhabitants of the Guianas of 
British Honduras and of .other Euro­
pean colonies the same opportunity. 

"If the Falkland Islands had been 
returned to Argentina, to which they 
are allied by propinquity and origin, 
they could not have been used as a 
naval base by a European power, and 
the battle of the Falkland Islands 
would have been fought elsewhere. 

"We would be asking nothing for 
the United States, but everything for 
the liberty and assured peace of the 
western hemisphere. If the European 
powers should ask financial compen­
sation, there is no way in which the 
resources of our great country could 
be better expended In the cause of a 
free hemisphere. In such payments, 
participation by any of our sister re­
publics would, of course, be wel­
comed." 

Mr. Sherrlll urged that a request 
for the evacuation of Latin-American 
territory by foreign governments Is 
the logical step to follow the efforts 
Initiated by South Americans last De­
cember, to free all Fan-American wa­
ters from armed conflict between Eur­
opeans. 

H. H. Topakyan asked that 
Government do Everything 

to Stop the Slaughter. 

Washington, Oct. 26.—H. H. Topak­
yan, Persian counsel-general to the 
United States, submitted to Secretary 
Lansing yesterday an appeal urging 
that the United States government do 
everything In its power to bring an 
end to slaughter and persecution of 
Armenians by the Turks. 

Mr. Topakyan said he had received 
news that among the slain Armenians 
were many of his own relatives. In 
the memorandum he gave to Secre­
tary Lansing, he declared, that the 
uprisings against the Christian 
Armenians had resulted in 500,000 
persons being driven from their 
homes, tortured or murdered: How 
many had been slain, he said, it was 
still Impossible to estimate. Thou­
sands, he declared, who had taken 
refuge in Egypt' and Asia Minor were 
facing starvation. 

Secretary Lansing assured Mr. 
Topakyan that President Wilson had 
taken a keen interest In the Armeni­
an situation and the government was 
doing all it possibly could under the 
circumstances. He said he would 
present the appeal to President Wil­
son.

London, Oct 26.—It is officially an 

nouneed that a British subject has 
been tried and convicted In the Old 
Bailey court 'on' three ,'cpunts of an 
indictment charging espionage and 
was sentenced ' to life imprisonment.

DEATH TOUIS 
THRTEEH IN FRE 

Pittsburgh Factory Disaster 
Yesterday Claimed Lives 

of a Dozen Girls. 

Pittsburgh, Oct. 26.—Thirteen per-, 
sons were killed and eight injured by 
a fire in a four-story building, the 
two upper floors of which were occu­
pied by the Union Papier Box com­
pany yesterday afternoon. Of the dead 
all- but one were young .women em­
ployed by the company. 

Many of the bodies were so badly 
burned as to make identification dif­
ficult. Mayor Joseph A. Armstrong at 
once ordered that the police, city 
council and coroner make a thorough 
investigation of the fire. 

The dead ranged in age from 16 to 
24 years. 

The fire started in a pile of straw 
in the rear of the feed store of James 
Brown & Co., on the first floor of the 
building; William C. Kimball, gener­
al manager of the box factory, at once 
went to the third and fourth floors 
and warned the girls employed there 
to leave quietly. The. flames gained 
headway sb rapidly, however, that es­
cape by means of stairways and Are 
escapes Was soon cut off. 

Bodies In .Heaps. 
Some of the girls attempted to go 

to • the. dressing room for their hats 
and there, huddled on the floor, fire­
men fonnd the majority of the bodies. 

Two men employed on the second 
floor- of the building were about to 
Jump when they were attracted by the 
screams of the girls In the window 
above. .The. men told the girls to 
Jump. One by- one, as the girls leap­
ed, the. men caught them, lowered 
them aa fast as they oould, and then 
let them drop to the sidewalk. 

C. R. Carlisle, driver of a transfer 
-wagon, drove his wagon Into an alley 
in the mar of the building and threw 
up a rape to girls In. a window above. 
After making one end fast, they slid 
down the rope to safety.

Five officers and 150 French sol­
diers were captured. Only one small 
trench northeast of Lemensll remains 
In the hands of the French. 

Retake Farm. . 
On the northern part of the Rus­

sian front. Field Marshal von Hinden-
burg's army again has crossed the 
Illoukst district and reconquered the 
Kasimirshlki farm. Further south 
the Austrian army of Prince Leopold 
repulsed Russian attacks east of Bar­
anovichi and south of the Vygonovs-
koyo lake. 

Russian Position Stormed. 
The army of General von Llnsingen 

has etormed the Russian position east 
of Kolkl and west of Czartorysk and 
repulsed a Russian counter-attack. 
Four officers, 1,450 men and ten ma­
chine guns were captured. 

Further advance was made yester­
day by the German forces In Serbia. 

East of Vlsegrad and Bosnia, fur­
ther progress was made, and several 
positions occupied. South of Palenka 
ground was gained on the northern 
slope of the Raca valley. Further 
east the Germans have captured Mar-
kovatsh, Laope and Kutsheve. Near­
ly a thousand Serbians were captured. 

British Tramp Steamer 
Sails to United States 

San Francisco, Oct. 26.—The Brit­
ish tramp steamer Llangorse sailed 
from here yesterday with sealed or­
ders from the British consulate and 
under notice. from the United States 
customs officials that she must depart. 
The Llangorse came in Sunday with 
26 tons of black gunpowder in her 
hold and a cargo of lumber. The 
customs authorities asked that she be 
declared a belligerent or else give fur­
ther information concerning her car­
go and deetinatlon. The British con­
sul took the former alternative.

London, Oct."26.—^The race for the 
road to Constantinople has reached 
the exciting state. The Bulgarians are 
within a few miles of formlnjg a Junc­
tion with their Austro-German allies, 
while the French, in small'force, al­
ready have joined the Serbians. The 
French are not yet in sufficient num­
bers to assume an actual offensive In 
Macedonia, but the rapidity of the 
Bulgarian advance in that region al­
ready has diminished. 

Along the old Bulgarian frontier, 
from a point northeast of Vranya to 
the Rumanian border the Serbians are 
yielding little ground. 

Actual Juncture Near. 
The actual Juncture between the 

Bulgarians and their allies, which may 
be a matter of only a few hours, will 
soon show whether the Serbians will 
be able to hold their mountain posi­
tions until the entente allies bring up 
strong forces. 

Italy is still hammering away at the 
Austrian front, which is shaken, but 
unbroken. It is expected in London 
that the Italian offensive will at least 
prevent the Austrians from reinforc­
ing their Balkan army. 

Russia Aids 
Russia, by her stubborn defense of 

Riga and Dvinisk. and her continued 
offensive in Gallcia is keeping her op­
ponents engaged busily along the 
whole eastern front. 

New West Plans 
In the west there Is evidenes that
