FIND FRESH- WATER IN BIG SUB-
MARINE LAKE,

Right at the water's edge on the
shore of Lhe ocean, at Rockaway
point, and within a dozen miles of the
New York city hall, engineers have,
after drivng a six-inch iron pipe 725
feet through layer after layer of sand,
gravel and clay, struck a gusher sup-
plying an abundance of the purest
drinking water in the land, according
to the most careful laboratory tests.

To Meserole & Middleton was given
the -task, a few months ago, of pro-
curing for the 5,000 inhabitants of Sea
Breeze point, and one or two ot.herI
neighboring- colonies, an abundant |
supply of potable water for culinary
and drinking purposes, 3

An attempt was first made at the
extreme point of the peninsula, and
after driving an iron pipe over 930
feet, hard rock formation was struck
without an adequate supply having
been obtained, 3 el

A new. start was then made near
the United States lifesaving station on
the south coast of the peninsula, ‘a
mile and a half east of the point. At
a depth of 725 feet & supply was
reached which came up through the
well with a Toar, not only to the sur-
face, but it overflowed in a miniature
geyser, 4 ,

This supply has been conveyed to a
20,000-gallon délevated reservoir and
thence by gravity it finds its way
through 15,000 feet of main to all
parts of the colony. In some instanc-
es groups of three or four to half a
dozen houses are served by a single
outside hydrant for each group and in
other cases each house has its own
private supply. In this way every
tent and bungalow on the point of the
peninsula 18 reached. The cost of the
plant has been $50,000.

How far this subterranean lake of
fresh water extends out under the bed
of the ocean, or whence its source of
supply, is still a mystery.
