- That .1 should be . pra-
vented, I am confident of the opinion
of all sane men and women. If we
are to prepare for defense as Mr.
Roosevelt himself properly urges, it
would be irrational to place the
power thus created in the hands of
one who would itch to use it, :

“In view of the contention which I

didacy it would be injudicious for me
to be a delegate.

She questioned the ex-
periment station experts as to how
she could have reduced the cost of
production in 1914 and this informa-
tion she applied in feeding her 1915
pigs. The main feeds used were bar-
ley, screenings, skim milk and pas-
ture. Winning first place entitles her
