MINOT MAN IS
KILLED BY TRAIN

Mijnot, N. D.,, April 27.—~John C.
Youngskin, aged 76 years,.- and for
twenty years a resident of Minot, was
bhit and instantly killed by train No.

SAYS TEACHERS ARE
PAID ENOUGH MONEY

Bismarck, N. D., April. 37.—BEdu-
cational requirements of country
teachers are not sufficient to meet the
demands made on them, is the opin-
jon of Dr. P. P. Claxton, United States
commissioner of education, who ocon-
ferred here yesterday with the North
Dakota board of regents, in connec-
tion with the education survey that is
being made in this state.

‘“The cry is made that the rural
teacher is not paid enough,” said Dr.
Claxton, ‘‘but for the class of teachers
employed, and the qualifications as
compared with those required of a
city teacher, they are paid more than
the city teachers are paid.”

Dr. Claxton declares vocational
training absolutely necessary—and
such training must be thorough, he
told the board of regents.
