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General Antoine Conducts
Cabinet Member Over
Battlefield.

Headquarters, Tenth Army Corps, at
the Fﬂ;‘nt. France, May ...—(Corre-
ndence of The Associated Press.)—
ﬁet‘l Antoine, Commander of the
Tanth Army Corps, was bending over
& military map at his headquarters
when M. Painleve, a member of the
¥French oabinet, was announced. Gen-
eral de Castelnau, commanding the
western front, had invited the
Minister to visit the several corps
headquarters near Verdun, and had
authorized the representative of The
Associated Press to accompany the
Minister. Two of General de Castel-
nau's personal staff, Major Camut and
Lieutenant Laguionie, acted as escorts
to the party, and in the circuit of sev-
eral hundred kilometers three army
corps headquarters were visited—the
Tenth Army Corps under General
Antoine, the Fifth Army Corps under
General Hellouin, and the Third Army
Corps under General Humbert.
It was the first day of this trip of
tion, made under most favore
able auspices, designed to show the
cabinet officer the exact condition of
affairs on the fighting line—the of-
fensive and defensive organization,
the morale of the men, the condition
of supplies and equipment, the trench
warfare and the actual fighting on the
front. M. Painleve, besides being a
member of the Cabinet, had taken a
leading part in the debates of the
Chamber of Deputies on questions re-
lating to the military campaign, and
this was to let him see at first hand
Just how that campaign was being
conducted.
The Commander of the Fifth Army
Corps and the Cabinet officers ex-
changed cordial greetings. General
Antoine s a man of commanding
presence, tall and athletic, a little be-
yond middle age, with bronzed face
and iron gray hair and moustache.
He was in light-blue service uniform,
with high boots and spurs, the three
stars on the sleeve indicating his high
rank. Here in his headquarters the
surroundings were plain to the point
of bareness. The room was small and
the floors barc. A rough pine table
was in the middle, with a detalled
may stretched out, over which General
Antoine had been studying. Other
. maps and photographs of sectors,
' trenches, and various divisions of the
! works, were on the wall, and these,
; with & few pine chairs, made up the
' furnishings of the Corps Headquarters
‘which is pushing forward the sup-
' plies to Verdun and the fighting front.
M. Painleve was much interested in
: the large charts showing in detail the
Flayout of the fighting and reserve
forces, and General Antoline, standing
i before the chart, pointed out the main
| points—Verdun off to the right, than
ithe Army Corps massed to the west,
‘'and then General Antoine’s Corps
doing the work of preparation and
forwarding, as well as guarding a
considerable sector of the front.
“The photographs show the fleld
better,” said the General, leading the
way to a large room adjoining.
A score of officers were at work
here, sorting photographs, developing
! them, and fitting them together into
; huge panoramic views showing every
road and trench and tree. These
photographs were taken from the
clouds, by aviators, and now and then
the airmen came in with the nega-
tives just taken of their section. The
whole war-zone was laid out in small
squares, the aviators minutely photo-
graphing each square, and then the
squares were fitted together like a
Jig-saw puzzle, making a complete
picture of the whole zone. When the
edge of a square was too close to a
German battery for the aviator to
redch in safety, the photograph was
taken by a camera, lashed to a high
pple, and held above a trench.
These last trench pictures presented
& grewsome scene of the havoc and
desolation where the batteries were
doing the worst work—the ground
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of trees and foliage, littered
@ebris, and a few twisted trunks
extsnding their distorted arms.

' amd intense activity! It fairly throbbed
as the visitors passed along. Wagons,

| noving train—boxes and barrels and
i of food for men and animals:;
! huge wine casks set on end, two to a
! wagon; ordnance carts piled high with

boxes of shells; lorries with ugly-
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looking quick-fire guns, and vans load-
ed with coils of barbed wire and with
sharp-pointed sticks used in the
trenches and chevaux-de-frise.

“And this goes on night and day,”
safd Major Camut. “Yes, it is busiest
at night near the front, for the mov-
ing is dangerous in the daytime, so
that the last laps, near the fighting
line, start at dusk and go steadily
through the night.”

And besides the activity of the high-
way, the fields alongside were equally
busy. Here a cavalry camp was post-
ed, and horses were tethered, not hy
hundreds, but by thousands. At ons
side a spur of railroad had been run
to a camp depot, and here the freight
cars were unloading supplies and the
army vans were carrying them for-
ward. Soldiers and camp followers
and peasants were working at their
innumerable occupations. One of these
groups, massed at a crossroad, looked
like a market scene in Jerusalem,
with all races and languages—Afri-
cans from Alglers and mongrel Moors
from the borders of Tunis and
Morocco, Senagalese as black as coal,
and yellow-faced Anamites; most of
these French colonials in fez and
zouave outfit; along with the French
poilus in their, gray-blue uniforms,
solled and grimey, and steel casques;
and French territorials in the old-time
red and blue uniform with baggy
trousers,

The most striking thing in this great
field of activity was the regularity
with which it was all going on, sug-
gesting a perfection and sureness of
organization. There was no confusion,
and this tremendous machinery of
warfare was running with the pre-
cision and smoothness of the delicate
works of a watch,

General Antoine and Minister Pain-
leve now turned off to the living quar-
ters. The blg barracks stretched for
half -a mile ahead—substantial tem-
porary one-story structures of corru-
gated iron with an inner double
sheathing of heavy paper felt. There
was a blast of bugles and a ruffle of
drums, saluting the commanding gen-
eral and the minster. And as the
sharp notes sounded, hundreds of
French soldiers—the poilus—who were
camped along the route, chatting in
groups, sitting at rough benches, and
doing their hundreds of little camp
duties, sprang to attention and stood
thero like statues as the general paws-
ed by. Those with guns brought the
plece sharply to present arms, while
most of the pollus, taken unawares in
their rough and ready garb, were
without arms and saluted with the
right hand at the cap.

It was a striking scene, these poilus
standing rigid, not in regular array,
but scattered and massed for half a
mile along a dusty battle-route, some
on the road, others on the rising
slopes, with their commanding officer
passing among them. The general
paused as we neared one group of
twenty grimey soldiers ranged beside
a field kitchen, the ovens smoking
and giving off an odor-of soldier ra-
tions.

“Are the men content with the
focd?"* asked the general, halting and
addressing by name one of the poilus,

‘Yes, my general,” answered the
poilu, his face beaming,

“And the rice, do the men like it?”
queried the general.

. ‘““No, my general, they will not eat

The poilu was very definits in con-
dernninz the rice portion of the ra-
tion, 2nd had no hesitation in express-
ing this disapproval to the general.
Gereral Antoine asked many other
questions as to the food, and was an-
swered in the same frank and smiling
way.

This was a typical encounter be-
tween the commanding general of an
army corps and a plain French poilu,
and it showed the inherent democracy
of the French army, the real comrad-
rie between officers and men. Here
was a corps commander addressing a
private soldier familiarly by name,
and knowing the name of this one
man in forty thousand encountered
by hazard, for they say General An-
toine knows every man by name in
his corps.

Entering the barracks, the pofius
were ranged at attention alongside
their long lines of bunks. Everything
was spic and span; floors clean, bed
clothes piled neatly, mattresses sun-
ning in the windows. There was the

where. Outside the barracks, on the
sloping terrace, the pollus had planted
ic flower beds, with huge letters
in flowers spelling Joffre, Castelnau,
Antoine and the other commanders.

There were kitchen gardens for
freeh vegetables, forges for mending
trench tools, armories for cleaning
gung, a candle factory, and innumer-
able other activities, all run by sol-
diers who had lost a finger or the
edge of an ear, or had some other
slight wound temporarily incapacitat-
ing them,

At night the party became General
Antolne’s guests at the extensive pri-
vale residence, requisitioned for army
purposes, alongside headquarters. It
v.as evidently the home of a well con-
ditioned family, with spacious corri-
dors lined with sculpture and paint-
irgs. The dinner was cooked and
served by soldiers, and even the menu
card was a work of art done by a
noted French cartoonist now serving
as a soldier in the ranks. .

The American expedition tc¢ Mexico
came up for discussion as the party

w?se leaving, and General Antoine
said:
“The experience of your army

shows that cavalry is still an essential
part of army organization. With our
trench warfare the idea got about that
.mounted troops were a thing of the
past. But they will always be indis-
pensable for quick movéments where
elan and dash are needed, and par-
ticularly in a flat country. No, the
Russians in Mesopotamia and the
Americans in Mexico are demonstrat-
ing that cavalry is one of the moat
effective weapons of offense.”

MANY MEXICANS
NEAR BORDER

Are Gathering Within Strik-
ing Distance—U. S. Pre-
paring Offensive Move.

San Antonio, Tex., June 28.—Pre-
parations for the placing and main-
tenance of the national guard units
were being made all along the border
yesterday. While the quartermaster's
department was working out details
of caring for more than 35,000 addi-
tional men, General Funston and his
staff were engaged in revising and
fixing the long list of troop stations,
with a view to starting a big, sweep-
ing army across the border if neces-
sary, and at the same time leave ade-
quate protection for the border towns
and ranches on the American side.

Reports from General Pershing's
columns and from the forces along
the border reached headquarters more
frequently than on other days, but al-
most all were routine. ¢

Unless made necessary by some
overt and unmistakable act of Car-
ranza's troops the United States army
will take no hostile step toward Mex-
ico, until directed by the war depart-
ment. Late reports told of continued
concentration of Mexican forces with-
in striking distance of the border, but
there appeared no indication that Car-
ranza was planning anything but a
defensive movement. .
