Santa Fo Expedition.
Correspondence of the Missouri Republican.

AitMV or the West. Sata Fic,
New Mexico, Aug. 21, 1813.

From tho heading of my letter, you
will perceivoslhat Santa Fo, and with it
tho province of New Mexico, U taken.
Uv'en now, the star spangled banner
waves over the former place of Gen, Ar-iirj-

American sentinels guard the town;
American so!dicrs parade on the public
plaza. On tho highlands South of tho
town, tent upon tent may bo seen, and
their inmates busily engaged in clearing
their armor, drilling, and attending to
their various military duties; tho cannon
cf Major Clark's battalion pointing sig-

nificantly with their muzzles towards tho
town; all denoting that, unless simptoms
belie mo, tho war East of tho ltio del
Norto is ended.

In one word, the expedition of Gen.
S. W. Kearney, with tho Army of the
West, has, thus far, resulted in tho most
successful triumph which even the most
sanguine could have imagined.

If I remember right, my last commu-
nication to you was addressed from Fort
Bent. At that place our army remained
but three days, camping nine miles East
of the Fort, near the raouthj of Piquetway.
Some prisoners, whom wo mado there,
and who, it was supposed, were spies of
Gen. Armjjo, spread various contradicto-

ry rumors among us, but Gen. Kearney,
without paying the least regard to their
hostile intentions, treated them remarka-

bly friendly sent them about tho camp
showed them our etitiro forces, and

especially our cannon and then sent
them homo, with the request to tell Gen;
Armijo what they had seen, and that iu
less than 20 days wo should meet him
not on 3 not stealthily but bold-

ly, openly, on tlie highways of New Mex- -

ico, ready to remove any obstacle which
miht jrosent itsell iu our way, but ready
also, to treat all thoso who made no hos-til- o

demonstrations towards us, as fellow
citizens of our Republic. On tho 21 of
August, our force left the camp, and at
tho Fort crossed tho Arkansas, the in-

mates of tho Fort saluting us by hoisting
tho American flag; and unless appearan-
ces deceive me much, I thought I recog-
nized a singular rosemblancc between
thu largo and beautiful flag that waved
over the Fort, and tho flag which, iu the
days of "Auld Lang Syne," waved on
the Polk stalk in St. Louis, over tho de-

voted heads of tho immaculate 7tard dis-

ciplines of the Democratic church. What
strikes mo as a singular coincidence,
while I stood watching tho folds of the
beautiful banner opening themselves to
the wafting winds, was, that I afterwards
learned Mr. ,F. P. Bi.air, of your city,
fiad been chiefly instrumental iu doing
our corps tho honor of this salute; though
aside from all invidious thoughts and ul- - j

lusions created by the ppur of tho moment
the display of our nation's banner iu this
Western deseit, called forth a sincere and
enthusiastic responco from us ns we pas-so- d

cheerfully by, ready to dio in defence
of tho fl 13 that seemed to tell us glory
must attend tho expedi'ion of so many
gallant hearts, who fought for the triumph
of those stars.

Our marches were extremely fatiguing
after wo loft tho Fort; and tho sandy soil,
the bail quality of tho grass and tho want
of water, joined to an almost insupporta-
ble heat and the hot winds, blowing from
tho west, had tho effect of dampening tho
spiiits of the men considerably. To
most of tho ammunition wagons of artil-

lery wo hid already been forced to put
oxen; they also gave out soon, and it was
with difficulty such as is not easily im-

agined that tho artillery proceeded on-

ward. Mr. Glasgow, Mr. Lciteusdoifer,
and other traders, joined our army at the
Fort, and proceeded along with us in tho
rear. Capt. Cook, with several inoti,
was sent ahead on a mission of poaco to
Gen. Armijo, and Messrs. Bent and Let- -

teusdorfer followed him, exploring the
country.

On tho Sth, wo reached tho Rattoon
mountains, and on tho 10th, wo encamp-
ed on the Canadian fjrk of the Colorado,
having iu two days gotten successfully
through tho most dangerous passes which
cart bo imagined. After wo had passed
these mountains, I gave up all hopes of
meeting with an enemy, inasmuch as a
determined band of five hundred men
might havo at least delayed our passage
through them for months, perhaps de-

stroyed our entirrt forces, without any
other arms ec ammunition than the rocks
on thoso impassible mountains.

On tho Canadian Fork wo had a rest
day, and without any interruption arri-vei- l,

on the 13th, at tho lower Moro set-

tlements, and encamped that night at the
Sarpillo.

them, had encamped 'oTaud fortified tho
Cauiou passes, near Santa Fe, and mado
Gen. Kearney for a moment apprehend
that danger had befallen him. On the
next evening we reached the town of Los
Vegos, a small pace containing near a
hundred buildings. A messenger from

Armijo met General Kearney a few miles
east of tho place, giving assurances to
our commander, that Capt. Cook had
been in Santa Fe, and that his mission
had been duly respected. Sotno other
information, though of little importance,
novor became fully known to me, for
which reason I shall not trouble you with
the detail of tho fragments, which I only
learnt. The Alcado and some of tho
wealthier citizens waited on the General
in the evening, and left him, it seemed,
tranquil and assured of the friendly in
tentionsofourGovernmcnt towards them.
During the night a messenger reached
the camp, and stated that a large body of
the enemy had arrived within two miles
of tho place, and were fortifying in a dan-

gerous pass. None seemed more assured
that a battle would ensue iu tno morning
than our General, and every preparation
was made, and every precaution taken,
to meet the enemy.

Early in tho morning, tho troops mar-
ched towards tho town, tho flags of each

troop displaying the stars and stripes;
patrotic speeches were mado to some of
tho volunteer companies; tho slow match-
es wero lit, and overy heart beat with
glowing anxiety for the moment of ren
contre. Previously, however, formal pos-
session was taken of the town; General
Kearney nominated the Alcade and two
civil officers of the place as Captains, who

thereupon took the oath of allegiance to
the United States of America, swearing
to dischaigo tho duties of their offices
faithfully, and to support and protect tho
causo of tha Union against tho opposers
whomsoever. The ceremouy ended, our
forco marched towards tho encampment
of tho enemy; tho signal for trot was giv-

en; three companies of infantry marched
on tho summit of the hills enclosing tho

pass but, arrived at tho pass; the enemy
fled, and wo had tho gratification of learn-

ing nothing elso than that tho mail from
tho States had arrived, bringing among
other news, that of the promotion of Col.

Kearney to tho rank of Brigadier Gen-

eral.
Towards tho evening, wo passed thro'

Taculota; encamping at night at Santa
Rita; passed on tho following morning
through St. Miguel; and encamped on
tho evening of tho lGlh at Susana. At
most of these places tho same ceremo-
nies of taking possession wero gone
through as at Los Vegos. Capt. Cook
hid meanwhile arrived, and the supposi-
tion that Gen. Armijo would defend the
Canion passcsgained ground every min-

ute.
On tho morning of the 17lh,tho son of

General Salazar was taken prisoner by
some of the dragoons, and from him wo
learnt tho following facts: Gen. Armijo
and Salazir (tho famous murderer of tho

Texans) .had encamped at tho Canion
with near five thousaud men, but owirvri
to the iealousies of the two Generals!
and tho apathy of tho soldiers a mutiny
had broken out in tho army, tho result of

which was, that Armijo, wilh his guard,
hal lied towards tho South, the Pueblos
returned to their homes, and Salazar fled
0 j, homo. Tho young man plodgod

j;fj on xt3 assertion that no enemy
would meet us in tho Canion passes,
which indeed turned out to bo tho truth.
On the 17ih, o encamped at old Pecos;

and, on tho 18th, in the evening, on the
fifteenth day of our war expedition, after
a most fatiguing march, in which several
hundred horses and mules had to be left
behind, unable longer to follow, wo uni-ve- d

at Santa Fe. The flag soon waved
over tho place, and in honor of it, the ar-

tillery fired thertoen guns from their en-

campment on tho highland near tho town.
On tho next day, formal possession was

taken of tho town; Gen. Kearney addicj-so- d

the citizens, and took the usual oath
from the Pncfect;and Alcade of the place.

On tho 21st, Capt Fisher, of tho artillery,
captured three of tho enemy's cannon at
Sallistco, a small town; twenty-seve- n

miles from Santa Fo, and thero had tho
honor of gaining tho only trophies won
in tho campaign.

Tho peoplo aro tranquil, and as peace-abl- e

as might bo imagined; but few of
the citizsns had fled tho town; Sc most of
them aro daily returning. Gen. Kear-

ney is fast reaping for himself a ctown of
unfading laurels for hi affable and kind
treatment of tho people, and tho who
and statosmanliko policy which ho pur-
sues, Ho proclaimed himself Governor
of tho Tertitory of Now Mexico on tho

day after his arrival, and all look upon
him as tho fittest man who could have
