Commodore Schley Informs Navy
Officials That They Are in
Santiago Harbor.

AND THEY HAVE NO CHANCE TO ESCAPE.

Report That the American Ships Have
Dombarded the Forts and Given
Battle to the Spanish Squadron—
Secretary Alger Makes an Import=-
ant St,tement—Other News.

Wakhington, May 31.— At 12:30
o'clock yesterday morning the navy
department received a dispatch from
Commodore Schley announcing defi-
nitely that he had located Admiral
Cervera’s Cape Verde squadron in the
bay of Santiago de Cuba. The com-
modore states that he has seen and rec-
ognized the vessels of the Spanish fleet.

May Blow Up the Ships,

It is not believed Admiral Cervera
will attempt to escape from the pre-
dicament in which he now finds himself,
as such a course would surely result in
the destruction of his vessels and the
loss of many lives precious to Spain.
The suggestion is made, however, that
the Spaniard m&y blow up his ships
rather than have them fall into the
hands of Schley, as they certainly will
if they remain in the harbor.

The Entrance Guarded.

Commodore Schley will remain in
front of Santiago harbor until he de-
stroys Cervera’s squadron. Admiral
Sampson’s fleet is at Key West ready
to assist Schley if needed. The depart-
ment, after translating Commodore
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Schley’s cablegram, wired him instrue-
tions to this effect: *“Under no cir-

Wednesday afternoon, and, in accord-
ance with instructions, he at once re-
lieved Commodore Schley in command
of the entire force of vessels operating

This,
however, is not in the line with Amer-
ican policy, and, simply accepting the
view of the situation taken by the naval
experts here, Admiral Cervera will have
to accept battle at once, It.isconfident-
ly expected that a hard blow will be
struck within three or four days, and
that the result will be known to the
world at the expiration of that time,

RUMORS OF A FIGHT.

Commodore Schley Sald to Hnve Bom-
barded Fort and Fleet.

Cape Haytien, Hayti, June 1.—Advices
from Havana say that since two o'clock
Tuesday afternoon the American fleet
at Santiago de Cuba has been cannon-
ading the batteries of Morro Castle, La
Zacapa and Punta Carda.

Steamer Florida Returns to Key
West After Putting Several
Hundred Soldiers Ashore.

THE MEN RECEIVE A HEARTY WELCOME.

Landing Place Is Kept a Secret, But
Probably Near Santiago—Much Joy
in Cuban Circles Over the Success
of the Expedition — Encouraging
News from Gen. Garela.

Key West, Fla., June 1.—The steam-
er Florida returned here at seven a. m.
Tuesday from Cuba, having successful-
ly landed a most important expedition
on the island.

The war department absolutely for-
bids correspondents telegraphing the
pame of the landing place of Gen.
Lacret’s expedition, which, it was un-
derstood was at a point about 25 miles
east of Havana. Later information
raises a strong presumption that the
landing was effected, as originally
planned, not far from Guantapamo,
province of Santiago de Cuba.

The expedition was landed on the
coast of Cuba on Thursday, May 26,

A Triumphal Invasion.

When the Florida, escorted by the Os-

ceola, drew up to the shore at the place

 selected for the landing, she sent scouts

to see if all was clear. These scouts
were greeted by Gens. Ferie and Rojas,
with some 1,500 armed insurgents. Con-
sequently, far from there beingany hos-
tile demonstration upon the part of the
Spaniards, the landing of the expedi-
tion was in the nature of a triumphal
invasion. The Cubans vrho were wait-
ing for the party had a brass band and
welcomed the newcomers with national
airs.

The returning members of the Florida
party brought with them seyeral hun-
dred private letters, which, it is under-
stood, give a complete insight into the
present conditions prevailing in the
blockaded island.

The work of unloading the cargo of
the Florida was promptly begun and
carried on by the 432 men composing
the expedition. There was nothing in
the nature of interruption and the work
was finished Friday.

Causes Much Joy.

Key West, Fla., June 1.—The success-
ful landing of the Florida expedition
has caused much joy in Cuban cireles
here. The Cubans say their armies will
now make forward movements. The
Florida probably carried more supplies
than all the filibustering expeditious
put together.

.From Garcia’s Army,

Key West, Fla., June 1.—Couriers
from Cuba Tuesday brought highly en-
couraging reports from Gen. Calixto
Garcia’s army. Garcia alone, it is said.
has 10,000 men, better equipped than
ever before, except in the matter of
clothing, and they are in excellent spir-
its. Five thousand men, it is added, oc-
cupy territory along the northern coast
near Maniti. The Spanish troops have
withdrawn to Santiago, Holquin and
Manzanillo, and Gen. Garcia still holds
his headquarters at Bayamo.

COST FOUR LIVES.

Terrible Result of a Tornando Which
Swept Over De Kalb County,
Mo., Tunesday.

St. Joseph, Mo., June 2.—Reports have
been received Lere of great damage
done by a tornado which tore across a
section of DeKalb county, Mo., Tuesday
morning, causing the loss of four lives.
The dead are the wife and three chil-
dren of Calvin Smith, living eight miles
northwest of Maysville. Their house
was destroyed and every one of its occu-
pants were killed. In the vicinity of
Maysville and Union Star, the tornadc
desiroyed the houses of at least 20
farmers, uprooted valuable orchards
and damaged growing crops. The prop-
erty loss has been estimated at fully
$150,000. Isaac Henry and his family of
four, living near Union Star, were all
painfully hurt and many others were
more or less seriously injured but no
one fatally.
