A FATAL ACCIDENT.

Charles Rudd, Time-keeper of a Work
Train Crew, Crushed Under the
Wheels Near Oranite.

Our citizens = received the shocking
news last Thursday morning of the
dcath of Charles Rudd, which occurred
near Granite Falls. The young man
was employed as timekeeper of a steam
shovel crew, and in attempting to board
& work train slipped and fell beneath
the wheels. . Several cars passed over
his body, and he was picked up in a
horribly mutilated condition. The re-
mains were taken charge of and pre-
pared for burial and his folks in Todd
county notified of the sad occurrence.
The young man’s father arrived the
following day and took the remains
with him to his home at Clarisaa.

The deceased was a student of the
Willmar Seminary -during’ the win-
ter term, and later was employed at
the M. F. Magnuson store. Although
only 18 years of age. he was an excep-
tionally bright boy. He had an excel-
lent standing as a teacher, at which he
was employed part of the time. All
who knew him speak of him very
highly, and he Wwill be missed by a
large circle of friends, who join in ex-
tending their sympathy to the grief-
stricken parents.

The following particulars of the acei-
dent are taken from the Granite Falls
Tribune:

“The train had run down to the dump to
tuoload and was backing to the pit, some
four miles north of here, when somehow
young Rudd lost his balance and fell off,
striking on his head and falling between the
Wheels. More tnan half the train ran over
him, and when it stopped the drive wheel of
the engine was on the prostrate form.

“The coroner of O 1ﬂfowa county was
notified, and It was declded to remove the |
remains_to this place, where they could be,
prepared for shipment to Clarissa. his home,
nndp where his parents reside. Accordingly
A team was sentout and the body brought
here, when Undertaker Thompson prepare
it for its last journey.
