Porter, attorney for the county in the 
litigation relative to bonded road No. 
1, was received and placed on file: 

W I L L M A B , Minn., July 9th, 1900. 
To the Honorable Board of County Commis-

sipnera, Willmar, Minn. 
Gentlemen: In regard to the litigation com­

menced by Albert H. Sperry against this coun­
ty, I would report tha t the ma t t e r was thor­
oughly tried in the district court where the 
learned judge held tha t chapter 302 of the gen­
eral laws of this s t a t e for the year 1895, and 
under which the road was laid out over and 
across certain portions of Foot Lake by your 
predecessors, was unconstitutional and void 
by reason of the fact tha t said law was in con­
travention of section 1 of article 9 of the con­
stitution of this s ta te , and deeming the ma t t e r 
of sufficient importance to the people of this 
county and generally I appealed the case to 
the supreme court for final adj udication.and the 
la t te r court has recently rendered a. decision 
sustaining the unconstitutionality of said law 
and restraining the issuance of the bonds 
which were proposed to be issued under said 
law for the purpose of paying for the road tha t 
has been so laid out. The principal point upon 
which the.court decided the law contrary to 
the provisions of the constitution referred to 
was tha t rural roads were not public improve­
ments as contemplated by the provision of the 
constitution. I understand tha t there are or-
dersst i l l outstanding tha t have been issued by 
your honorable body in payment of the con­
struction of this road, and it seems but fair and 
honest tha t some way ought to be provided 

, for the purpose of paying the orders so out­
standing and unpaid, 'as the people of this 
county, or a t • least a par t of them, will have 
the benefit of the road tha t has already been 
constructed under this law tha t the courts 
have held was null. This case was very ably 
argued by different counsel who were inter­
ested in the law, as it was a m a t t e r not only 
affecting the rights of the plaintiff in this case 
hut the people generally throughout the s t a t e 
by, reason of the fact t h a t if the courts had 
held the law good a rural road could be laid 
out and constructed anywhere through the 
s ta t e and the adjoining property tha t might be 
benefitted by the construction of the road be 
compelled to bear the entire expense of the 
construction of the same, which is a t present 
contrary to the former policy and laws of this 
s t a t e .
