The above comparison is affected 
somewhat by the change during the 
past year of district No. 49 (Raymond) 
from - a common to an- independent 
district. This change took 142 pupils 
from the common school list, and add­
ed that number to the - total enroll­
ment in independent districts. 

The Increase of attendance at the 
public schools of Willmar during the 
past few years is quite remarkable. 
The enrollment last year was 887 
pupils, being 44 per cent larger than 
the enrollment four years ago, and 30 
per cent larger than the enrollment 
three years ago. The attendance at 
school in Willmar this year may con­
fidently be expected to be nearly 1000 
pupils. The question of providing 
more school room will soon be of public 
interest in this district.

during the school year just closed. 
Several schools adopted free text 
books, while nearly all schools having 
free text books materially strengthen­
ed their libraries by the purchase of 
new books. I am pleased to say that 
our school boards realize now as they 
never have before that keeping a text 
book library in a proper state of effi­
ciency requires an annual purchase of 
books. Experience has shown that a 
free text book library costs about 
twenty-five cents for a pupil each 
year. Therefore every school in this 
county having free text books should 
spend annually for new books from 
five to fifteen dollars, according to the 
size of the school. This is a very im­
portant question in school adminis­
tration; for when the school board 
takes upon itself the duty of supply­
ing text books to the school, it takes 
that duty from the parents who are 
helpless when the school board fails to 
properly supply the school with books. 

Six hundred seventy-seven library 
books were bought by common 
school districts alone last year, which 
is the largest annual purchase of books 
made in this county during the past 
ten years. The educational value of 
our public school libraries cannot be 
over estimated. There is no question 
of their popularity among our people. 
Thirty-one districts have not yet taken 
advantage of the public school library. 
I trust this number may be materially 
reduced during the coming year. 

The work of improving our school 
grounds is progressing. I commend 
all efforts in thisdirection. Why should 
not our school grounds be made beauty 
spots, where children would delight to 
be, instead of being treeless, ill kept 
and unsightly as they too often are? 

This office will in the near future 
supply all teachers and school officers 
with a pamphlet containing the latest 
ideas upon the subject of improving 
school grounds, and school houses and 
the heating and ventilating of the 
same. 

During the present summer districts 
No. 67 and 81 have each built solendid 
new school houses. Districts No 53 
and 56 are about to begin the erection 
of new modern school buildings. The 
independent district of Raymond is 
just completing at a. cost of & little 
more than $10,000 what will be one of 
the best school buildings in this sec­
tion of the state. 

In this age of progress, I am sure it 
is the wish of all that Kandiyohi 
county schools may keep pace with the 
times, and be second to none.

Warning Against 

Forest and Prairie Fires 
O F F I C E O F \ 

S T A T S F M B S T COMMISSIONS*, f 
St. Paul, Minn.. Aug. 25. 

Chapter 196 of the General Laws of the 
State of Minnesota 1895 (Act of April 18th) 
constitUtcaSupcrvisors of towns, Mayors of 
cities aavTresidente of Tillage councils. Fire 
Wardens, and it is made their duty t o take 
precautions to prevent forest and prairie 
fires, and if they occur, t o go «nd extinguish 
or control them; and in emergencies to call 
upon any able-bodied male person oxer 
eighteen years of age to assist. Reports of 
such fires with particulars tending to fix 
responsibility therefor shall be made within 
a week. The forest commissioner is required 
t o provide and sign an abstract (as herein) 
o f the penalties under said law, and it is 
made the duty of the County Commissioners 
of each county to cause said abstract t o be 
published in a t least three issues of the 
official paper in their respective counties each 
year, between the 15th of April and the 1st 
of November, and they are hereby instructed 
t o publish this notice entire. 

Under said law the following are liable t o 
a penalty not exeeeding $500 or imprison* 
mint in the state prison not over ten y e a n 
or both: 

Any person who maliciously sets or causes 
t o be set on fire any woods, prairie or other 
combust ble material whereby the property 
Of another is destroyed and life is sacrificed. 

The following are liable to a penalty no t 
exceeding $100 or imprisonment not exceed­
ing three months: 

Any person refusing, without cause, t o as« 
sist fire wardens in extinguishing forest or 
prairie fires. 

Any lire warden who neglects t o perform 
his duties. 

Any person who willfully, negligently or 
carelessly set) on fire, or causes t o be set on 
fire, any woods, prairies or other combust! 
ble material thereby causing injury to an 
other. 

Any person w h o shall kindle a fire on or 
dangerously near to forest or prairie land 
and leave i t nnquenched, or who shall be a 
party thereto. 

Any person who shall use other than in* 
combustible fire wards for firearms or carry 
a naked torch, firebrand or other exposed 
light l a air dangerously near t o forest land. 

Any person who shall wilfully or heedless, 
ly deface, destroy or remove this or any 
other warning placard posted under the 
requireufents of the above mentioned act. 

Any railroad company wilfully neglecting 
t o provide efficient spark arresters en its en­
gines; or t o keep its right of w a y t o the 
width of 100 feet cleared of combustible 
material; or which shall faU to comply with 
other provisions of Section 1 2 of the above 
mcnUooeft act. 

The fallowing are liable to a penalty of no t 
• less than $5 nor more than $50:^
