Co-operative Telephones.

The co-operative telephone system
established at Grand Rapids, Wis.,
should be brought to the attention of
the public 1t seems that the city has
enjoyed a service that is not only effi-
cient but remarkably cheap. The com-
pany was3 orgapized in 1896 with a
capital of 85,000, divided into shares
of 860 each. Any person could become
a member of the combination by sub-
scribing for one or more shares and
by leasing one telephone for each
share of stock. Tke company was
thus to be control'ed by the telephone
renters and for their sole benefit. A
writer in the current issue of The Mu-
nicipality says the company now rents
300 telephones and has increased its
capital stcck to $100,000. The rents
are uniform, heing established at first
at $2 50 per month for business houses
and 31 50 for residences, and after six
months a dividend of oné ver cent a
movnth was declared. After eighteen
months the rates were reduced to £2.25
and %1.00, and the dividends were in-
creased 10 11 per cert a month, The
net cost of service to each of the rent-
ing stockholders shows a cost of 324 a
year for business houses and $7 per
year for residences. Let any town
having a service on the non co-opera-
tive hasis come forward with a better
showing thao this. Next to actual
municipal ownership and operation,
private co-oper:stive telephone com-
panies would :eem to be easily the
best.—The Independent,
