Chance, in the way of
gold discoveries, furnishes the basis
of our money sysiem. Not only may
the production fail to keep up with the
demand, but other nations may call
on us to furnish them a great part of
our gold. To supplement this uncer-
tain supply of money we have the
national bank system, which may or
@ay not choose w0 increase the sup-
ply of money. At present these banks
are working for a change in the law,
80 a8 to enable them to issue and with-
draw money at will. We have now a
provision limiting the amount of
national bank notes that can be with-
