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FILED THEIR ANSWER 
Ex-City Clerk Osmundson and Bonds­

man Barnstad and Ekander File 
Answers in Suit Brought 

by City. 

Samu 1 Oimuudson, Ole Barnstad 
and A. J. Ekander have filed their 
answers in the suit brought by the city 
against them to recover the funds al­
leged to have been diverted by Os-
mundson as city clerk. We give be­
low the full texts of the answers. 

OSMUNDSON'S ANSWER. 

The defendant Osmundson for his 
answer to the complaint of plaintiff 
herein denies each and every altera­
tion thereof except that the plaintiff is 
a municipal corporation: that this de­
fendant was its recorder from April 
25, 1898, to March 22, 1902, and that 
he paid over to the treasurer of plain­
tiff in the year beginning April 25, 
1898, $16,334.68 and that he gave bonds 
for the faithful performance of his 
duties as such recorder. 

Fjr a second and further answer to 
the complaint of plaintiff herein, the 
defendant Osmundson alleges that in 
March, 1902, the plaintiff claimed that 
he was owing it a considerable 
amount of money; that said claim was 
made on the ground that he had not 
paid over to the treasurer all moneys 
received by him; that said claim was 
untrue and unjust; that nevertheless 
in settlement thereof defend art tend­
ered to plaintiff as and for full satis 
faction of all its claims against him 
the sum of $1,500, which sum was ac­
cepted and received by plaintiff as 
full satisfaction of all its claims 
against this defendant and plaintiff 
has ever since kept, retained and ap­
plied to its own use the said sum of 
•1,500. 

Wherefore defendant prays that he 
be hence dismissed together with his 
costs and disbursements herein In­
curred. SAMUEL OSMUNDSON. 

ANSWER OF BARNSTAD AND EKANDER. 
The defendants A. J. Ekander and 

Ole Barnstad for their separate answer 
to the complaint of plaintiff herein 
deny each and every allegation of 
said complaint except as hereinaf er 
specifically admitted, qualified or de­
nied. 

The said defendants admit the in­
corporation of the village of Willmar 
and of the city of Willmar as alleged 
and that the defendant Osmundson 
was the village recorder of said Will­
mar from the 27th day of April, 1898 
to the 12th day of April, 1901, and he 
was such officer by virtue of appoint­
ment by the village council af said 
village and not otherwise 

The said defendants further admit 
that plaintiff owned and operated an 
electric light plant and a water plant 
as alleged in its complaint; also that 
the village treasurer was the legal 
custodian of its moneys and paid out 
the same only upon orders properly 
drawn therefor. .--

Further answering, defendants al­
lege that it was not the duty of said 
recorder to collects the moneys or any 
of them due to said village, nor to 
collect the accounts or any of them 
due to the said village from any per­
son or persons whatsoever but only 
to receive such moneys as should be 
actually paid him for and in behalf of 
said plaintiff. 

The defendants allege and admit 
that on the 27th day of April, 1898, 
they as sureties entered into a bond 
in the sum of $1,000 conditioned as 
follows: "The condition of this ob­
ligation is such that whereas the 
above bounded Samuel Osmundson 
was on the 25th day of April. 1898, 
duly elected village recorder In and 
for the village of Willmar, in said 
county, for the term of one year and 
is about to enter upon the duties of 
said office, now therefore if the said 
Samuel Osmundson shall, will and 
does faithfully discharge all bis offi­
cial duties as such village recorder in 
and for said village, then this obli­
gation to be void, otherwise to re­
main in full force and effect " That 
the said Osmundson did faithfully dis­
charge all his official duties as such 
village recorder during the year re­
ferred to in said bond and particular­
ly did nay over to the treasurer of 
said village the sum of $16,334.68, the 
same being the entire amount of 
moneys of all kinds received by him 
during said rear for or in behalf of 
sa<d plaintiff. 

Further answering, the said defend 
ants allege and admit that on April 
24, 1899, defendant Osmundson was 
duly appointed village recorder of 
plaintiff for the term of one year and 
that on the 8th day of May, 1899, they 
as sureties executed a bond identical 
with the bond heretofore set out ex­
cept as to date of appointment of said 
Osmundson, and they all'go that dur­
ing the time said bond was in force 
the defendant Osmundson did faith­
fully discharge all his official duties 
as such recorder and did nay over to 
the village of Willmar a'l moneys re­
ceived by him as such recorder. 

(The same answer is made as to the 
years of 1900 and 1<>01.) 

That all and singular the appoint­
ments of said defendant Oaruundson 
as village recorder in and for the vil­
lage of Willmar were for tbe exact 
term of one year and no longer. That 
no other condition wa9 contained in 
any of said bonds except as hereinbe­
fore stated and said defendarts spe­
cifically deny that said Osmundson as 
such recorder or otherwise converted 
to his own use any sum or sums what­
ever of the money of said plaintiff or 
in any sum or amount whatever. 

That if the books of plaintiff whether 
kept by defendant Osmundson or oth­
erwise, show any failure on his part 
at any time or in any amount to pay 
over to tbe treasurer of plaintiff any 
sum of money received by him or com­
ing into his hands as such recorder 
then said books and the entries there­
in are erroneous, misleading and in­
correct and they are false and untrue 
in every such particular. 

For a further and second defense to 
the complaint of plaintiff herein de 
fendants A. J. Ekander and Ole Barn­
stad allege that in the month of March, 
1902. the books and accounts of plain­
tiff on their face showed an indebted­
ness on the part of defendant Osmund­
son to plaintiff on account of moneys 
charged up to him as such jrecorder 
Bid not paid over to the treasurer of 
plaintiff village; that the said short­
age was due to defendant Osmundson 
charging himself with uncollected ac­
counts, material bought for and used 
by tbe electric light plant and with 

many other items and matters for 
which no cash was received but which 
were treated in such accounts as cash 
received by said recorder; that plain­
tiff then demanded a settlement of said 
apparent shortage and the said de­
fendant Osmundson tendered to the 
plaintiff 1B full satisfaction of such 
sh"rtage, and the plaintiff received 
and accepted and was paid in full 
satisfaction of such apparent short­
age the sum of $1 500, which sum the 
said village has ever since retained 
and long since applied to its own u«e, 
although no part of the same was due 
to said village but all of it was paid 
because of the mistakes and errone­
ous entries and false charges made 
upon the books of plaintiff against 
said defendant Osmundson. 

Wherefore defendants pray that they 
be hence dismissed with their costs 
and disbursements incurred in this 
action.

Young, of Appleton, in appearing for 
the city. There is a possibility that 
J. W. Arctander, of Minneapolis, will 
be retained by Mr. Osmundson in 
fighting the case. The attorneys for 
the plaintiff are very confident that 
they will win the suit in spite of all 
the legal talent that may be arrayed 
against them. Developments will be 
anxiously awaited and the case prom­
ises to be one of the most interesting 
to be heard at the January term of 
court. 

TAMPERED WJTH MAIL 
Three Little Morris Girls Take Mail 

From Postoffice Boxes and 
Secure Money. 

It was learned by the city author­
ities the first of the week that three 
little girls who have been in the habit 
of making the postoffice lobby a 
lounging place, had been making a 
systematic theft of mail from such of 
the lock boxes as they were able to 
get into, and also from the night drop 
box attached to the front door. In 
getting mail from the latter place they 
would visit the postoffice early in the 
morning, and while the clerk was 
working in the back part of the office 
they would take the mail from the box. 
It is reported that they had learned 
the combinations to some of the boxes, 
and in one instance they secured a 
letter containing five dollars, and at 
another time one containing one 
dollar. This money they spent. 
When the mail began to be missed, the 
marshal started an investigation with 
tbe result that the work of the girls 
was discovered. 

The oldest ef the ''three is about 
twelve years, and it would seem that 
they knew that they were engaged in 
an unlawful practice. It is not prob­
able that the local authorities will 
take any measure against them, but 
the postoffice department has been 
notified, and undoubtedly the federal 
authorities will take some action in 
regard to their misdeeds, for it is a 
very serious matter to in any way 
meddle with the U. S. mail.—Morris 
Sun, 17th inst.
