Scotton, corresponding
and r:cording secretary of the Home
Soclety, for the following report of
the meeting:

The Woman's Home and Foreign
Misslonary Socleties of the St. Cloud
Presbytery met in their annual session
atthe Presbyterian church Thursday,
March 17.

The largest delegation ever known
gathered at this viwe, about 25 being
present from St. Paul, Minneapolis,
St. Cloud, Litchfield, Greenleaf, At-
water, Harrison and New London.

The afternoon was devoted to For-
elgn Misslons, Mrs. T. M. Findley,
the president, presiding.

Mrs. Jno. Martin led the opening
devotional service. The secretary,
Mrs. E. W. Lewis, being ill, her place
was filled by Mrs. C. H. Sherwood.

Following the reading of the min-
utes, came the treasurer's report,
which showed a decided increase over
last year. The request had been
made that all societies increase their
contributions to Foreign Missions
this year 20 per cent. The treasurer
reported that this had been done and
even more, & total amount of %156 41
having been contributed.

Mrs. M. E. Baum, of Litchfield, the
Secretary of Literature, reported 17
Foreign Missionary magazines taken
by the various societies.

The report of the Y. P. S. C. E. sec-
retary was read by Mrs. W. B. Mitch-
ell, of St. Cloud.

Reports from the different societies
were read, in which they told of their
work the past year. All were very
interesting and showed growing in-
terest as well as contributions.

Matters of business for the coming
year were discussed. Dr. Marshall
of Minneapolis gave some very good
suggestions in regard to taking up
special Foreign Mission work in the
C. E. socleties.

Mrs. Styles read an interesting
paper_on . Foreign Mlasinns, entitled
*‘Poor Johmn,”

Mrs. R. P. Lewis, of St. Paul, gave
a very bright sunshiny talk en ‘Un-
seen Successes'’ in which she banished
the dark side of [oreign Misslon
work and showed how the encourage-
ments far overbalanced the discourage-
menta.

The offizers were all re-elected for
the coming year.

A popular me:ting was held in the
evening. Dr. Evans, of Good Will
Mission, South Dakota, gave a sketch
of the founding of the Mission School,
and of the present work being carried
on there among the Indians.

Dr. Marshall, of the First Presby-
terian church of Minneapolis, gave a
very fine address on Home Misslons,
taking as his text ‘‘Give Ye Them to
Eat,”’ comparing the $800,000 ex pended
by the Home Miesion board the past
year to the five loayes and two fishes
distributed by Christ to the multitude.

Friday morning was devoted to
Home Missions. Mrs. W. B. Mit-
chell, president of the Home Society,
preeiding.

The opening Bible Readlng was
conducted by Mrs. A. F. Foster, of
Litchfield, followed by prayer by Mrs.
R. P. Lewis.

Minutes of the last meeting were
read by the secretary, Mrs. Thos.
Scotton. The treasurer, Mrs. O. H.
Campbell, of Litchfield, being absent,
her report was given by Mrs. A. F.
Foster. An inorease in contributions
was shown as encouraging as that re-
ported by the Foreign Society the
previous day. The increase in con-
tributions from Sunday Schools and
C. E. societies was particularly
noticeable.

Mrs. W. 4. Foster, of Litchfield,
Secretary of Literature, reported the
number of Home Mission Monthlies
taken as 25, besides 11 Assembly
Heralds.

Mrs. Duckering, of Greenleaf, gave
some very encouraging reports from
the C. E. societies of the Presbytery,
many of them having contributed this
year to Home Mission work.

Mrs. Noble, of St. Cleud, read the
report of the Secretary of Freedmen,
which showed %52 00 contributed the
past year to this work.

A letter from Mrs. Pomeroy, of
Minneapolis, the Synodical President
of Home Missions, was read, in which
she expressed & desire that St. Cloud
Presbytery pledge itself to & Scholar-
ship at Good Will Mission of $50. This
they. voted to do.

ing of the women and girls.

Mrs. Scotton’s report of the last

OLD PIONEER AT REST

Lars Hedin, a Well-Known Old Cit-.
izen of Lake Andrew, Died
Last Wednesday Night.

Lars Hedin passed away from the
scenes of this life last Wednesday
night at 11:40 o'clock, at the home of

his son, A. G. Hedin, of this city.
The cause of death was heart failure.
The old gentleman has not been in
the best of health during the last three
years. Since the death of the wife of
the son, Andrew, the old folks have
resided with him. About three weeks
ago the old gentleman was forced to
take {6:1ha bed, and the end .came as
above stated. He peacefully fell
asleep as the spirit left the body. His
age wis 70 years, 6 months and 14
days.

Mourning his departure are his wife,
two sone, Andrew G. and O. Axel He-
din, their families, & number of other
relatives and a large host of old
friends and neighbors.

The funeral occurred last Sunday.
Rev. A. N. Oaterholm conducted brief
services at the residence in this city,
whereupon the cortege formed and the
remains were taken to the Lake Flo-
rida church in the township of Lake
Andrew. Here the pastor, Rev. Nels
Frykmanp, preached the funeral ser-
mon, using as his text the words of
Simeon, ‘‘Lord, now lettest thou thy
servant depart in peace.’’ ( Luke 2:29,)
The interment then took place in the
family lot in the adjoining church-
yard, where the remains of three chil-
dren are also buried. The pall-bear-
ers were J. A. Hedin, John Appel-
gren, August Hoglund, A. C. Skoog,
Swan Anderson and Nels Anderson.
Lars Erickson Hedin was born in
Ransfiter parish, Vermland, Sweden,
Sept. 2, 1833. His lather was Erick
Erickson, a forester, who was also in-
terested in & gristmill. The son Lars
engaged at lumbering and working in
the mill. On Sept. 5, 1863, he was
united in marriage to Miss Anna Ma-
ria Olsdotter, a daughter of Olof Nil-
son and wife, of the same parish. In
1867, the family, tbhen consisting of
husband, wile and the first-born son,
Erick, emigrated.to the land of prom-
ise in the western hemisphere. They
came directly to Minnesota, arriving
at the Norway Lake settlemént on
June 6, 1867. Here a cousin, 'Andrew
Hedin, had already located in what
has since become the township ol Are-
tander. The foundations for the large
settlement of Swedish people in the
townships of Mamre, Dovre, Lake An-
drew and Arctander, mostly from
Vermland, ‘‘Thou fairest, thou glori-
ous land, " were then being lald. Lars
Hedin located his homestead on the
northwest quarter of Sec. 28, T. 121,
R. 35, where he continued to live un-
til 1800, 33 years. He at omnce took an
interest in the public affairs ol the
community, then a frontier settlement.
He was an earnest Christian with an
ardent missonary spirit. Soon after
their arrival, with wife and two chil-
dren ( Axel having been born June 10,)
he identified himself with, the Nest
Lake church at New London, of which
Rev. T. H. Dahl was then pastor. In
January, 1868, he was elected deacon
of this church for a term of of three
years. *He became one of the original
members of the Lake Florida church
when the same was organized Nov.
16, 1870, and was one of the leading
spirits of that church, until his remov-
al to Willmar in 1900. Inschool mas-
ters he took an He was a
member of the first school board of
Dist.

Cause of Albert Berg's Latest
Downfall Attributed to Sour
Apple Juice.

A tale which was unfolded in Judge
Otterness’ court Monday may lead to
aome interesting developments.

The case
was set for hearing tomorrow, and
with Berg as the complainihg witness
an opportunity will be given to tell
the complete story and throw further
light upon the sour apple juice that

Broken Journal on Freight Car Delays
