Last Saturday night Chiet of Police
Bonde’s attention was called to the
less of 28 chickens from an emigrant
car, the property of a farmer enroute
to Minot, N. D., who was walting in
the railroad yards in this city for
further transportation.

The author-
ities state that complaints are made
quite frequently of improper conduct
on the part of some of the boys about
the city and that a severe lesson might
serve a8 & gocd influence and lessen
a;nmber of the depredations commit-
ted.
