Carl Stam, well known for hiaseclud-
ed life and eccentric tnannora. died
on his homestead in Sec, 17, New Lon-
don last Saturday evening about six
o’clock. Since the death of his wife
which occurred less than a year ago,
has been failing fast. He was aflicted
with a dropsical complaint. For some
time past he has lived alone, attended
only by his daughter, Mrs, Mary Kul-
seth. Saturday evening he was rest-
less, moving about from ¢hair to
chair, when he suddenly fell to the
floor. His daughter raised him to a
chair by the table, where the summon-
ed neighbors who shortly arrived
found the body, still in a sitting pos-
ture, ;

Carl Stam was born in Levene par-
ish Vistergttland, Sweden, Oct. 27,
1833, thus lacking but a few days in
being 72 years of age at the time of
death. He arrived from Sweden in
1858 and settled at Carver, Minn. He
was one of a party of Swedish settlers
who explored the Nest Lake country
in 1864 and located on his claim there
in 1865. He was one of the original
petitioners for the establishment of
school Dist. No. 8. He served. the
Nest Lake church as trustee five years
during the early days. He remained
& member of this church until his
death. He never seemed to care for
the company of his neighbors, and his
eccentricities seemed to grow on him
as time passed. He was a stern par-
ent, was scrupulously honest in all his
dealings, and stuck to the primitive
mode of living as far as possible.
He was well-read and possessed a fund
of information on almost any subject.
The writer recalls many instances
when as a boy, living on an adjoining
farm, he had occasion to listen to talks
on botany, history and astronomy
from the old gentleman, who seemed
to take kindly interest in him. He
was & character whose words and
deeds will long live in the folk-lore of
the neighborhood, and those who knew
him best for years back sincerely re-
gret his passing away and respect and
honor his memory.

His wife, whose' maiden name was
Johanna Carlson, died in November,
1904. !

Mﬂhiu Hlllbarg one of the early|
uttlen in town of Mamre, died on
Hohthy. Oct. 16, ths cause of death
being complications resulting frem
old age. Deceased was born in Lif-
land, one of the Baltic provinces of
Russia, about 82 years ago.. He be-
longed 10 the serf class, but he had
not the spirit of the serf, and when he
had reached early manhood he and a
companion decided to make a dash
for liberty.. They succeeded in getting
awdy in sn open boat, and after suf-
fering untold hardsbips finally reach-
ed Stockholm, Bweden. Mr Hallberg
lived in that country for a number of
years, and married there In 1869 he
came tothis country and settled on
a homestead in section 30, town of
Mamre, whede he has since lived. He
had a robust constitution and main-
tained his working strength way - past
the threscore years and ten. When
we saw him last he was nearly 80
years, but seemed hardly 80. Altho
having had no educational advantages
in his youth he had a keen -mind and
‘had acquired a great deal of general
information With his romantic his-
tory and bright mind he made a very
interesting character, who will be
greatly missed by his friends. His
aged wife preceded him in death a few
months. His youngest son, Oscar
Hallberg, lives on the old hom stead,
which he has managed for several
years. -
