RAISES ANTE AND PUTS UP $2,500

Urges City Ownership of the Telephone
and Declares for Absolutely
Free Connections With
All Farmer Lines.

EDITOR WILLMAR TRIBUNE: In last
week’s issue of the Republican Gazette
appeared an article, ‘‘Donations in
Order'’ in which Mr. D. N. Tallman
and Mr. A. E. Rice each agreed to do-
nate a thousand dollars to provide a
home for the poor of this city it I|
would donate a like amount for the
same purpose.

On condition that such sums are de-
posited with the city treasurer by Mr.
Tallman and Mr. Rice, within ten
days from this date, I have deposited
with the said treasurer my $1,000 to be
used as stated above.

I however do not recall my offer to
donate to the city my stock in the Will-
mar Telephone Exchange as contained
in the Wit.LMAR TRIBUNE of May 23,
and I beg this opportunity to state my
reasons why I think the city should
own its own telephone exchange.

I believe that by the city owning
and operating its own telephone ex-
change, that its patrons will receive
better local service, that satisfactory
arrangements can be made with all
connecting lines, especially with the
farmer’s lines, which would enable
the business men of this city to call up
their friends and patrons in the nearby
villages and in the country without
being obliged to pay, as they do now,
an amount equal to the railroad fare
to such points. Personally I want to
see the farmers of this county, who
have telephone connections with this
city, have local telephone services
WHICH SHALL BE ABSOLUTELY
FREE OF EXPENSE to them and by
80 doing I think we can offset, to a
large extent, the great benefits accru-
ing to the big- oatalogue houses by [
reason of rural mail services, etc.,
and we can insure to the local exchange
more liberal patronage, locally, and
to the business men of this city a
wider field in their respective lines of
business.

My acceprance of the above propo-
sition is not made to firther any poli-
tical ambitions of mine, nor do I have
any money to make restitution of to
the poor of the city, but it is freely
donated.

I have however come to the conclu-
sion, after talking the matter over
with a number of business men, that
a poor house for the city is neither a
necessity or a plan of economy and I
am firmly convinced that it would cost
more to maintain such a home than it
costs at the present time to care for
the worthy poor, and further I think
that the county will soon establish a
county poor farm and we do not need
two institutions of that kind.

While I do not approve of the
methods employed in this matter and
regret that such a state of affairs
should exist, and that without the
least provocation men who presume to
befair minded and stand for something
better should use this means and know-
ing full well that the proposition as
contained in the ‘‘Gazette” was in-
tended for a bluff, pure and simple,
have this proposition to make.

Let us make our efforts worth while
and give such an amount as we would
really like to give in some direction
where it would be of some purpose, as
the poor house plan looks neither
needed or praiseworthy.

I came to this city with a few dollars
and engaged in business with Mr. An-
drew Larson, who bad not much more
than I had. We have both enjoyed
fair financial success. Let us let Mr.
Larson into the game. He will enjoy
giving -as much as the rest of us. Let

us drop the $1000.00 proposition and

replace it with $2500.00 each so that
we four may donate $10000.00 to the
city to be used for a City Hall, Poor
House or a City Hospital,

I feel assured that we four will all
be pleased to have this opportunity of
donating to the city to which we all
came when poor and in which we have
all made our homes for at least a
decade, and in which we have all pros-
pered to such an extent that this dona-
tion would be but a trifiing sacrifice
and very little financial loss. We
know that each of us'will gladly give
the amount stated, knowing that each
gives the same freely and voluntarily
from out of our own pockets and not
by any contribution from others.

I have deposited with the city treas-
urer, this date an additional $1500.00
to be used by the city council for a
Poor House, City Hall'or for ‘a City|.
Hospital as they see fit, on ‘condition |

morning swept over tbis county and °
the heavy.gale succeeded in destroy- °
ing a considerable amount of property, .
especially in- the ‘vicinity of Spicer.
Small buildings in different parts of .
the county have been blown down and .
several windmills also suffered from
the severe wind. The recent rains
have contributed in the destruction of
property and there is a surplus of
water everywhere.

At Spicer Saturday morning’s storm
was reported as being the worst ever
experienced by the settlers in.  that
vicinity. The terrific wind washed the
waves of Green Lake high up on the
shore and many boats belonging to

lake dwellers were smashed into kin-

dling wood. Mardin’s ice house was
washed out and the docks and two of
his boats lost. Orred’s large barn

-was nearly destroyed by the high

waves, Many trees around the lake
were either uprooted or broken down
by the force of the wind. Some of the
enbankments were partly washed away.
Owners of lakeshore property have
suffe ed more or less from the storm,
but in none of the cases was it quite

| as severe as on the Spicer side, which

received the full force from the waves
swept on by the heavy northeast wind.
In many localijiées gardens have
been stripped of vegetation especially
in bhigh locations. The water did con-
siderable damage in causing washouts
in some instances not only to gardens
but also to other property. There are
many swollen streams and in some
parts the entire country seems to be
covered with' one big slough.

Tom Knutson’s barn, six miles north
of Pennock, was blown down and
partially destroyed and several chick-
ens killed. The building, however,
was a poorly constructed affair and
had a poor foundation. Itis reported
that some horses had been removed
from the barn before. the wind came,
so consequently they escaped..
