With an unprecedented vote First 
Ward yesterday declared for Tallman 
and saloons as against Prof. Hilleboe 
and the *|dry" policy. Tallman was 
backed by leading political and mon­
eyed interests of the city and the 
Great Northern railway officials. 

Second Ward majorities show a de­
crease from the license vote of last 
spring, and its majority of sixteen 
on the bond issue authorizes the re­
volving fund. 

Scarcely more than one-third of the 
voters in Third and Fourth wards 
came out to vote on the bond propo­
sition.

The biennial republican delegate 
convention was hejd at the courthouse 
last Wednesday. It was a. harmony 
meeting and nothing on the surface 
would indicate anything but that all 
the old war horses present were of 
one mind.

We demand the enactment of a law pro­
hibiting the issuing of free transportation t o 
public officials and incidentally favor the le­
gal establishment of a straight 2-cent rail­

We renew our declaration made in 1904, 
where we stated, "We believe tha t the only 
solution of the saloon problem is no saloon, 
and we earnestly request tha t our senator 
and representative use every honorable 
means t o secure a county local option l a w 

We endorse the work of Senator Thorpe 
and Representative Gandrud in the last legis­
lature.
