THE BIG COUNTY ISSUE.

Kandiyohi county is particular-
ly interested in the passage of a
county option bill in the next leg-
islature, which will enable the
people of the whole county to de-
cide upon the question which is
now left by unjust laws to only
those who live within the limits
of incorporated municipalities.
It is the question of saloons or no
saloons. The inducement of re-
ceiving meney for licensing this
curse to the community will al-
ways win enough support in
addition to those directly interes-
ted in the soulkilling business to
keep up an everlasting fight for
saloons as long as the question
is confined to the arbitraxy limits
of city and village. The smal-
lest unit of effective law enforce-
ment is the county, with its sher-
iff, state's attorney, gramd jury
and sessions of the district court.
To deny the people of the whole
county who are taxed in a body
to maintain these institutions of
justice the right to vote on.a
question which is so directly con-
nected with the suppression of
crime is an outrage greater even
than the ‘taxation without rep-
resentation’’ which brought on
the war of the Revolution.

County option will put a stop
to this everlasting guerilla war-
fare around every little station or
crossroads where the whiskey
power seeks to entrench itself
behind the narrow ‘‘corporate
limits,”” because such a law
would enable the main column to
give battle, and such a contest
would be decisive.

For the past twelve years ev-
ery county convention of any im-
portance has declared for a ¢oun-
ty option law. In the last two
conventions of the dominant par-
ty the declaration has been ad-
ded that “‘the solution of the sa-
loon question is NO SALOON.” Ev-
ery legislator, or would be legis-
lator, in this county for years

| past has always been in favor of

county option—always. To vote
against such a measure or other-
wise openly antagonize it would
mean political suicide in this
county.

One of the greatest legislative
campaigns in the history of the
state is to be fought this year on
this very question. Men will be
elected or defeated with speocial
reference as to how they stand
on this issue. A mere perfunc-
tory support will not answer if
the tremendous power of the
liquor power in this ‘state shall
be shaken. See what this power
can do in our own town. Does it
not paralyze with its mere frown
some of the most prominent tem-
perance advocates ' when it be-
comes necessary to openly take
a stand for one side or the other?
If the fight in the next legisla
ture is to be won such counties
as Kandiyohi must send men
with the spirit of the crusader,
the heart of the lion and a daunt-
less .zeal. Personal ambition,
party standing and personal
friendships must he put aside if
need be to iurther the cause.
We do not say that such men are
not now in the field for the nomi-
nation in this county. They may
be the best men available. But
let the matter be well considered
before the last day for filing far
candidates in the primary elec-
tion. e

They tried desperately to make
the rate issue a democratic issue
when they put it in Tillman’s
hands, but the trick failed. The
democrats would have been glad
to have the responsibility for the
rate bill thrown on their party.
It would have been beaten, of
course, but they would then have
had a splendid issue on which to
appeal to the people this fall.
The republicans who were not
mere corporation tools recog-
nized this and refused to fall in-
to Aldrich’s trap.

Thus we saw the inspiring
sight of mémbers of congress
acting as responsible individuals
instead of as mere cogs in a po-
litical machine, and the result
was more than could have been
anticipated, tho far from what is
needed.

The rate bill was probably
juggled so that it will not amount
to very much when the supreme
court gets thru with it; but its
passage is an acknowledgment
that the railroads are public ser-
vants and that it is the proper
sphereof the government to regu-
late and control the means of
transportation. Having taken
that position it remains for the
government to try various means
of control until aneffective one is
discovered and applied.

The pure food bill has been be-
fore congress for many years but
not until the sham fight between
parties was abandoned and real
‘work was taken up did it stand a
ghost of a show. Now it is on
the statute books of the nation,
placed there by an almost unani-
mous vote.

The meat inspection bill was
passed the same way. It is an
attempt in the same direction as
the pure food law, to protect the
consumers against deleterious
substances in their food. What
the results will be remains to be
seen, but the attempt is in the
right direction. A

The new: naturalization law
aims to make it difficult for the
ignorantand clannishimmigrants
from southern Europe to become
citizens. It is generally conceded
that that class of voters in the
large cities is ‘one of the most
potent weapons in the hands of
political corruptionists, and the
bill was prepared for the purpose
of shutting out that class. In
doing this it will of course shut
out some others who would make
good citizens, but that is un-
avoidable. After the 27th of
