Willmar Police Capture Couple of Men 
Wanted for Holding Up Parties 

Near Morris. 

Held up and relieved of all their 
cash at the point of a big pistol by 
two bold highwaymen on the top of a 
passenger train going at the rate of 
about fifty miles an hour was the 
thrilling experience of a couple of 
threshermen early Sunday morning on 
their way to Minneapolis from the 
North Dakota country. The victims 
were C. A. Norton, of Merrill, Wis., 
and James Schriver, of South Mc­
Gregor, Iowa, and the hold-up 
occurred a short distance this side of 
Morris. One of the gentlemen was re­
lieved of $38.(57 and the other of $12.90. 
The robbers were arrested in Willmar 
the same morning upon the arrival of 
the train here and held at the county 
jail until Monday afternoon, when 
they were taken to Morris by Sheriff 
DeLaHunt of Stevens county and his 
deputy, J. J. McCanney, to answer to 
the charge of highway robbery. 

Messrs. Norton and Schriver had 
boarded the train at Breckenridge, 
being Saturday morning's No. 4 Flyer, 
due here at 10 o'clock, but which was 
so late that it did not reach Willmar 
before 4:30 Sunday morning. They 
had planned to reach their homes 
without paying out all of the small 
amount which they possessed in rail­
way fare and this accounts for their 
presence on top of the coaches. When 
the train had pulled out of Morris they 
were accosted by the highwaymen, 
who, after relieving them of their 

.money, ordered them to jump off the 
train with the threat that if they did 
not obey orders they would be instant­
ly shot. Both of the hold-up artists 
were masked. It seems that the small­
er of the two, who apparently was a 
novice in the business, wished to be 
more lenient with the victims, for after 
a little parleying they were finally or­
dered to retreat to the rear end of the 
train and. make their escape in a less 
perilous manner. The men managed 
to hold on in such a position as not 
to be seen by the robbers, and later 
on slid -into the vestibule of the car 
and when the train arrived at Benson 
reported the affair to the conductor 
and the police authorities there were 
also notified. Apparently there was 
no attempt at an arrest before the train 
arrived in this city, and the robbers 
no doubt felt secure in their hiding 
place and also entertained, the thought 
that their victims had left the train 
and were many miles behind, possibly 
lying along side the railway track in 
an injured and half-dying condition 
They had however been well taken 
care of by the conductor and allowed 
to ride inside with the rest of the pas­
sengers until they came to Willmar. 
This train makes no stops ^between 
Benson and Willmar and the conduc­
tor was safe in believing that no at­
tempt would be made by the robbers 
to get off before reaching this city, 
where the authorities could place them 
under arrest, Naturally there was a 
slight feeling of fear experienced by 
all on board when it was learned that 
armed highwaymen were on the same 
train. The robbery was reported to 
Night Policeman Gilbertson and the 
Great Northern yard policeman, 
Charles Welch, who were at the depot 
as the train came in. A search was 
made on the,train and in the meantime 
the parties robbed bad noticed a cou­
ple of men making their way thru the 
railway park to the Delmonico restau­
rant. They were suspected as being 
the parties wanted and the police were 
at once notified. They were followed 
up and at the restaurant it was learned 
that they had inquired for lodging, 
but being unable to secure a room 
there they had gone to the Merchants 
Hotel. The two policemen went to the 
hotel and discovered the men in the 
lobby. They at once ordered them to 
throw up their hands and they were 
placed under arrest. Here the author­
ities subjected them to the same exper­
ience which the robbers' victims had 
undergone and at the point of a pistol 
they were carefully searched. On one 
of them was found a belt and sheath 
containing the dangerous weapon 
which had been used in the hold-up, 
a 41 calibre Colt's revolver. The ex­
act amount of money as reported taken 
was also found upon their persons and 
they were relieved of all their boodle 
and disarmed. Just then their victims 
came along and at once identified them 
as being their assailants. Both were 
well dressed and the taller of the two 
sported a diamond stud. Among their 
possessions was found a receipt for a 
registered letter addressed to one H. 
C. Reed at Chicago. The chief of po­
lice of that city was wired regarding 
the registered mail, in the hope that 
some clue might be found which would 
lead to the arrest of parties there who 
might be implicated in receiving stolen 
money. It was thought that there 
might be an organized gang located in 
that city and that all boodle obtained 
by the men held here might have been 
shipped there. A railroad ticket from 
Casselton to Ripon, N. D., was also 
found. It is probable that they were 
the same hold-up artists who robbed a 
couple of men in the railway yards at 
Casselton on the 20th, relieving one of 
$30 and the other of $35, for all indica­
tions are that they had been up in that 
neighborhood about that time. The 
authorities of that place as well as 
other North Dakota points and also 
the police in the twin cities were ap­
prised of the arrest here and it would 
not be surprising to hear that these 
are the same men badly wanted in 
other places. A pawn ticket for a 
gold watch left in Minneapolis was 
also found among their possessions. 

The highwaymen gave their names 
as Dean Larause and John Smith. 
The former, who was the taller of the 
two, claimed to be from Tucson, Ari­
zona, and the other from St. Paul. 
They were placed in the county jail 
and held here awaiting the arrival of 
the sheriff from Morris, who had been 
notified and under whose jurisdiction 
the robbery had been committed. The 
prisoners were securely hand-cuffed 
and taken back to Morris Monday af­
ternoon io answer to the charge of 
highway robbery. 

Willmar never had 'a more danger­
ous looking pair of criminals than 
these two men within her confines and 
the police are to be congratulated 
upon their success in capturing them. 

Saloons will open at Willmar on October 1. 
The limiting of saloons to the front street 
and refusing license to residents of Willmar 
who own their own buildings and who need 
the money worse than the brewing combine 
does gives the whole policy now inaugurated 
a black eye at the outset. It is freely talked 
on the streets that the strangers who have 
been granted license are backed by the brew­
ing companies, and that the latter are now 
to be repaid for the money they have spent 
in foisting the saloon policy onto the city.

Peter Bonde has announced his determina­

tion to retire as Chief of Police on the first of 
next month. The mayor and council are a 
unit in desiring him" to remain, but Peter 
says he went into the service of the city large­
ly on account of a desire to assist in making 
the no-license policy a success, and does not 
care to take the job of pickiug up and punish­
ing drunks made such by the same authority 
to which he would be responsible. He is not 
in sympathy with the new policy of giving 
the whiskey vendors legal protection. Be­
sides he wishes to devote the remaining 
weeks before the election to his campaign for 
sheriff, in which place he feels he would be 
in a more independent position and be better 
enabled to make both legal and illegal booze 
joints comply with thelaws.

and J. J. Week for commissioners. 

There is a great deal of talk regarding the 
placing of independent candidates in the 
field for some of the offices, but nothing defin­
ite has developed as yet. Several delegations 
of farmers bore down on a desired candidate 
for the senate against SenatorThorpeduring 
last week's fair. Any independentgjandidate 
will require a petition signed by 325 voters 
who did not vote at the primary election, 
and the filing must be done on or before Oct. 
16th. The coming week will probably tell 
what candidates will develop, if any.

Runaway Boys Captured. 
Four runaway boys that were de­

tained in this city since last Saturday 
evening occupied the attention of the 
local police the past few days. On 
Saturday night a trio of them were 
picked up by the police beating their 
way on No. 9, the late passenger, be­
ing found on the blind baggage. They 
had left their homes in Minneapolis 
and claimed that they were bound for 
Seattle, Wash. They were taken in 
charge by the authorities and further 
questioning brought out the fact that 
they had walked from Minneapolis to 
Osseo, where they had caught the train 
which arrived here. They gave their 
names as Lewis Kuch, Syney Walls 
and James Skoglund and their ages 
ranged from 10 to 13 years. 

The youngsters gave as a reason 
for going to the western city that one 
of the boys had a mother who resided 
there. It was apparent that they had 
been imbued with a desire to see the 
world and its ways, no doubt as a 
result of dime novel reading. Young 
Skoglund made his escape and was 
later found at Litchfield. It was re­
ported to the police by his comrades 
that he carried a good-sized pistol, 
but that as "he was a Swede he was 
not a dangerous character." 

The Minneapolis authorities were 
notified of the boys' apprehension here 
and their parents were located by the 
police, who wired back that the father 
of one of the boys would be in Will­
mar to claim the runaways. The fa­
ther of young Kuch arrived Sunday 
evening and returned the next morn­
ing with the lads, stopping at Litch­
field to get young Skoglund, who was 
held there by the authorities. 

The fourth runaway was a fellow 
giving his name as James Clough, 
aged 11 years He was picked up near 
the depot early Sunday morning by 
Marshal Gilbertson. Re claimed that 
his home was near Mellette, S. D., and 
that he had been sta^ ing with relatives 
as he had no parents. He gave as his 
reason for running away that he re­
belled against washing fhe family's 
dishes Notice of the boy's detention 
was sent to Mellette and in accordance 
with instructions Chief Bonde sent him 
back on yesterday afternoon's south­
bound train.

Columbus Owen, a colored individ­

ual who gave his age as 20 years, was 
arrested in the east end of the railway 
yards last Saturday evening on the 
charge of grand larceny in the second 
degree. He had robbed the pool 
rooms conducted by H. Hadrath of 
$71.45 in cash and was about to leave 
the city on a freight train when Chief 
Bonde apprehended him. 

Owen had been employed in the city 
for a few days, part of which time he 
spent as porter at the Merchants 
Hotel and the other as bootblack 
with his headquarters in front of the 
pool and billiard' rooms on Pacific 
avenue. While at the latter place he 
had^ had an opportunity to become 
familiar with the premises and no 
doubt had watched for an opportunity 
to get away with the money which Mr. 
Hadrath was in the habit of placing 
in a leather pouch and kept in a box 
in the cigar case. The opportunity 
came Saturday evening shortly after 
six while the proprietor had closed 
up the place and gone to supper. An 
entrance was effected thru the outside 
cellar way and the key in the door 
leading up stairs was pushed out and 
the lock picked. The pool room was 
easily entered and the theft of the bag 
containing the money was then com­
mitted. 

It was about seven o'clock when 
Hadrath returned and soon discov­
ered that the cash had vanished. 
The matter was reported to Chief of 
Police Bonde, who after a careful 
search of the railway yards found an 
extra east bound freight train ready 
to pull out of the city. He boarded 
it and found his man comfortably 
lying on a bunk in the caboose, 
smoking a cigarette and cooly thiok-
ing of the good time he would have 
*ith his handsome haul upon his 
arrival in the big cities. His fond 
dreams were however rudely shattered 
when he was found by the policeman 
and made to disgorge. Bonde found 
the bag of money in his outside coat 
pocket and invited him to accompany 
him to the city lock-up, where he was 
taken and placed and later removed 
to the county jail. 

Owen was arraigned in municipal 
court Monday afternoon at two 
o'clock. He pleaded guilty to the 
charge and was remanded to the dis­
trict court. 

Runaway Indian Boys. 
Chief of Police Bonde received a 

message yesterday inorning from the 
superintendent of the Pipestone Indian 
Training School containing the in­
formation that ten Indian boys, rang­
ing in age from 14 to 18 years, had 
run away from that institution, and 
that some of them at least might show 
themselves in this vicinity. A reward 
of five dollars was offered for their 
apprehension as well as the payment 
of all expenses connected with their 
capture.
