made at sald session, appointed Thursday,
the 27th day of September, 1906, at two
o'clock p. m., at the Comn'.!y Auditor’'s office
in the City of Willmar in said County, as the
time and ]'.:Iace for a hearing upon said peti-
tion, and having by sald order appointed a
committee of its members to examine said
proposed establishment of said road and
designated S utnrday, the 22nd day of Sep-
tember, 1906, at 11 o'cluck a. m., at the res-
idence of Martin K. Johnson, in section 33
town of Roseville, in said County, as the

land and leave it unquenched. Said
law makes town sapervisors. village
presidents and mavors of ocities fire
wardens. Thev are reguired to en-
force its provisione, vost notices of
its venalties. patrol their districta
in drv seasons. go to the place of
daneer to prevent or control fires.
emplov or comvel assistance 1n emer-
zencles. investigate and immediately
report fires. and make complaint be-
fore a magistrate of violations of the
law when thev have reaunisite infor-

mation thereof. County attornevs
are to assist in proseoutions. Every
verson must comply with a warden's
oall for assistance unless he has jnsti.
flable exouse. Nezlect to combply
with anv of the forezoing duties in.
ours the penaltv first above mentiou-
ed. Destruction or defacement of a
posted notice inocurs similar penalty.
Railroad companies are reauired to
use efficient epark arreaters on their
locomotive engines. keep their right
of wavs clear of cumbustible materi-
sl (excent ties). rost warning blac-
ards conepicuouslv at every station in
the vicinitv of foreste and grass land,
and extinguish anv fire occurriug
near their roads subieot to forfeiture
of not exnreeding one hundred dullars
for each offence. :
Fire wardens are respomsible for
the enforcement of the law in their
districts.

Robbers Bound Over.
The hold-up artists who were taken
to Morris by Sheriff DeLaHunt were
given a preliminary hearing the fol-
fowing day and bound over to the
grand jury, which meets the second
week in October. The following ex-
tract is from the account of the rob-
bery, as given by the Morris Sun pub-
lished last Thursday:
Sheriff DeLaHunt was notified of
the capture of the robbers and went
down Monday and brought them back
to Morris Monday afternoon. They
were taken before Judge Stenger and
their hearing continued till the follow-
ing day, when they were given a pre-
liminary hearing and bound over to
the grand jury, which meets within a
a couple of weeks.
The evidence against the men, who
gave their names as Dean La Roush
and John Smith is conclusive, for the
articles and money stolen were found
upon them, the victims having previ-
ously made a statement as to the
amount of money taken, and also
describing the other articles secured
from them.
The thugs had previously spent a
couple of days in Morris, being here
on Saturday. They had been drink-
ing considerable aud had made them-
selves rather conspicuous in different
ways. They were easily recognized
when brought back here. From the
manner in which they conducted their
work, it is evident that they were
rather green at the business, for they
apparently made no attempt to get
away, even when they had the oppor-
tunity. When brought back here they
gave one the impression that they
were a couple of boys who had fallen
into tough ways, and rather gloried
in the notoriety they had gained.

The holdup was one of the most
daring that could be conceived, for
the top of a swiftly moving train is
not the easiest place in the world in
which to conduct negotiations of the
kind mentioned.
