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PASSENGER TRAIN WRECK

Narrow Escape from Fatal Train Wreck
*"3ear Maple Plain Lsst Saturday
Evening.—Open Switch.

One of the most disastrous wrecks
ever experienced by the Great North-
ern, especially in the destruction ‘of
its’rolling stock, was that which oc-
curred a short distance this side of
Maple Plain last Saturday evening.
The train which was wrecked was No.
14, the east-bound afternoon passen-
ger which leaves Willmar at 2:30.
The cause of the accident wids an open
switch and the entire train was de-
railed and the engine and several cars
ditched. Fortunately there was not
one of the train crew or passengers
seriously hurt, and the fact that they
escaped with slight injuries seems a
miracle. ¢ .

The train was ifi -charge of Con-
ductor Flavin and Eogineer Denney
was at the throttle. The fireman, who
was pinned under the tender, had one
of his arms scalded, while the engi-
neer, it is reported, escaped without a
mark.

The following account of the acei-
dent is taken from Sunday’s Minnea-
polis Journal: e

Dashing into an open switch near
Maple Plain, twenty-four miles west of
Mi:}uauﬁolis. Great Northern local
train, No. 14, coming from Fargo,
was derailed at 5:30 o’clock last even-

g and passengers and train crew
had a miraculous escape from death.
Altho the train was traveling at a
rate of from thirty-five to forty miles
an hour, it is thought that no fatal in-
juries resulted from the accident. The
smoking car was destroved by flames,
while a passenger coach, nearly filled
with passengers at the time of the ac-
cident, was partially consumed.

Lee Fairbanks, a Minneapolis trav-
eling man, was a passenger on the
wrecked train, and arrived in Minnea-
polis hatless and coatless at 10:30 last

night. ‘‘We were moving along at a
forty clip when the crash came,’”’ he
saia. ‘‘'I was sitting in the smoking

car, directly back of the baggage car,
and at the time of the accident I hap-
genad to be standing in the aisle. 1

eard an awful noise in front, and the
car began 1o bump. Realizing what
had happened and remembering the
advice of an old railroad friend, I lay
down in the aisle, face down. The car
seemed to bump over the ties for
about five minutes and people were
running over me and screaming. The
gas tank in the front of the car burst
and the lumes came u? immediately
after the car stopped. In some way [

" got out of the car, and then, remem-

bering that [ had left my grip inside,
I went back to get it.

‘‘People were scrambling thru the
windows in their efforts to get out and
when I looked ahead and saw the bag-
gage car directly across the tracks,
the locomotive in the ditch, and the
tender demolished, I thought that
there must have been fatal accidents.
An inyestigation proved that aside
from scratches and bruises, all the
passengers had escaped injury. The
tireman was pinned uander the tender
and severely scalded, but the engineer,
who with the fireman, stuck to his
post, turned on the air-brake and
escaped without a mark. A way-
freight engine from Delano came to
the rescue, but it was too late to save
the smoking car. It was burned and
the first passenger coach, which was
pulled away by the freight engine, was

" half destroyed.”’

According to Mr. Fairbanks, Great
Northern No. 3, coast bound, had

assed over the tracks not more than

alf an hour before the accident and
it is his opinion that the switch had
been tampered with. The engine of
the wrecked train was thrown into the
ditch at ‘he side of the tracas, but
did not turn completely over. 71he
tender was thrown on its side and de-
molished.

Frank Gustafson Dead.

Frank J. Gustafson of town of Kan-
diyohi died at his home last Friday
evening,. The cause of death was
tuberculosis, from which he had suf-
fered since last spring. Everything
that medical science could do had
been done to check the disease, both
by local physicians and specialists in
the cities, but it was unavailing.

The funeral took place Monday
afternoon at two o’clock at Tripolis
church, of which deceased was a mem-
ber, and the remains were interred in
Tripolis cemetery. Rev. S A Lind-
‘holm officiated in the last sad rites.

Frank J. Gustafson was born in
Vickelsang parish, Smiland, Sweden,
Dec. 28, 1849, and had thus attained
an age of nearly 57 years. In 1879 he
came to America, and for the next
two’ years was employed as section
man at Kandiyohi. Since 1881 he has
been engaged in farming in town of
Kandiyohi.

In 1877 Gustafson was urited in
marriage with Ida Gustava Johnson,
who survives him. Seven children
were born to them, of whom three
have died. The following are the sur-
viving children: Oscar Ernest,
William Ferdinand, -Emma Victoria
and Carl Herbert.

Aged Resident Passes Away.

Mrs. Maret B. Glarum, the aged
mother of O. B. Glarum of this city,
passed to her eternal rest on -Batur-
day evening at 5:30 at the home of her
son, with whom she made her home for
the past thirteen years.
~ Deceased was 91 years and 8 months
of age. Death was dueto ageneral
breaking down of the vital forces
consequent upon old age. She had
been confined to her bed for near-
ly a year and was naturally in a very
feeble condition when the end came.

Two sons and a daughter survive
their aged mother: Ole Glarum, of
Bismarck, N. D.; O. B. Glarum of
Willmar, and Mrs. Raphild Marhaug,
of Kristiansund, Norway. The hus-
band died about 19 years ago and six
years later the widow came from her
native home in Norway to reside in
Willmar with her son.

The funeral will be held tomorrow
(Thursday) afternoon. At two o’clock
brief services will be held at the fami-
ly residence and at three o’clock ser-
vices will be held at the Lutheran
Free church. Rev. Michaelson will
officiate at the last sad rites and the
interment will be in the family burial
lot at Fairview cemetery.
