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STAND PATTERS REBUKED.

Neither of the old parties can
claim much of an advantage from
the election of 1906. The demo-
crats carried the South as usual
and lost in the Northern states
asarule. Wherever there is a
departure from this rule there
are local reasons for it. On the
face of the returns the two
parties are just about where they
were before election—the repub-
licans in the majority and the
democrats in the minority.

Yet there are a number of sig-
nificant things about the election
that are encouraging to the man
who cares more for progress
than for party advantage. The
people of Minnesota and North
Dakota have served notice on the
political managers that the said
managers must hereafter select
candidates who stand close to
the people if they wish to have
them elected. Johnson’s phe-
nomenal majority—the largest
ever given a candidate for gov-
ernor in this state—is both an
endorsement of Johnson’s record
and a warning to the republican
leaders which they will do well
to heed. The defeat of the re-
publican candidate for governor
in North Dakota was simply an
effort of the people to throw off
the railroad clique that has gov-
erned that state for years. In
neither case does the election of
a democratic governor place the
state lin the doubtful column as
far as national issues are con-
cerned, unless the republicans
should be guilty of the fatal
blunder of nominating a stand-
patter and friend of the corpor-
ations, such as Shaw, Fairbanks
or Foraker. With any candidate
who is in line with the Roosevelt
program the republicans can
carry these two states with a
big majority.

As in state matters, so in- na-
tional matters the republicans
have been given a fair warning
by the elections. The democrats
have gained several seats in con-
gress, and in most instances
these were not in doubtful dis-
tricts, but in districts with a
very large republican majority.
In the second district McCleary
is retired after fourteen years’
service. The normal republican
majority of 10,000 in that district
was changed into a democratic
majority of over 1,300, because
Mac had taken a notion. that he
knew better what the people of
his district wanted than they
did. Heis a standpatter of the
ultra-radical type, believing that
the tariff is sacred and must not
be revised except in an upward
direction. Landis of Indiana
and Lacey of Iowa, statesmen of
the McCleary school, also went
down to defeat. Babcock of
Wisconsin, who was a tariff re-
visionist until he got the beer tax
reduced and since then has been
a standpatter, met his Waterloo.
This shows unmistakably that if
the republicans will not reduce
the tariff on trust-made goods
the people are likely to entrust
the job to the democrats. If the
republicans are wise they will
heed the warning and get the
work done before the campaign
of 1908 opens.

The republicans carried Ne-
braska, but they did it with the
best ticket they have ever had in
that state and on a platform call-
ing for just the reforms advocat-
ed by the reform forces of the
state. The work done by the
agitators bore fruit in the repub-
lican convention, and if the can-
didates elected live up to their
professions and past records Ne-
braska will be well on the way to
cleaner politics.

In New York the republican
candidate for governor is elected
over Hearst by a plurality of
about 60,000, but it scems likely
that most of Hearst’s associates
on the Independence League tick-
et have been elected. The entire
force of the plutocrats was
directed against Hearst, and he
was also opposed by the demo-
cratic machine politicians and by
many well meaning citizens who
wished for reform but had been
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taught that Hearst was an enemy

of the law and order, a socialist,
anarchist and all other political
crimes. The republican candi-
date, Mr. Hughes, is generally
supposed to be a reformer and
untrammeled.- by boss rule, and
undoubtedly got a good vote on
account of his work in helping
unearth the insurance scandals.
The defeat of Hearst must there-
fore be taken as a personal defeat
that does not indicate any wish
of the people to return to the
Tom Platt boss rule. The elec-
tion of Hearst’s associates is an
endorsement of the reform plat-
form of the Independence
League. *

The only real backsliding oc-
cured in Pennsylvania, which re-
turned to the Penrose machine
rule, tho by a majority of only
one-fifth of the normal republi-
can majority in that state.

Summed up the elections in-
dicate that the people are getting
more and more independent.
They will stand by their party
when it keeps abreast of the
times, but desert it whenever it
shows a tendency to inactiond or
friendliness to the corporate in-
terests.

THE COUNTY POOR FARM.

The voters of the county de:
cided by a large majority that
they wish a return to the county
system of caring for the poor.
The proposition carried with an
unexpectedly large majority.
Only ten precincts in the whole
county returned majorities for
the township system. Leaving
the vote of the city of Willmar
out of the count, there would
still be a majority for the estab-
lishment of a poor farm. This
decisive result is fortunate, be-
cause the county board may now
feel that there is no mistake
about the desir8s of the people in
regard to the matter. The loca-
tion and establishment of the
poor farm will be the largest un-
dertaking financially yet taken
up to be paid for from general
taxation in the county, as it is
thought that the cost will exceed
that of building the courthouse,
and it will involve no little addi-
tional work and responsiblity
upon the county board.

The township system of car-
ing for the poor was adopted by
Kandiyohi county in 1883, the
legislature having authorized a
vote on the question, Under its
workings last yeir, ten town-
ships paid no poor tax at all, and
the combined amount levied for
the poor fund in the remaining
towns and the city of Willmar
was approximately §3,000.

H. G. Hays, editor of the
Minnetonka Messenger, who has
been among the strongest parti-
sans in the state, has evidently
seen a great light. In his paper
of last week he says:

“Government of the people, by
the people and for the people” is
the way Abraham Lincoln told
us and the very closest scrutiny
of the phrase falls to disclose
that the great liberator meant
party, when he said people. It
was the people of the infant na
tion who won for themselves in-
dependence and made possible
the truth of a new nation. [t
was the people, not a party, that
once more waged a war of de-
fence against England in 1812.
It was the army of the nation, of
the people, who invaded Mexico;
it was the people of the North,
not a party, that stood for nation-
al unity in the ’60s, and it was
the people of the nation, nota
party, who stood by President
McKinley and unanimously voted
money to prosecute the war with
Spain. It seems that when a
crisis is reached the point is
only passed when party is for-
gotten and the fact that we are
Americans, the people, remem-
bered.”

Senator Cullom of Illinois has
evidently been quick to read the
significance of the congressional
elections. It is reported from
Washington that he intends to
introduce a bill for the appoint-
ment of a nonpartisan tariff com-
mission, which is to report to
congress what changes are need-
ed in jhe tariff, and that he wants
the president to call an extra
session of congress next spring
to take action soas to have the
matter taken out of the next pre-
sidential election. Here is
hoping he will succeed.

during the last season, and predicts a
possible increase next year.

The army worm is a form of cut
worm which appears sometimes in
large numbers and travels from place
to place in search of food. It attacks
timothy and grain. In the summer
time when threatening a field of grain
or timothy, it can be checked by plow-
ing two or three furrows on the side
toward the advancing army of worms,
the steep side of the furrow being
next to the crop 1o be protected. The
worms congregate in the furrows and

can be killed.
