WANT A CITY HALL

Voters of City are Strongly Appealed to
by Members of Willmar Fire
Department.

To the Voters of the City of Willmar:
We, theundersigned, members of the
fire department of the city of Willmar,
do urgently request that you consider
the proposition to be submitted to the
voters in relation to the voting of
bonds for the_purpose of the erection
of a city hall for our city. We ask
you for your support for the reason
that we believe it is for the best inter-
ests of our city that a city hall should
be built, as it will give the city re-
corder an opportunity to protect the
records of this city. inasmuch as there
will be a good vault constructed: it
will give the municipal court a suit-
able place for meeting; it will give
the Water and Light board a place for
meeting and the keeping of their rec-
ords: it will give sufficient room for
the city attorney and other city offi-
cials to have their offices, and a cham-
ber for the meetings of the city coun-
cil as well as a large city ha 1 where
the people of the city can get together
from time to time. But in addition to
that, and above all reasons so far
enumerated, it will give your fire de-
partment what is sorely needed—a
place where it can keep its fire appa-
ratus in such a condition that it will
be in readiness at any and all times
to be used at a moment’s notice. As
it is now we have practically no ap-
paratus for fighting fires as the hose
and other apparatus we now have are
not in condition to be of any particu-.
lar use.

If the city hall is built we can get a
hose wagon and chemical engine, and
in all probability we can get a team
of horses, which the city can use at all
times—except in cases of fire when the
firemen could put the team of horses
to use in hauling the apparatus, and
when they then arrive at the scene ot
the fire they will be in shape to do
some service, but if during the present
winter, when the weather is so cold,
the fire department should be called
out to go any distance, when they ar-
rive at the scené of the fire they are
not in condition to do much work as
they have used their strength in pull-
ing the dilapidated apparatus we now.
have. -
In addition to the above we wish to
appeal to those who now live beyond,
the water limits. If we get the city
hall, a new apparatus and a place to
keep, it, these people would have moré-
fire protection, as with the new chemi-
cal engine we will be in a good posi-
tion to fight fire even on the outskirts
of the city. There is no protection
now afforded to those living beyond
the water limit. .

We also wish to advise that your
fire department has for some time past
been thoroughly discouraged, and un-
less this proposition receives favor-
able consideration at your ‘hands on
election day, we naturally will feel
that you do not want a fire depart-
ment, as you will practically have
none with the equipment afforded.

C. S. GEER DEAD

(Prominent Early Settler of Colfax
Passed Away Last Sunday
Morning.

" Charles S. Geer, an old and re-
spected citizen of the township of Col-
fax, died at his home last Sunday at
11 o’clock in the forenoon at an age
"of nearly sixty-nine years. Death was
eaused by Bright’s disease with com-
plications. Mr. Geer had not been
Fhale and hearty since pearly six years
‘8g0, when he suffered a light sun-
stroke. He had been bedridden about
six months, )
. Charlas S. Geer was born at Bloom-
fleld, Pennsylvania, March 10, 1838,
He was one of the ten sons of Alphon-
50 and Mary M. (Phillips) Geer.
Two of his brothers, Klisha and Or-
lando, enlisted in the 9th Minnesota
‘Regiment and died in rebel prigons.
Four of the brothers came to Colfax
:and Burbank townships, Horatio P.,
Charles 8., Orange 8., and Marion
‘D. The land office records show that
‘Charles S. Geer in company with his
Fbrother Horatio O Geer and a cousin
‘Charles W. Geer, first selected pre-
‘emption claims in the town of Bur-
‘bank, June 23, 1864, and were the van-
;guard of the large Geer family that
afterwards settled in that community.
~ Charles S. Geer became a prominent
‘figure in the early organization of
Monongalia county. He was the first
lown chairman of Burbank township,
which was organized in August, 1866,
-and comprised the present townships
of Burbank and Colfax. In 1871 the
present township of Colfax was or-
anized as a separatetown and it was
Mr. Geer who suggested the name
of Colfax in honor of Schuyler. (ol-
fax, then vice president. He was
elected as the first justice of the peace
-and has held the position until the
time of his death, a period of thirty-
8ix years. He has also been one of
the school officers of Dist. No. 10 dur-
ing the same period, the last fourteen
years as clerk. He took a lIveI{) in-
terest in the organization of the Pres-
byterian church at Burbank in 1889,
‘and was elected the ruling elder and
one of the trustees. In the demise of
Mr. Geer, one of the worthiest repre-
sentatives of the early pioneer period
nas passed away, and the Eastern
‘native-born settlement of Burbank and
Colfax has lost one more of its few
remaining honored fathers. May he
vest in peace, and the influence of his
kindly and upright life leave its im-
press upon the community which he
help to found.

He was married to Betsey Lavina

Amy in 1860; and his wife survives
‘him. Nine children were born to them:
Welcome, now of Collinsville, Illi-
nois; Mrs. Mattie E. Smith, deceased;
Jennie, residing at the old home; Mrs.
Jessie IMinch, of Vallard; Mrs. Sadie
Knight, of New London; Melvin U.,
vesiding at bome; William L. Geer,
of Willmar; John L., residing at
home, and the youngest son died in
{ﬂfﬂ.rl_cy. The griefstricken widow and
v;uilcll‘iren have the profound sy&ﬁ]y
of all. .
The funeral services are held today
at one o'clock at the Presbyterian
church, Burbank. Rev. Baskerville
of Spicer will officiate. A number of
his relatives from distant points were
expected to attend.
