BUS_INESS MAN ROBBED THE CHI.
GAGO SUBTREASURY.

SODECLARES FIITZGER'ALD

Well-Known Citizen Soon to Be Ar-
rested for .Stealing the. $173,0uo_.
One $1 000 Bill Has Been
Traced.

Chicago.—According to George W.
Fitzgerald, the subtreasury teller from
whose cage ,$173,000 was stolen a
week ago, the money was taken by.
a business man well known locally,
and not by any of the government efn-
ployes.

The identity of the business man
is known to the government secret
service agents; he is now under sur-
veillance, one of the missing $1,000
bills has been traced, and the recovery
of the remaining $172,000 and the ar-
rest of the culprit will follow before
Friday night.

“Conclusive evidence has been se-
cured .against a man .of such loeal im-
portance that it will cause a profound
shock when his name becomes pub-
lic,” said Fitzgerald. “This man came
to the subtreasury in the ordinary
course of business, saw an oppor-
tunity to snatch a fortune with little
prospect of trouble and took advan-
tage of it.

“Armed with an ordinary ruler, he
reached through the netting and
knocked a small package from the
desk to the floor, where it was with-
in easy reach because of the three-
inch space between the bottom of the
cage screen and the floor.

“The package contained 17 bills of
$10,000 each and three bills of $1,000
each. It was not more than a thirty-
second of an inch thick.

*l did not see this done and had no
idea of it when the amazing discov-
ery was made that nearly $200,000
had been stolen directly under our
noses.”

It is assertetd that one of the $1,000
bills came to light during the cougse
of a wine party in the “red light” dis-
trict.

Sen-
ator Frank Clague pronounced the
bill ‘‘a measure to permit the com-
mitting of murder.”” Senator Julius
Coller and others thought all wan-
dering canines should be shot on
sight, but the pathetic stories had
their effect and the Johnson amend-
ment was first voted down and then
the bill killed, 41 against, 20 for it.
The incident was amusing in view of
the fact that the senators were really
in earnest in their remarks,

The 8tandard Oil company came in
for shots in both senate and house to-
day. Senator Hinton introduced a
bill prohibiting discriminations in
trade or contracts between different
sections of the state by the same trade
interests. Thebill, evidently an anti-
oil combine bill, went to the commit-
tee on illuminating  oils. Thomas
Brady introduced a resolution in the
house which calls for a special invest-
igation to see whether the Standard
Oil company controls the oil market
in Minnesota. O. F. Christenson of
St. Paul catered to a ‘‘yellow’’ story
in a 8t. Paul paper alleging that cruel-
ties are practiced at the St. Peter
hospital, by introducing a r2solution
calling for an investigation '‘of the
institution. James S. Spencer of the
committee an hospitals, said he knew
about the alleged case and that in
truth the institution is all right. J. H
Dorsey characterized the story as ‘‘a
lurid article from the mind of a fool
reporter.” The resolution went over
for the day on notice of debile. But
few bills of importance. were intro-
duced today. One by Senator E. S.
Durment: permits cities. of over 50,000 -
inhabitants to levy taxes for auditor-
jums and appoint auditorium ' boards.
Senator Witherstine presented a
measure to impose a three per cent
gross earnings tax on telephone com-
panies.

Some of the cuts are very material.
For instance, the old rate of from 50
to 75 cents per 100 weight for a 35-
mile haul has been reduced to a flat
rate of 45 cents, while the charges for
short shipments, less than 33 miles
have been cut from a 40 to 60-cent
basis to the flat rate of 45 cents. 'The
old rate of from 50 to 75 cents per hun-
dred weight on 50-mile hauls has heen
knocked down to a flat rate of 50
cents, while i5-mile hauls are reduced
from 50 to 90 cents rates to a flat
charge of 5) cents. On express weigh-
ing lesg than 100 pounds the reductions
average 235 per cent.

Hereafter a distance rate will be gond
only for 15 miles. For instance, the
charge of 40 cents per hundred welght
for a distance of 15 miles and under
30 cannot be extended so as to carry
40 or 50 miles as has been the custom
in the past when it was considered
advisable.  Thig clause will make dls-
crimination impossible, as tne charges
must be made on a mileage basis.
