THE LEGISLATURE’S WORK.

The last session of the legislature
was very chary about passing any
measures pertaining to moral re-
form, but in the line of regulating
corporations it made a pretty good
record. This was in a great meas-
ure due to the fact that a large
majority of the members were di-
rectly pledged to support these
measures before the election. The
leaders in the moral reform move-
ment have a valuable lesson to learn
from this.

Among the most important thing
accomplished may be mentioned the
following: A ten per cent reduc-
tion in rates on grain, coal, lum-
ber and live stock; the two cent a
mile passenger fare; the reciproeal
demurrage law; the creation of a
permanent tax commission; taxing
gross earnings fe' freight line com-
panies, reduction of express rates
about 25 per cent, a compromise
measure agreed to by the exprese
companies to forestall a more radi-
eal reduction; authorizing the
manufacture of farm machinery at
the state prison; authorizing the
sale of state prison twine outside ot
the state, a measure that will en-
-able the state to fight the twine
trust all over the northwest and in
a manner offset the attempt of the
trust to kill the state plant by un-
derselling it in Minnesota; the law
for acquirement of public utilities
by ecities and a law to expedite the
enforeement of the orders of the
state railway commission.

The legislature also passed a
measure  directly appropriating
$400,000 from the state treasury
to be distributed among the ecoun-
ties for use in road and bridge
work, but it is very doubtful if
this money will ever be used. It
seems to be unconstitutional and
the state auditor will not issue any
warrants for it until the supreme
court has passed on the matter.

Two other eredit marks must be
placed on the record of the ses-
sion, tho they do not appear in the
law supplement: it killed the twin
city million dollar graft for a semi-
centennial celebration and also sat
down on the St. Paul proposition to
make the state pay interest on a big
loan for beautifying St. Paul.

In the matter of appropriations
the legislature was very liberal,
the total for the next two years
being_nearly twelve million dollars.

This will necessitate an increas

in the state tax levy.

HAS LOST ITS TERRORS.

Mr. Hill still explains. But the
breakdown of the transportation
system of the Northwest has evi-
dently left a rather deep impres-
sion in that region. Elsewhere,
too, the congestion and thoro de-
moralization of railroad service
has set people to thinking. Some-
times thought, on the part of the
people, is an untoward condition
for big business interests.

We knew before that railroad
morals were, on the whole, rather
low. They were persistent law-
breakers when that seemed profit-
able. We knew also that one of the
most important of all their activi-
ties had been -conducted not only
with_dishonesty, but with gross stu-
pidity. By their own showing the
making of freight rates was a mere
muddle of fraud and incompetence.
But they had one strong eard.
They were great operators. They
could handle traffic with a skill
which was the marvel of the world
—as they modestly confessed upon
all occasions. In the main the pub-
lic accepted this claim in good faith
and was impressed with its great
importance. In the matter of gov-
ernment ownership this one point
was fairly conclusive. Whatever
happened, we simply could not take
the risk that the Government would
call up the operative department.
For weeks last winter North Da-
kota farmers, with money in the
bank to pay for coal, burned straw
and grain. The railroads could
not haul in the fuel. Farmers’
wheat lay on the ground. The rail-
roads could not haul it out. Like
conditions obtained in many places.
Of course, the railroad managers
explain it., They didn’t think it
was going to snow. They had no
idea traffic was going to be so
heavy. But the Government, if it
had been operating the railroads,
could have explained also. People
wanted cars, not explanations.
Explanatory faeilities at Washing-
ton are admittedly unsurpassed.

I am a country school teacher and
would be pleased to have you read
what I have to say.

I want to ask you if you are do-
ing your duty to your children,
teacher and school. Do you send
vour children to school regularly or
are you keeping them at home for
any petty reason under the sun?

Mother, tell me what kind of a
house could you keep if you worked
one day and scraped things over the
next day, and I will tell you what
kind of a school I have when when
you send your children three days
and keep them at home the next
three. Every day brings its duties
in the schoolroom as well as on the
farm or in the home, and every pu-
pil is expected to do his part there
as well as at home. If he is absent
today, he must make up his work
tomorrow, at least part of it. This
he cannot do without the help the
class had the previous day. Where
is the time for such work, with
thirty to forty pupils of all ages?
But he cannot go on, the class can-
not be put back. The machine is
stopped and the teacher must set it
a-going again by some mysterious
means.

Do you not see, parents, that you
are expeeting impossibilities of us?
Think about this. Consider what
the teacher in country schools has
to deal with. Come, parents and
school boards, co-operate with us
in our school work.

Still Larger Engines for G. N.

The Baldwin Locomotive Works
are turning out five 250-ton Mallet
locomotives for the Great Northern.
Each one will weigh 20,500 pounds
more than the Baltimore & Ohio en-
gines which attracted so much at-
tention at the St. Louis exposition,
so says the Scientifiec American.
Thereare six drivers on a side, a
pony truck at the frontand a trailer
at the rear beneath the cab., The
steam pressure face is 5,658 square
feet. Working as a compound en-
gine, this locomotive can exert a
pull at the drawbar of 71,600
pounds, and working as a simple
engine by the admission of live
steam to the low pressure eylinders,
it ean exert the enormous pull of
87,200 pounds. This must be about
the limit in the size of locomotives.

PROF. SVERDRUP DEAD

Noted Educator and President of
Augsburg Seminary Dies Sud-
denly in Minneapolis.

The news of the sudden death
of Prof. George Sverdrup at his
home in Minneapolis early Friday
morning was received here by Will-
mar relatives and his many friends
with deep feelings of regret. Mem-
bers of the Norwegian Lutheran
Free church thruout the entire
Northwest will mourn his death, as
he was a man of unblemished repu-
tation and sound scholarship and
eminent piety. Dececased is the
father of Mrs. M. B. Michaelson,
wife of Rev. Michaelson of this
city, both of whom went down to
attend the funeral, which was held
yesterday afternoon at two o’clock.
Rev. Gynild _was also among the
churchmen in attendance at the last
sad rites. The following obituary
is taken from last Friday's Minnea-
polis Journal:

Prof. George Sverdrup, presi-
dent of Augsburg Seminary for
more than thirty vears, died sud-
denly last night at his home, 729
Twenty-second avenue S. He had
been complaining for a day or two,
but it did not appear that his ill-
ness was serious. Last night he
was in some pain and got up to get
some comfort by the fireside. Not
long afterward Mrs. Sverdrup found
her husband streteched across the
bed apparently in a faint. He was
dead, however, stricken without
warning and without the least sus-
picion that death was near.

Mr. Sverdrup comes from one of
the most distinguished families in
Norway. His grandfather, also a
Professor George Sverdrup, was one
of the patriots who met at Eids-
vold in 1814 and on May 17 promul-
gated a constitution that gave Nor-
way her independence. John Sver-
drup, premier of Norway for many
years and the country’s greatest
constructive statesman, was his un-
cle, and Dr. Jacob Sverdrup, form-
erly a cabinet minister, was a
brother.

He himself was a scholar of re-
cognized ability and was an author-
ity on the old testament. Called
to Augsburg seminary in 1874, he
served one year as a professor in
theology, then one year as treas-
urer, and in 1876 was elected presi-
dent, a position he has filled ever
since with satisfaction to the de-
nomination with which he had iden-
tified himself,.

George Sverdrup was born Dee.
16, 1848. After the usual schooling
he entered the University of Chris-
tiania in 1865. Six years after he
passed the theological examination.
He traveled in Germany and Italy,
pursuing his studies, and spent the
year 1873 in Paris in the study of
the Semitic languages, Assyrian
antiquities and other subjects bear-
ing on the study of the old testa-
ment.

Thru the efforts of his lifelong
friend, Prof. Sven Oftedal, he, with
the late Professor Gunnerson, ac-
cepted a call to Augsburg Semin-
ary in 1874, He was for many
years a leader in the old Norwe-
gian Lutheran conference, but on
the secession of the Friends of
Augsburg from the newly organ-
ized United Church, he allied him-
self with the former and assisted
in organizing the present Norwe-
gian Lutheran Free church, which
retained possession of the Augsburg
seminary property included in the
block bounded by Seventh and
Eighth streets, Twenty-first and
Twenty-second avenues S.

Mr. Sverdrup was twice mar-
ried, his ‘first wife dying about
nineteen years ago. Three years
later he married her sister, Miss
Heiberg, a former deaconess in
Norway. .

The surviving members of the
family are Elsie, wife of the Rev.
Mr. Michaelson of Willmar; George,
Jr., now at Beirut, Syria, study-
ing subjects relating to the Bible;
Inga, wife of Prof. William Mills
of Red Wing; Misses Gunhild and
Ragna and Masters Harald and Ed-
ward, all of whom are living at
home.
