New York, Nov. 26.—At the Col-
umbia students’ mock republican
] convention in the university to-
night Gov. Charles E. Hughes was
nominated ‘‘for president.’”” The
vote was made unanimous,. and af-
ter adjournment was taken the stu-
dents paraded down Broadway, fol-
lowing the lead of brass bands. .On
the first roll call Gov. Hughes re-
ceived 287 votes and Senator La
Follette of Wisconsin 223, with
scattering votes for others put in
nomination, including President
A ‘Roosevelt, Secretary Root, Secre-
tafy Cortelyou, Secretary Taft, Vice
President Fairbanks and Speaker
Cannon of the house, The second
roll ecall gave Gov. Hughes 525
votes, as against 352 for Senator La
Follette.

If the vote had been taken in
Wall Street the men who were in
the ‘‘also ran’’ class would have
been fighting for the lead with
Hughes, while La Follette would
have been left out of the count en-
tirely. Next to a man who openly
supports them, the financiers prefer
the man who talks reform but does
nothing effective. La Follette has
proven that he will use every en-
deavor to carry out the reforms he
advocates, and is therefore persona
non grata with the ‘‘business’’
element. The above ‘‘straw vote’’
may show which way the wind
blows among the people, but it does
not show the direction of the wind
among the men who rule conven-
tions.

More than 150 Minnesota papers
used the Prohibition Press Bulletin,
or parts of it, the first week of last
month.

_We wondered" why, week ' after

- week, our copy appeared in such

papers as the Willmar Tribune, the
Waseca Herald, the Windom Re-
porter, the Western Guard, the Fer-
gus Globe, Ungdommens Ven, the
Mankato Journal, the Farmington
Herald, the Spring Valley Mercury
and half a hundred other papers
with editorial backbone, while it
seldom or never appeared in the
papers with only editorial wishbone.
So we asked.

We inquired of a few prominent
editors how it happened that the
strong, courageous, clear cut pa-
pers could profitably use our ma-
terial while some of the brethren
thought . it_unworthy or unprofit-
able. And we found out.

We learned something that ought
to be in the hands of every patriotic
citizen of this nation. It proves
again that the vile traffic is a
sneak, that it is afraid of the light.
That it should be allowed to say
what the papers shall print is a dis-
grace. That it should be allowed
to dictate whether or not the people
may read of its doings makes us
think of that other Czar who also
has a fight on his hands. A coura-
geous editor told us.

Mr. Carl A, Wold, of the Brandon
(Minn.) Echo, furnished these facts:
““This town is a regular hornets’
nest When I assumed the manage-
ment of the Echo I decided to elim-
inate everything bearing upon lig-
uor advertising. A storm of pro-
est followed. The first week a
large umber of people refused their
paper. [ was determinned, and ad-
vertised a temperance speaker; sev-
eral more stops. Next week I gave
a synopsis of the speech; an uproar
and more stops. The circulation
had almost fallen below the re-
quired 240 and matters were be-
coming rather serious. But I took
their bluff. After a while [ sug-
gested that it was rather suspicious
to hear a loud noise in our saloons
on Sundays. Then there was open
war. Next morning came orders
to forthwith remove certain ads.
{ did it. But by this time the
country began to take notice and
subscriptions were coming in nice-
ly and I continued the fight from
this time on more vigorously than
ever. No one of my family or help
could pass up town unmolested. In
fact, they tried to make matters so
disagreeable that 1 would change
my poliey.

““T'o give the entire history would
be too long and unnecessary. I
mention these facts merely as evi-
dence why so many editors refu-e
temperance matters in their publica-
tions. The saloon element knows
no bounds and will ruin anyone who
dares to pronounce a word against
it, if it can. The country stands
by me nobly and in a couple of
townships public meetings were
held, passing resolutions to stand
by me to the very end. In one of
these meetings $45 was subscribed
for the Echo. I have now three
times the circulation that I had at
first. Circulation is the first con-
sideration for an advertiser, but
some of the merchants seem to be
somewhat under the influence of a
bluff from the saloons and dare not,
or else they are sympathizers with
the saloon element and do not ad-
vertise. The whole thing is a huge
bluff, but very few editors could
stand such an onslaught. It is their
duty to provide for their families,
and under such circumstances they
could not do it. They prefer to re-
fuse the truth about the saloons,
and remain in peace.

‘‘People love fair play. My sub-
scription list proves it. Give me
two more years and I am confident
that it will equal any in this see-
tion. I shall not ask advertising as
a matter of charity. In conclusion
[ shall say that it is entirely unfair
to deprive the subscribers of the
privilege of learning both sides of
such a very vital issue as the tem-
perance issue. The Prohibition
Press Bulletin gives the most com-
plete exposition of the temperance
view I have ever seen. Ialso favor
reproducing the saloonkeepers’ side
if it could be obtained. Any edi-
tor who willingly conceals the facts
is not a true American citizen. It
is the duty of every editor to pub-
lish facts and allow his readers to
decide. The majority of the read-
ers will be less apt to make a mis-
take than the editor influenced by
such forces as mentioned above.”’

Notes by the Editor while Fraveling thru the |

"Amdng the Coun

ey~

fry People. . . |

Last week Tuesday the editor re-
sumed his trip in the northwestern
part of the county. Arriving to
the township of Arctander, I called
briefly at the home of Simon Syver-
son, the county commissioner. Far-
ther along the road I eame to the
‘‘Jackson farm,’’ where dinner was
furnished me. A new family has
located on the place, Mr. Willis
Farnum and wife, three sons and a
daughter. They came from a point
about 16 miles west of Madison,
Minn., about a month ago and have
rented the farm for a term of five
yvears., The wife of John Hartson
of Spicer is a daughter of this
family. Mr. Farnum expects to
devote the farm, which now is com-
prised of some over 800 acres, to
stock raising. A number of build-
ings on the place testify to the
large amount of money spent by the
early promoters of the place.
There are three residences. The
main barn is a structure 130 feet
long and proportionate in width.
The Farnums treated me very hos-
pitably. Westwardly the roads lead
to the Edberg place. Here I found
my old friend C. E. Bergquist,
formerly of Willmar. I called at
the Edman home, and later arrived
at the home of Hakon Nelson. Mr.
Nelson is one of the enterprising
and progressive young farmers of
Arctander, and I had a pleasant in-
terview. Several calls were made
in the neighborhood. At John
Gjelhoug’s home I found this gen-
tleman splitting wood. He stopped
long enough to say that he wanted
the Tribune for a year, and I lost
no time in enrollicg him into the
fast increasing roll of readers.

Several more calls, and darxness
warned me to secure accommoda-
tions for the night, which were
found at the pleasant home of Lars
Johnson. In this cheerful home a
pleasant evening was spent. The
oldest son, Ernest, had been to
Murdock with a load of grain. The
people of this section have their
choice of three markets, Kerk-
hoven, Murdock and Pennock. The
distance to the two first named is
about equal, and the grain buyers
will sometimes strain a point to get
the grain.

In the morning [ started for the
Negord store, making a couple of
calls on the way. The wind was
blowing a hurricane. Tying and
blanketing my team on the lee side
of the building, I went into the
store. This establishment is owned
by the Kerkhoven Mercantile Co.,
and is conducted by Julius Jacob-
son. It is located on the line be-
tween Swift and Kandiyohi coun-
ties. The West Lake creamery is
located near by, and at this season
of the year receives milk two days
in the week. A post office was
formerly located here with the name
of Negord. A common nickname
for the place is Gold-bug. I wanted
to send a letter to Willmar and the
mail man from Kerkhoven was
about due. The former Norway
Lake Route No 2. has been changed
to Kerkhoven Route No. 3. The
mail is carried to Negord from
Kerkhoven, and is distributed from
here, instead of from Norway Lake
via New London, as before.

While in the store an accident
happened that put an abrupt end to
this trip. My horses had become
frightened at a piece of tar paper
that the wind swept around the
building and had broken their fast-

at a dead gallop. They turned
down the road to the east, ditched
the buggy near the creamery and
ran across the fields thru a fence
and down the road, and were
soon out of sight. About two miles
down they stopped and were easily
caught. Oliver Halvorson, the
wellknown Norway Lake resident,
was visiting at Negord and he gave
his assistance in securing the horses
and repairing the damage to the
harness. The wreck of the buggy
was assembled at the home of Ing-
vald Hanson. By use of the tele-
phone an extra buggy pole, whiffle
tree and neckyoke were located at
the Johnson place and the son Louis
brought them over. With his as-
sistance the damages were patched
up. : )

Dinner was hospitably served to
us at the Hanson home, and soon
after I was going along eastwardly
and arrived at New London in time
to secure the aid of a wagonmaker
and a harnessmaker to make our
turnout presentable. The next day
was Thanksgiving dav, which was
duly observed by listening to Rev.
Seastrand’s appropriate discourse
based on the sentiments expressed
in President Roosevelt’s proclama-
tion, in the morning, and attending
a fine dinner party given at Brother
Tom’s home in the eveinng.

On Friday I made a trip thru the
Nest Lake and Ringo Lake neigh-
borhood, arriving at Spicer in the
evening. | made the aequaintance
of Mr. Gamberg on the old Gust
Green place, and called on a num-
ber of old friends and neighbors.
One might trave] all day in these
parts and not find a home where the
Tribune is not a weekly visitor. I
had dinner with Mother Nelson at
the old Nest Lake home. Mr. Nel-
son had gone to Willmar, where the
old folks are preparing to hence-
forth make their home. They will
dispose of their personal farm prop-
erty at auction next Monday. In
the afternoon a driving wind from
the south with snow made the work
difficult, and I did not make much
progress with my calls. On Satur-
day [ returned to Willmar.

One subject that was often heard
referred to while talking with ear-
ly re :idents of the town of Arctan-
der of the early days was that of the
name of the township. Many of
the old settlers wanted the name of
Lundborg. Certainly, if any fami-
ly name was to be perpetuated and
