The sad news of the death of 

Oliver Thompson was received here 
this week. Ho died at his home at 
Lake Eunice, Becker county, last 
Ft iday morning at nine o'clock.

Oliver 11. Thompson was born in 
New London township June 2!), 
1801, being one of the very first 
white children horn in the county. 

His parents wore Thomas Thomp­
son, who niirvives him, and Karin 
Thompson, who died a few >ears 

ago. Both of his parents were 
natives of Helsingland, Sweden. 
Oliver attended district school in 
Goodhue county, where his pa r ens 
located after the Indian troubles;

Mr. Thompson was married in 
1SX7 to Miss Isabella Hanson of 
Kerkhoven township, who survives 
him. Six childen were born to 
them.

OLE ASLAKSON, 
Word has been received here of 

the death of one of the pioneer set­
tlers of this county, Ole Aslakson, 
which occurred July i6on«his home­
stead south of Taylor, N .D. Death 
was due to apoplexy. He had gone 
out to get a pai ' of water and when 
he did not re turn as soon as expect­
ed his wife became anxious and be­
gan to look for him. When she 
found him he was dead. 

Ole Alakson was one of the first 
settlers in this township after the 
Indian outbreak. 

He came to America from Vinje, 
Norway, and settled in Wisconsin. 
Later he moved to Dakota county 
and from there he came here in 
1807, settling on a farm north of 
Foot lake, where he lived for a 
number of years. For some years 
he lived in the First ward of this 
city. He moved to Taylor, N. D., 
about four years ago and later set­
tled on the homestead where he 
died. He was about 85 years of age 
at the t ime of his death.

Inspected State Corn. 
C. P . Bull, assistant professor in 

agriculture, U. of M., and D. W. 
Frear, special agent for the bureau 
of plant industry, U. S. department 
of agriculture, visited Willmar and 
vicinity yesterday to look over the 
crop prospects. After their drive 
out in the country they reported 
that for the most part the crops are 
looking fine, tho corn is somewhat 
behind. The special object of their 
visit here was to inspect the 30 
acres of corn breeding plats which 
the Experiment Station has laid out 
here in an at tempt to ascertain 
what kinds of corn are the best 
adapted to this part of the country. 
The corn on Mr. Konstalie's farm 
was the finest they had seen so far 
this year. The inspectors arrived 
here from Morris, where similar 
experiments with barley are being 
conducted on the farm of Hayes and 
Randad. They found grain in a 
very bad condition on account of 
the heavy rains which they have 
had ever since spring. Prof. Bull 
and Mr. Frear returned to the Ex­
periment Station a t St. Anthony 
Park this morning to report the re­
sults of their tour of inspection.
