It appears that the time for the 
solution of the telephone question 
at Willmar is here. As long as 
matters drifted along in the old way 
but very few of the citizens cared 
very much about the abstract ques­
tion of the rights of the city. But 
when the company proceeds to use 
the taxing power which it has 
usurped and taxes every 'phone in 
the city some $6 a year additional, 
and by that simple means adds over 
three thousand dollars to its yearly 
revenue, some who have not be­
lieved that there was any telephone 
question at Willmar are beginning 
to sit up and take notice. Even 
the committee which a year ago in­
vestigated the matter and advocat­
ed an unconditional surrender to the 
trust as the best solution, now ve­
hemently declare that they knew 
nothing about whether the new 
rates are just or unjust. 

The Tribune believes that the 
true solution of the question at 
Willmar is city ownership, and it 
is glad that some action has been 
taken to have the question submit­
ted to the voters of the city. We 
shall have ample opportunity before 
such election is held to fully state 
the reasons why we believe that city 
ownership of the telephone at Will­
mar is the correct solution. 

Did you ever study the history of 
the "Harvester War," the fiercest 
commercial struggle that ever took 
place on American soil? For years 
the different companies poured out 
money in torrents to get ahead of 
its competitors. Hordes of agents 
swarmed over the country; old ma­
chines were bought by competing 
companies to get them out of the 
field; every means, fair and unfair, 
was resorted to in this mad strug­
gle. Who paid for all this right­
ful waste? The farmer certainly 
paid his full share of it, for all the 
companies would have failed. Now 
all that waste is iliminated; the 
cost of marketing the machines, 
which under the competitive system 
was the greater part of the whole 
cost, has been reduced to a mini­
mum. The farmer is not hounded 
to death by agents, but can now go 
in and peacefully select his machine 
when he wants it. As an actual 
fact, the farmer is in this instance 
better off than he was under the 
competitive system; but what galls 
him is that the big saving under 
the new system goes into the hands 
of a few persons. That is why 
Minnesota has now decided to erect 
a state manufacturing establish­
ment for making farm machinery. 
And that is the only logical solution 
of the problem. Competition is 
costly and unsatisfactory; private 
monopoly is intolerable, for it is 
not just and right that a few men 
shall have the privilege of charging 
what they please for their products 
with no recourse from their dicta. 
Hence public monopoly must step 
in and take the place of the private 
monopoly. The people will then 
get things at actual cost, for if 
they pay more than that the residue 
goes into the public treasury and 
will be used for public purposes.

At the meeting of the County 
Commissioners to be held on the 
17th of May, there will likely be 
propositions made to have the State 
road so far designated between 
Willmar and New London by way 
of Green Lake and Spicer extended 
south of Willmar to the county 
boundary. To our mind the road 
to the south will be of far greater 
utility as far as business to Will­
mar is concerned than the stretch 
to the north, which is admittedly 
one that will be used largely by 
pleasure seekers at the lakes. It 
is also said that petitions for desig­
nating a state road thru the county 
from the east to the west boundar­
ies will be presented. The Tribune 
is of the opinion that the county 
could well afford to meet the re­
quirements of the State so as to 
draw every cent available for this 
county. According to a statement 
of a member of the State Highway 
Commission made not long ago, 
this county has lost over $4,000 of 
state money since the Commission 
was established by the failure to 
designate roads and contribute its 
share of the funds. 

There are certain classes of in­
dustries that from their very nature 
are monopolies, such as lighting 
and water plants, telephone ex­
changes and other public utilities. 
Except at terminal points, this also 
holds true in regard to railroads.

Thus sayeth now an official of the 
party that has successively denied 
the existence of trusts, then ac­
knowledged their existence but 
divided them into two classes—the 
good trusts, which were to be let 
alone, and the bad trusts, which 
were to be "regulated." It is true 
that the same party passed the anti­
trust law, which positively forbids 
this concentration, but it was evi­
dently to be taken only in a "Pick­
wickian sense," for the great trusts 
have practically all been fcrmed 
since that law was passed, and for 
a number of years, while this con­
centration was going on at its fast­
est rate, no effort was made to ap­
ply the law. As far as the general 
result is concerned, any such effort 

companies have competed for busi­
ness at points touched by both rail­
roads; but if the competition at 
such points caused a loss to the 
companies, the people at the thous­
ands of non-competitive points paid 
for it. The railroad is therefore 
essentially a monopoly, and ought 
to be a public monopoly. We have 
recognized the good sense of mak­
ing public monopolies of water and 
light, and are gradually coming 
around to see that the same should 
be the case in regard to local tele­
phone exchanges. Gradually we 
will come to see that this is the on­
ly practical way of settling the pri­
vate monopoly question. Let us 
quit bucking the inevitable econo­
mic law and then (quit the foolish 
attempt to "regulate" concerns 
that are powerful enough to exist 
in direct violation of a national 
law. Let us adapt that economic 
law to our use instead of letting 
John D. and his cohorts have a mo­
nopoly of its use.

"But that is socialism," you say. 

Perhaps; what difference does a 
name make, anyway. We are all 
socialists more or less, some know­
ing it and others in blissful ignor­
ance of the fact. The other day I 
heard a man declaiming against 
sccialism with a vehemence that 
threatened to burst a bloodvessel in 
his alleged brain. Yet that man 
pays six dollars into the school fund 
of the city, and sends six children 
to school, which costs the district 
$108. Who pays the other $102? 
Society, or that part of it located 
in this district pays part of it. 
The settler on state school land lo­
cated hundreds of miles away pays 
part of it. Society recognizes that 
it is its duty to provide an educa­
tion for every child, and it taxes it­
self for the public good. Isnt' that 
socialism? Socialism simply means 
that society as a whole, or some re­
cognized entity of it, does some 
thing that it can do better than the 

My friend, you are not afraid of 
real socialism; what you are suffer­
ing from is fear of the triumph of 
certain loud-mouthed presons who 
rail about class consciousness, so­
cial revolution, etc. Some of these 
are really socialists; some are in 
reality nearer to anarchism than to 
socialism, and it is really the anar­
chists that you are worrying about, 
and also certain communistic prin­
ciples of "dividing u p " that really 
have few adherents anywhere. 
Don't worry any longer. What­
ever of increase in the application 
of the socialist principle we may 
get will be a gradual growth de­
manded by an overwhelming major­
ity of the people, and not thru the 
ascendancy of the so-called socialis­
tic party. If you don't believe in 
socialism at all, you should take 
your children out of the public 
schools and hire your own teacher 
fqr them; cut out the city water 
supply and dig your own well; take 
your lantern along when you go out 
evenings and pay no attention to 
the street lights; but unfortunately 
it will be absolutely impossible for 
you to walk down town without us­
ing the public streets, so to that 
extent you must remain a socialist. 
If you are sensible, you will drop 
names and examine facts; not de­
cide against a thing because it 
flavors of socialism, but determine 
for yourself if it would be a good 
thing for society. Just paste this 
statement into your hat: We can't 
fight an inevitable economic law; 
we must either make use of it for 
the benefit of all.the people, or let 
some shrewd people make use of it 
for their own benefit. Which shall 
it be?
