hangs, and who cares about a peg 
anyway. Therefore, if the million­
aire father found that his son was 
a physical and moral degenerate 
that could not take the father's 
place in business and would be li­
able to waste the fortune in a short 
time, the prudent father would in­
vest a large part of that fortune in 
at title for the son. Then when 
the young man had run thru the 
rest of the fortune, he could sell 
the title with himself attached for 
many times what it cost. And if 
the purchaser tired of her bargain, 
the title would be as good as new 
and would command practically as 
high a price as the first time. 
Thus the owner would have a safe 
and sure source of income—one 
that could not be gambled away or 
mortgaged. It would beat buying 
an annuity entirely, and keep the 
money in this country at the same 
time. 

As a revenue producer it ought to 
be better than the proposed income 
tax, because it would certainly be 
as large, and then it would be paid 
voluntarily. It would be cheaper 
to collect, for all the intricate ma­
chinery for finding out about in­
comes and collecting the tax would 
be unnecessary; the man who want­
ed the title would step up and pay 
the cash, and that would end it. 
Then, too, there would be no per­
jury to escape this tax, and so from 
an ethical and moral standpoint it 
would be far better than the income 
tax. 

Then it would purity politics. 
A man with an ambitious wife and 
daughters would not have to buy, 
in devious and illegal ways, a seat 
in the United States Senate, as is 
frequently the case nowadays. He 
could then step up in broad day­
light and buy an earldom, feeling 
that he had done his country some 
good while at the same time satis­
fying the vanity of those so dear to 
him, and then devote his energies 
to his business again without fear 
of being found out. 

Ot course it would be necessary 
to protect this industry from the 
competition of the pauper nobility 
of Europe. There should be an im­
port duty on foreign dukes, earls 
etc , equal to the cost of the title 
here, plus a reasonable profit for 
the in vestment in the home pro­
duct, and an export duty on heires­
ses that would be practically pro­
hibitive. 

Given these conditions, I firmly 
believe that there would be n o fur­
ther necessity for bond issues by 
the government; no fuither expor­
tation of American money for 
worthless titles; a great increase in 
the circulating medium and conse­
quent general prosperity; purer 
politics, and a great increase in 
general happiness. There would be 
no waste of good material to make 
noblemen, for the man who amount­
ed to anything at anything else 
would have too much sense to take 
up that occupation, and as I said 
before, there are enough degener­
ates among the extremely wealthy 
to form an inexhaustible source of 
supply. Yea, verily, let us have a 
titled nobility of our own, and no 
longer pay this heavy tribute to 
Europe for it.

While the question of amending 
the constitution of the United 
States is up for consideration, I 
think a determined effort should be 
made to cut out the paragraph of 
said instrument which forbids the 
granting of any titles of nobility. 
The provision was well meant and 
of some value in that day, but now 
it must be patent to every observer 
that we need it both from a protec­
tive and revenue point of view. 

Experience has proven that when 
the father becomes a millionaire 
the daughters will not marry a man 
—they must marry a title or they 
will feel that their lives have been 
sad failures. As no such titles can 
be found here, fhey must go to Eu­
rope for them, incidentally taking 
along most of the wealth that their 
father has earned by the sweat of 
other men's brows. This steady 
drain on the material resources of 
this country cannot be stopped un­
less we provide a home market in 
which titles of all kinds from baro­
nets up to princes can be bought. 

Viewed from this standpoint of 
creating a home market and keep­
ing the money at home, every re­
publican ought to be in perfect 
harmony with the plan. 

But that is not all. Those who 
believe in "revenue with incidental 
protection," as most democrats do 
expect on articles produced in their 
own state, can be won over to the 
plan by providing a high once for 
the titles. The price might range 
from $100,000 for a baronetcy to a 
million for a dukedom. These 
prices may seem exorbitant, but 
when we remember that titles now­
adays are not mere empty names 
but marketable articles that will 
bring from one to ten million dol­
lars, it will be seen at once that it 
would be a good investment. It 
has been found in almost every 
family of multi-miliionaires that 
the men of the third generation are 
not good for anything el[se than a 
titled existence, and by the time 
the fourth generation is reached 
we generally have to put them in 
the idiot asylum, because we have 
no dukedoms to put them into. 
Now, it has also been proved that 
the character of the being who has 
the title for sale now cuts no figure 
in the eyes of the fair purchaser; 
she does not want the man—he is 
only the peg on which the title

The school year 1909-10 will be­
gin Monday, Sept. 6, with a short 
session.

So we all are more 
than satisfied with the crop pros­
pects. Some shock threshing has 
been done in the older localities and 
we are anxious to find out what the 
different yields will be.
