Anti-Tuberculosis Legislation.

Probably within a week the fate
of the bill (H. F, 749) establishing
a state sunatorium for all stages
of the disease in each congressional
district will be decided in the
House. The bill is on general or-
ders but there are over 100 bills
ahead of it. A duplicate bill has
been introduced in the Senate by
the Senate Public Health & Pure
Food Committee as S. F. 602. -A
duplicate of House File 671 appro-
priating a small sum for the im-
mediate expenses of the State
Tuberculosis Commission has also
been introduced in the Senate as
S .k. 525. Unless this bill passes,
the work of caring for the con-
sumptive must wait a full year or
until the tax levy asked for to build
the institutions will become avail-
able, next March.

Ihe school exhibit bill, H. F. 736
is based on the assumption that
the best machinery through which
to educate the rural population of
this state who have been largelv
neglected to far in the anti-tuber-
ulosis campaign is the county school
organization. This organization
reaches the remotest districts.

Many of the county superin-
tendents are already much inter-
-ested and will do everything they
can to spread information in their
territory. Hence with the hearty
approval of the State Department of
Publie Instruction and-the State
Board of -Health the State Anti-
tuberculosis Association is asking
the legislature to appropriate $10,--
000 to the State Board of Health
with which to place 10 or more
small compact hand portable ex-
hibits in the hands of each county
superintendent to be circualted
through the schools of the county.
The plan is to have aset of ex-
hibits for each: county, each of
which is different so that the schools
may have a change every so often.
This plan would add to the interest
and make possible dissemination of
a larger amount of information than
could be given in one small per-
T;nent exhibit.—Press Lettgr No
