The most interesting document to
appear in political circles for a long
while was the announcement of Sam
Y. Gordon as a candidate for gover-
nor which was given out at Browns
Valley, Jan. 15. Mr. Gordon de-
nounces the brewery control of pol-
ities in this state in no uncertain
terms and accompanies his announce-
ment with a platform of prineiples
which is in the main so progressive
as to stir the righteous fighting blood
of the really progressive voters of
the rank and file. A great many Re-
publicans, who have sickened thru
the many years of total subservien-
ey to the liquor interests that has
been so clearly evident in the partv.
not only in the state of Minnesota
but in the nation as well, will now, in
this state take new courage and de-
cide to postpone leaving the Grand
Old Party of Taft and Lorimer and
Stephenson for . another indefinite
period as there is now given a new
hope of doing something against the
rotten liquor bosses who so complete-
ly dominate the Republican party,
and that without leaving the party.
Many Republican voters who since
last fall have just about made up
their minds to “never again” vote the
Republican ticket which perpetuates
the power of the “interests” will now
sit up and take notice of Sam Gor-
don’s eandidacy and feel satisfied all
over that the proper thing to do now
is to stay in the old organization and
“get control” of that as the best way
of making progress. In view of these
faets, a study of Sam Gordon's plat-
form will be a profitable investment
of time.

We will begin with the eighth.
which is the last, plank and work our
way up. In it Gordon declares for
“a thorough readjustment of railroad
and other taxes, to the end that each
individual and each industry shall
pay according to its ability to pay
and not according to its ability thru
cunning or the prostitution of pol-
itical power, to shoulder a part of
3ts just share of the tax burden off

upon others.” Now that sounds just
like our own Hon. E. E. Lobeck. That
is the way he talks. And he has
been talking this for a long time. And
if the rest of the Minnesota legisla-
ture of 1911 had voted like the Pro-
hibition members, the railroads and
other interests would not be having
quite the soft snap that they have
at the present time. And that legis-
lature had an overwhelming majority
of members from Gordon’s party.
But, the Republican party in conven-
tion assembled in 1940 drew up a
platform without even mentioning the
railroads at all. Evidently on this
point, Sam Gordon believes with the
Prohibitionists and not with the Re-
publicans.

In plank No. 7, Mr. Gordon again
duplicates statements made by Mr.
Lobeck. It reads as follows: “Striet
regulation of railroadrates,that shall
put this state on an equality with its
neighbor states, and that shall nut
every part of the state on the same
basis of fairness, with speecial favors
neither to individuals nor to commun-
ities.” Mr. Lobeck was amongst the
first in this state to speak out against
the three-cent fare decision and
Cashman’s distance tariff bill would
have passed the last legislature if
Republicans had voted as did the
Prohibitionists.

Gordon’s plank No. 6, “The Rati-
fication of the Federal income tax
amendment” is a part of plank No. 4
in the latest national platform of the
Prohibition party and was included
in plank No. 10 of that party’s lat-
est state platform, but it has never
found its way into the Republican
platform in this state.

Gordon’s plunk No. 5, “A reor-
ganization of state departments for
economy and efficiency, including the
assembling under one effective de-
partment of all branches relating to
the proper care and development of
the state’s resources of land, tim-
ber, iron ore, ete., and the settle-
ment of idle areas; together with a
rigid curtailment of the expenses of
the state government, legislative and
executive” is partly covered by plank
No. 4 in the latest state platform of
Minnesota Prohibitionists as well as
the Republican state platform, and
the new ideas brought forth by Mr.

Gordon will be.very readily accepted
by. the Prohibitionists of the state,
while it is very doubtful if the Re-
publican party, per E. E. Smith, will
find Gordon’s suggestions acceptable.
Gordon’s plank No. 4 calls for a
fair reapportionment as did the 1910
Prohibition platform in plank No. 15.
The Republican party platform of
1910 “pledged” that party to the
passage of an apportionment law, but
altho the Republican majority was
surely large enough, the “pledge” was
not kept. If Sam Gordon should be
elected governor and a majority of
his party should again be turned
loose in the legislative halls, how
much more shall we expect of an-
other Republican legislature?

In his third plank, Mr. Gordon de-
clares in favor of the initiative, the
referendum and the recall, which has
been a pfominent plank in the Pro-
hibition platform tor many years,
while no Republican party platform
I+ ever declared for these reforms.
Gordon’s second plank favors a
direct state-wide primary and also a
presidential preference primary,
which is very, much in accord with
the democratic principles and record
of the Prohibition party, but which is
not at all popular with those who run
things in the Republican party.

So far, then Gordon’s platform
agrees perfectly with the platforms
of the Prohibition party and the rec-
ord of Prohibitionists in office. At
the same time, the plank on rean-
portionment is the only one of the
seven planks reviewed that agrees
with the Republican platform of 1910
and then, as has been shown already,
a Republican legislature repudiated
the platform pledge on that point in
the last session. If as president of
the Senate, with the power that
comes with the appointment of com-
mittees, Mr. Gordon couldn’t get that
body to pass a reapportionment bill,
how will he get those same senators
to pass one in the next session when
he will be farther removed from them
in influence even if he should be
elected governor?

But from a Prohibition point of
view, Gordon’s last seven planks are
admirable. We couldn’t have done
better ourselves. That part of the
platform “is splendid and the great
majority of Prohibitionists in the
state of Minnesota agree with Mr
Gordon perfectly on those points.
The wonder is that he runs for the
Republican nomination on a Prohibi-
tion party platform. Why doesn’t
he seek the nomination from a party
that agrees with him instead of from

a party whose past platforms and
past record in power is distinetly
opposed to most of those things?
When Gordon agrees with the Pro-
hibitionists why doesn’t he run as a
candidate for the Prohibition nomin-
ation?

‘Mr. Gordon’s first plank will per-
haps answer that question.” In it he
favors “the absolute prohibition of
brewery ownership of saloons, the
chief cause for the grossest evils of
the liquor traffic, and the chief source
of a brewery domination in polities
and publiec affairs, which is at once
the most subtle, the most crude, the
most sinister, and the most mischiev-
ous force in the public life of this
commonwealth.” Those words seem
to spit defiance in the face of brew-
ery domination. The. Prohibition
platform can’t compare in scathing
terms and at first sight seems weak
in comparison. This is something to
brace the backbone of the Republican |G
temperance voter! A statement like
that ought to make the brewery sink
right out of sight from very shame
over being “shown up” as they real-
ly are. But then they are used to
talk. They have heard such things
before, especially from the pulpit,
but the language of the ballot box
has never been that way and that is
the only kind that will make them
wince. Hard talk doesn’t scare them.
But what does Gordon really mean?
Will he close any saloons? No. All
he means is that the brewery should
deed over the real estate and give a
Bill of Sale of the saloon property to
the man who is running the saloon
for it. The only change will be in
the real estate records at the court
house. It is simply to be a change
of title to the place, a change on pa-
per, that’s all, so don’t be alarmed.
The booze barons are in no great
danger. Will this do away with or
diminish the sale of beer by the brew-
er? Not in the least. Will a private
owner try to do as little business as
possible? Hardly. Will people re-
fuse to patronize the saloon because
it is not owned by a brewery? Why,
if other things be equal, it seems that
people would rather patronize the
man who owns his business. People
have little time for trusts and cor-
porations and private ownership
would encourage patronage, if: any-
thing, Will it take the brewery out
of polities? Not while they have in-
terests to look after. Will it do away
with brewery ownership of saloons?
How can it? Can a law be passed to
prohibit the saloonkeeper from bor-
rowing money? Can the brewery be

ing thru one or two individuals if
necessary)? No, that first plank of
Gordon’s platform is all wind. It is
a long backward step from county
option even, and that was nomne too
good. Still not a backward step for
Mr. Gordon, for we find after eareful
search that he never said that he
favored county option. But this
weak, meaningless, altho bombastic-
ally worded plank, is going to be just
the “excuse” that some people need
just at this particular time to stick
to the sinking ship. Well, stick fel-
