TITANIC S GRAVEYARD AT THE BOTTOM 
OF THE ATLANTIC—PRESSURE GREAT 

Weight is Over Two Tons to Square Inch—No Ray of Sunlight 
Pierces Those Depths—Mud Eating Creatures Live There. 

"There is no sound, no echo of sound, 
in the deserts of the deep 

Ox the great gray level plains of ooze 
where the shell-burred cables 
creep." —Kipling. 

In the abysmal depths of the At­
lantic Ocean, beneath two miles of 
salt water, lie the dead that went 
down with the Titanic. 

Their bodies i-educed to the small-
ness of a man's wrist by the crushing 
pressure of the water, are sunk in a 
bed of slimy red ooze, and strange, 
fantastic, mud eating creatures, the 
like of which the sun never shone up­
on, swim and crawl about them. 

At that depth a great calm reigns, 
and no ray of sunlight ever pierces. 
The storms which churn the upper 
waters into tumultuous fury are un-
felt, the blackness is profound and 
it is always freezing cold. 
-"Down in the dark, the utter dark, 

where the blind white sea snakes 
are." 
The great steel hulk of -be Titanic 

rests in this black calm of ooze, sunk 
patrtdally into it, perhaps wholly sunk 
into it, for no one has> ever sounded 
the depths of the layer of soft mud 
upon the bottom of the deep sea. 

It is. a belief common among sail-
OTS and landsmen that a wreck never 
goes to the bottom; that it sinks un­
til the pressure of the water holds it 
fast, and there, rocking about in the 
shadowy depths, it slowly dissolves. 
What food for the imagination lies 
in this fleet of lost ships of the world 
still floating up and down in the 
deep, meeting and passing in silence 
no voice ever calling through the 
dark, no sail ever rising to a breeze. 

But the scientists know that what 
Sir John Murray, the great explorer 
of the sea floor, said is true: 

"Anything that will sink in a glass 
of water," wrote Sir John Murray, 
"will sink to the bottom of the deep­
est sea." 

Scientists point out that water is 
one of the most incompressible of 
substances. It can be compressed 
only one-twenty-thousandths of its 
bulk, and although the pressure may 
be enormous at the ocean bottom, 
the water is only a little more dense 
than at its surface. 

And yet the compression is so 
great that if it were suddenly releas­
ed, say by the suspension of the at­
traction of gravitation, amd all the 
waiter over all the globe should ex­
pand until it was of the same pres­
sure and density everywhere as at 
the surface the ocean would instant­
ly rise some five hundred feet, cover­
ing nearly all the inhabited land of 
the world. 

Practically every part of the 
oceans' beds without the Arctic and 
Antarctic circles has been soundel 
and explored. Sounding wires and' 
leaden weights amd trawls of wire 
netting have been lowered to the 
bottom of the sea at its greatest 
depths, even to eight miles, and mud 
and the creatures that live there 
have been brought up. And the lead 
sinks as quickly through the last 
mile as it did through the first. 

Not all the bodies of those drowned 
from the Titanic went down with 
•her. Many put on life preservers 
and these floated. Ii? i s well known 
that a stout man often floats like a 
cork. But all of those snicked down 
in the vortex caused by the sinking 
hull would go far enough to reach 
the influence of the tremendous wa­
ter pressure that would squeazft out 
a31 buoyant gases and air within the 
body and it would keep on sinking 
amd be compressed into a solid as 
hard as a stone before it had drop­
ped to the depth of a half mile. 

And that bodv will never come up 
again. It will lie upon the sea floor 
until the last vestige of it is dissolved. 
'Ages from now only the teeth, the 
hardest substance in the human body 
will remain, and even these will dis­
solve in time. Deen sea dredges 

often bring, up the teeth of sharks 
from depths of five and six miles, all 
that remains of monsters that died, 
maybe millions of years ago. 

Sir John Murray tells in one of his 
books what happens to the body of a 
man that sinks into the ocean abyss. 
He explains the crushing pressure of 
the water; how one by one the bones 
would be broken in—implosion, 
science calls it—'how the flesh would 
be crushed into the interstices of the 
bones and the clothing flattened over 
them, until, on reaching a depth of 
two miles the body would probably 
hot be larger than a man's wrist. 

The pressure of the air at the sur­
face of the sea and earth and upon 
all bodies upon them is fourteen 
pounds to Jthe square inch. The 
pressure exerted by the sea water is 
one ton to the square inch for each 
mile of depth. Thus the pressure 
at the 2-mile depth where the Titanic 
lies is two tons to the square inch. 

The greatest depth ever reached in 
a diving suit was two hundred feet 
and there the pressure was eighty-
eight pounds to'the square inch. 

The living creatures, moving and 
immovable, that inhabit in countless 
numbers the ocean floor, are built to 
withstand this pressure of two or 
more tons to the square inch and 
hone of them may venture to swim 
upward out of its depths. It some­
times happens that a deep sea fish, 
chasing he prey, gets out of its deptii 
arid goes tumbling upward. As the 
pressure is relieved it swells and 
bursts and their bodies are oft an 
found, torn and mutilated, floating 
upon the surface. When brought to 
the surface in the deep sea dredges 
these fish are always dead; they fall 
to pieces. 

On some parts of the sea floor are 
vast fields of creatures crowded 
closely together; crinoids, living rep 
resentutives of the stone, lilies of the 
geologists, grow in profusion there 
Eel-like sharks, l o n g serpentine 
creatures; ribbon fish, thirty fe 
long and weighing eight hundred 
pounds, with scarlet plumes like a 
mane from head to tail; giant squids 
the favorite tidbit of the sperm 
whale, some of them one hundred 
feet long, crawl upon the bottom 
No more hideous creature can be 
imagined than the giant squid. Its 
body is barrel shaped, its tail is like 
an arrow head, hard and sharp, its 
eyes are large as saucers, hypnotic 
and staring; ten arms are attached 
to its head from ten to twenty feet 
long and two fifty feet long with 
suckers the whole length. Its mouth 
has two parrot like beaks. Thl* 
weird creature, weighing tons, has 
the power to change color like the 
chameleon. 

Once the dredge net was swung 
alongside of the Albatross when its 
meshes were liberally strung with 
long, slim fishes of ferocious appear­
ance. 

No hand will ever touch the wreck 
of the Titanic nor no contrivance •>£ 
man ever raise any pairt of her nor 
her dead. The abyss in which they 
lie will forever defy the ingenuity of 
mankind. The limit of deep sea div­
ing is two hundred feet and instances 
in which thut depth have been reach­
ed are rare. 

One of the greatest feats of diving 
was done in the recovery of specie 
from the steamer Alfonso XII, which 
sank in 1885 off Point Gando^ Grand 
Canary Mands. The Marine Insur­
ance Company sent out three divers 
with a promise of a large percentage 
of what might be recovered. At a 
depth of 160 feet they found aud 
sent up ndhe of the ten boxes of 
specie. The reward of one diver was 
$20,000, of another $7,000. One 
was stricken with paralysis from 
water pressure and was months in 
getting well. Another went down 
again . for the tenth box and was 
squeezed to death by the pressure.- •

When in the course of h u m a n e v e n t s 
i t becomes necessary for the vo ter s to 
d i s so lve the bonds that have bound them 
to t h o s e pol i t ical part ies which former ly 
represented the interes t of the people 
w i t h patriot ic fidelity, but w h i c h in 
more recent years h a v e been dominated 
by, and subserv ient to the "interests" 
that are destruct ive of the publ ic good, 
a decent respect to the m e m o r y o f our 
patr iot fa thers who founded and fought 
for those part ies requires an open and 
candid s t a t e m e n t of the c a u s e s which 
Impel to the separation.

When to Catch Fish. 
iJTbefast flefe that may be caught 
are pickerel, suckers, rodivorse, carp 
and bullheads. Thee© may be spear-
ed at any tune but artificial lights are 
prohibited during the months of May 
and'June. 
. On April l&th trout (with the ex­
ception of lake trout) may be caught. 
On May 1st the season opens for 
pike, muskallonge, crapies,"' perch, 
sunfish, catfish and sturgeon. On 
May 29 the fishing season really op­
ens in this section for at that time 
the restrictions are removed from 
the bass family, and no matter what 
may get entangled with the ansier's 
hook, he need have no fear of show­
ing it to the warden, providing the 
fish is not undersized. A pike must 
be 14 inches* in length from nose to 
tip .of tail and must weigh one pound, 
round weight; and a bass must be 9 
inches in length, muskallonge, 30 
inches in length; other fish except 
rock bass, sunfish and bullheads, six 
inches in length. 

A limit of 25 fish caught in one 
day is placed upon all varieties ex­
cept sunfish, perch, pickerel and 
bullheads, upon which there is no 
limit. Non-residenits are required to 
procure license to fish within the 
state.—Perham Bulletin.
