Pdbr Russia! The Novoje Vremja, 
a great Russian daily, recently con­
tained an article by Menschnikoff on 
the strategic relations between Russia 
and her neighbors. A war with Ger­
many would be something terrible all 
by itself. But Sweden would also 
throw 350,000 soldiers plus a reserve 
force 6f 150,000 men into Finland to 
support 300,000 Finnish sharpshooters. 
Russia would be vnable to protect the 
northern part of the country and the ' 
capital, having no navy, and would ' 
have to concenttate large forces on 
the southeast coast of the Baltic Fin­
ally, uprisings would have to be count­
ed on in Finland, Poland, Caucasus, 
and other places. The article must 
have been written for the purpose of 
scaring the authorities to strengthen 
the navy. 

Those who raised upwards of $3,000,-
000 for a new gunboat were chagrined 
because the king—or rather the cab­
inet asked the riksdag for permission 
to accept the gift. Vice President Bill­
ing, of the first chamber of the riks­
dag voiced this sentiment in the fol­
lowing definite and dignified language: 
"The generosity of more than 100,000 
Swedish citizens has provided enough 
money for the immediate construction 
of a gunboat which will materially 
strengthen the defenses of Sweden 
and which is an honor to Sweden 
abroad. But when this gift is offered 
to his majesty the government finds 
that it ought to ask for the consent of 
the riksdag before accepting the truly 
magnificent gift. Such politics I do 
pot understand. On the contrary, I 
Should easily have understood the 
course of the government if it had im­
mediately improved its position as the 
government of the whole Swedish peo­
ple to express to all those who con­
tributed to this m magnificent gift the 
thanks which rise from the depth of 
Swedish hearts, postponing not for 
one day the work for which the gift is 
Intended." 

An automobile accident in Stock­
holm looked like a miracle. A big ma­
chine which the chauffeur had left on 
the street began to chuck-chuck-chuck 
and make a trip of its own accord.

"The 
Danes have become the most prosper­
ous people agriculturally in Europe. 
When I say most prosperous I mean 
by comparison, and taking into con­
sideration the obstacles they have had 
to meet and overcome. The wealth 
per capita of Denmark is comparative­
ly next to that of England. This 
wealth, however, is equalized. There 
are no very rich people there. Every 
man is fairly well off, but the poorer

education. There is no illiteracy in * / w * M f t » w * ' 
the country. Every man, woman and 
child over the age of seven years, un­
less he be an idiot, can read and 
write. The methods by which they 
have achieved present prosperity are 
three: Education—practical education 
—a perfect system of co-operation, 
and the intelligent assistance of gov­
ernment. An agricultural laborer in 
Denmark who has worked on a farm 
for Ave years, who is poor, and who 
has character so good that two repu­
table members of his commune will 
certify to it, may obtain from one of 
these banks a loan of about $1,582. He 
obtains this solely on his character 
and ability and not by any material 
security he can offer. With this money 
he may purchase a farm of from 3%

Kaiser Wilhelm is expected to issue 
an order to the effect that a man who 
declines a challenge to a duel from 
religious motives shall not be prose­
cuted. Such an order will no doubt 
tend to check the custom of duelling. 

Kaiser Wilhelm has announced that 
he is going to establish a children's 
home in one of the healthiest locali­
ties on the Baltic sea. Every year 800 
workingmen's children will be cared 
for at the Institution. Miss Mathilde 
Klrshner, a Berlin lady, is to be at 
the head of the home. 

The central station at Frankfort, 
which has heretofore held the record 
for size among the railway terminals 
in Germany, must now give place to 
the station at Leijpsic, which has just 
been completed. This station has cost 
$34,000,000, an outlay represented not 
so much by ornament and decoration 
as by enormous size for \he accom­
modation of freight as well as pas­
senger traffic. 

An expedition from the historical 
museum of Vienna made a magnificent 
historic find in a cave at St. Karzian, 
in the Korst mountains. The expe­
dition found almost one thousand 
bronze dishes, swords, axes, spear­
heads, etc., which are at least 3,000 
years old. The objects lay in a 150-
foot chasm in the cave, and they are 
supposed to have been thrown there 
as sacrifices to some underground 
deity. 

The Duchess of Hohenberg, morgan­
atic wife of Archduke Franz Ferdi­
nand of Austria, who is heir to the 
throne, has asked the pope to use his 
influence with Kaiser Franz Josef to 
obtain for her the full rank accorded 
her husband. It is learned on reliable 
authority that the pope has instructed 
Mgr. Scapinelli, the new papal nuncio 
at Vienna, to confer with the kaiser 
on the matter. The nuncio is very apt 
to succeed, for the duchess has won 
the good will of the aged monarch. 

London.—It is reported that the 
kaiser has sent a special invitation, 
which has been accepted, to the prince 
of Wales to spend his summer holi­
days next year at Potsdam. There 
are also to be other British royal vis-
Its to Germany. The queen will go 
to New Strelitz on July 19 for the 
celebration of the ninetieth birthday 
of her aunt, the Dowager Grand Duch­
ess Augusta of Mecklenburg Strelitz. 
It has also been decided that the visit 
of King George and the queen, which 
was postponed owing to the coal 
Strike, shall take place in the spring 
of next year. 

A funeral at Zurawica, Hungary, 
came to a most unexpected close. 
Georg Mosny, a rich farmer, was to 
be buried. The parson said the last 
prayer at the open grave and the pall­
bearers were about to lower the cof­
fin into the grave. Suddenly the cover 
of the coffin was seen to move and 
moans and cries for help were heard. 
A terrible panic seized the relatives. 
The coffin was taken up again, and 
the man who was supposed to be dead, 
who looked pale and exhausted, was 
taken out. Mosny regained his 
Btrength fast, and he was even able 
to walk home without assistance! It 
was a veterinarian, who also serves as 
coroner, that had declared Masny to 
be dead. 

London.—A general conference for 
the purpose of promoting a better un­
derstanding between England and Ger­
many is to be held here early in July. 
It is being organized by a special 
committee representing the National 
Peace council, the British-German 
Friendship society, and the Council of 
British churches. "A number of in­
fluential Germans are coming over to 
take part in the conference," said Dr. 
T. Evans Darby, a member of the com­
mittee, "and we hope through the 
presentation of their views materially 
to influence public opinion. Our one 
aim is to do all we can to remove the 
cloud of misunderstanding which in 
the past admittedly has led to the 
verge of war." 

The Germans are carefully consid­
ering the proposition of taking part 
in the San Francisco exposition. Ger­
many has thrice taken part in inter­
national expositions in the United 
States without direct adequate re­
turns, an exhibit worth more than 
$2,500,000 at St. Louis resulting in 
sales of only $400,000. On the other 
hand the Payne tariff, which at pres­
ent bars entirely the export of many 
German products to the United States 
and renders their display at San Fran­
cisco useless, will from now on prob­
ably undergo a process of revision 
downward, giving German exhibitors 
some chance of returns from their ex­
hibits. Furthermore the fields of bus­
iness activity to be opened up by the 
Inauguration of the Panama canal, not 
only on the Pacific coast of the United 
States, but also in Central and South 
America, Canada and even east Asia, 
are so great that German business 
men may well seize the opportunity 
of coming in contact with the visitors 
expected in San Francisco from these 
countries. 

Hamburg.—The dirigible balloon, 
Eeppelin III, made a trip to Bremen, 
Count Zeppelin in command. Prince 
Henry of Prussia and Burgomaster 
Burchardt were passengers. Owing 
to a storm no landing was made at 
Bremen, and after varying its course 
several times the Zeppelin III. re­
turned to Hamburg.
