Bucharest, July 12.—All Roumania 
Is prepared for war with Bulgaria. 
King Charles summoned parliament 
to assemble in special session to deal 
with the plan to occupy Bulgarian 
territory. With the withdrawal of her 
minister from Sofia and mobilization 
of her armies Roumania has shown 
she is determined to take possession 
of the territory demanded as a re­
ward for her neutrality during the 
Turko-Balkan war. 

Secretary of State Says He Is Obliged 
to Lecture. 

Hendersonville, N. C, July 14.— 
While lecturing here Secretary Bryan 
declared he was compelled to deliver 
Chautauqua addresses to supplement 
his government salary, which he said, 
was not sufficient to meet his ex­
penses. 

"As this is my first chautauqua lec­
ture since becoming a member of the 
cabinet," said Secretary Brayn, "it 
may not be out of place to say that 
I find it necessary to lecture in order 
to supplement the salary which I re­
ceive from the government. 

"As 1 have lectured for eighteen 
years this method of adding to my 
income is the most natural one to 
which .to turn and I regard it as ex­
tremely legitimate."

RULGARIANS ARMY 
i IN FULL RETREAT 

Greeks Completely Rout General 
Ivanoff's Forces. 

Athens, July 12.—General Ivanoff's 
army, with three divisions of the Istip 
force, aggregating 112 battalions, made 
Its last stand in a strongly entrenched 
position near Demirhissar, on the left 
bank of the river Struma, and on the 
adjacent heights of Intrina, which 
were well defended with siege artil­
lery. 

Under cover of darkness in a bril­
liant charge the Greeks drove the 
Bulgars across the Struma. The Bul­
garians destroyed the railway for 
some distance, checking the Greek ad­
vance. 

The Greeks then directed their 
march along the right bank of the 
river, supported by mountain batteries, 
and compelled the Bulgarians hurried­
ly to abandon their positions, leaving 
behind four heavy guns and a quantity 
of ammunition.

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Charles S. Staples of the Minnesota 
railroad and warehouse commission 
was elected as the special represen­
tative of the executive committee of 
the National Association of State Rail­
road Commissioners to co-operate 
with the interstate commerce com­
mission in making a physical valua­
tion of railroads. 

Following a conference between 
Commisioners Clarke, McChord and 
Marble and members of the execu­
tive committee of the state commmis-
sions, co-operation between the state 
and federal commissions in making 
the railroad valuation was agreed 
upon. 

Mr. Staples was also named as a 
member of the "valuation commit­
tee" chosen to represent the states 
in the dual valuation plan. 

Commissioner Thome of Iowa was 
made chairman of this valuation com­
mittee, which was selected by the 
members of the executive committee 
of state commissions meeting in 
Washington. The committee is made 
up of members from the following 
states: 

Minnesota, Kansas, Iowa, Virginia, 
California, Oregon, South Carolina, 
Michigan, Wisconsin, Illinois, Nebras­
ka, Ohio, Masachusetts, New York 
and Oklahoma. 

Washington, July 13.—Under sub? 
poenas to appear at the same hour be­
fore two separate congressional com­
mittees in sessions at distant ends of 
the Capitol, Martin M. Mulhall, who 
Is testifying as to the alleged "lobby­
ing" activities of the National Asso­
ciation of Manufacturers, faced a puz­
zling situation. ' 

The tangle was the result of a clash! 
of authority between the senate and1 

house investigators. As the senate 
subpoena antedated that issued by the 
house committee and the witness was 
in the custody of a senate deputy ser-, 
geant-at-arms, the upper house was 
in a position to enforce its ultimatum.. 

Mulhall and J. H. McMichael ap­
peared at the senate committee room 
and were placed under guard of an 
assistant sergeant-at-arms. The house 
committee, minus its expected - wit­
nesses, went into an executive session 
to plan further action. 

Mulhall Resumes Stand. 

Mulhall finally resumed the stand 
and took up the identification of his 
letters, which he began at the previous 
session. James A. Emery, counsel for 
the National Association of Manufac­
turers, made a formal request for the 
right of the association to be repre­
sented by an attorney. Chairman 
Overman said the committee would 
decide later whether Robert McCar-
ter, attorney general of New Jersey, 
should have the general privileges of 
an attorney for the association. 

Mulhall identified more letters show­
ing his relations with Marshall Cush-
ing, secretary of the association of 
manufacturers. He testified he had an 
understanding with Cushing that he 
was to receive $100 a week and $40 a 
week for expenses for "general field 
work and lobby work in Washington." 

Mulhall testified further of how he 
worked to defeat the late Senator Mc­
Comas of Maryland, although he posed 
as the senator's friend. He said he had 
received 500 letters from Cushing di­
rected against McComas. % 

Secretary in Opponents' Pay. 
"I turned them over to Carl M. 

Downs, secretary to McComas," he 
added. 

"Do you mean you delivered those 
letters against McComas to his secre­
tary?" demanded Senator Reed. 

"Carl M. Downs was in the pay of 
Cushing," replied the witness, who 
went on to explain that he quarreled 
with Cushing before he was "buying 
out" the secretary-of a senator. 

Mulhall resnted any implication 
that he had tried to play a "double 
game" on the labor men, such as he 
frankly testified he played on Mc­
Comas. In 1903 he took a paid up 
union card and had no further con­
nection with labor unions," he said. 

Harry C. Kurten, secretary of the 
Allied Building Trades of Philadel­
phia, was engaged, Mulhall testified, 
in the fight against William Hughes, 
then a representative and now a sen­
ator from New Jersey. 

"Were you sent to help beat Hughes* 
by the National Association of Manu­
facturers?" asked Mr. Reed. 

•Yes, sir." 
'Why did they want to beat 

Hughes?" 
Hughes Held Union Card.. 

'On account of his holding a union 
card, being affiliated with the Ameri­
can Federation of Labor and his ac­
tivity on the floor of the house and 
with the labor leaders in Washington." 

"Did you pose as a friend of the 
tabor organizations and thus work 
against these organizations from the 
inside?" asked Senator Cummins. 

"Not at that time." \ 
Testifying further about the cam­

paign against Hughes, Mulhall swore 
he went to Paterson to aid Hughes' 
opponent. He hired six union men to 
work against Hughes and paid them 
about $1,800, which came from the 
National Association of Manufactur­
ers, through Cushing. 

The union men in the pay of the 
National Association of Manufactur­
ers, Mulhall said, took possession of 
75,000 circulars sent into the district 
by the American Federation of Labor 
to aid Hughes and turned them over 
to the Republican campaign commit­
tee.

William F. McCombs Operated on for 

Appendicitis. 
New York," July 10.—William F. Mc-

combs, chairman of the Democratic 
national committee, who is regarded 
as the probable new ambassador. to 
France, was operated upon for appen­
dicitis at a private hospital in Paris, 
according to advices received here. 
The operation is reported to have been 
wholly successful and no complications 
are expected. 

Mr. McCombs went to Paris lately 
knowing that he was suffering from 
appendicitis, but hopeful that a rest 
abroad would eliminate the necessity 
for an operation. 

TWELVE KILLED IN 
TROLLEY ACCIDENT 

About Fitly Others Injured Near 
Los Angeles. 

Los Angeles, July 14.—Twelve per­
sons were killed and about fifty were 
injured when a.Pacific Electric inter-
urban train ran into another one at 
Vineyard station, a junction on the 
outskirts of Los Angeles. 

First reports from the wreck were 
conflicting. As nearly as could be 
learned both trains were inbound 
from Venice, an ocean beach town, 
sixteen miles from Los Angeles. 

They were crowded with homeward 
bound residents of Los Angeles, who 
had spent the day at the beaches and 
it is reported that many of the in­
jured were severely hurt from being 
thrown against car seats. 

HARD TIME FINDING HOTEL 

Jack His Johnson Intends Making 
Home in Paris. 

Paris, July 11.—Jack Johnson, the 
negro heavyweight prizefighter, ac­
companied by his wife and his neph­
ew, arrived in Paris from the United 
States by way of Montreal. The 
pugilist drove to a number of hotels 
before he was able to find accommo­
dation. 

Johnson said he intended to make 
Paris his headquarters in the future 
and that never on any account would 
he fight again in America.

Washington, July 12.—In the amend­
ed tariff bill reported to the senate by 
the finance committee wheat, wheat 
flour and other wheat products are on 
the free list, with a proviso that wheat 
shall be subject,to a countervailing 
duty of 10 cents a bushel; wheat flour, 
45 cents a barrel, and other wheat 
products 10 per cent ad valorem 
when imported from countries impos­
ing a duty on wheat, flour or wheat 
products. 

The free list includes also flax straw, 
flax not dressed, hemp and hemp tow; 
also rye and rye flour. Oats are taxed 
6 cents a bushel and barley 15 cents a 
bushel. All meat products are on the 
free list, as well as hogs, cattle and 
other meat food producing domestic 
animals. 

Furs are taxed,'although the house 
members from Minnesota made a 
strong fight in the house to have them 
placed on the free list. The fur tax 
is 20 per cent ad valorem on furs 
dressed on the skin, not further ad­
vanced than dyeing; 15 per cent ad 
valorem on fur articles of wearing ap­
parel partly or wholly manufactured 
out of cattle, dog and goat skins, with 
45 per cent ad valorem on other fur 
articles of clothing. 

The Minnesota senators, it is under­
stood, will endeavor. to have furs 
placed on the free list, in accordance 
with the fight made by the house 
members. 

As it goes to the senate the bill re­
tains the principal provisions of the 
house measure and those particularly 
advocated by President Wilson, free 
raw wool and a provision that sugar 
shall be free May 1, 1916. Sweeping 
changes have been made in the admin­
istrative features and the income tax. 

BRANDS STATEMENTS FALSE

Washington, July 12. — Speaker 
Champ Clark interrupted the senate 
lobby inquiry to place on the record 
an emphatic denial of every statement 
made by David Lamar and Edward 
Lauterbach in their stories told to 
Lewis Cass Ledyard connecting him 
with Morgan & Co. 

Speaker Clark made a statement 
relating to the use of his name by 
David Lamar and Edward Lauterbach. 
He testified he had never had anything 
to do with Lamar, Lauterbach or any 
of the men mentioned by them. 

J. Pierpont Morgan he said, he saw 
at a gridiron dinner in Washington 
several years ago at which former 
President Roosevelt and former Sen­
ator Foraker engaged in a joint de­
bate.

The men are 
Barrieau, Dulmage, Burdette, Phelps, 
Herdman, Elbridge, Sawyer and Wil­
son. Nineteen names have been sub­
mitted to the government for action. 
Many valuable records have disap­
peared. 

SERIOUS RIOTS AT BELFAST 

Orangemen Celebrate Anniversary of 
Battle of the Boyne. 

Belfast, July 13.—Scores of heads 
were broken, many shots fired and

apolis for the Present Crop

Edward S. Hughes, assistant secre­
tary of the Minneapolis chamber of 
commerce, announces that the total 
grain receipts of the present crop 
year have reached nearly 200,000,000 
bushels, over 59,000,000 bushels more 
than in the corresponding time in 
the crop year preceding and exceed­
ing all former records for complete 
years, but the indications are that the 
crop year that will end Aug. .31 will 
show 220,000,000 bushels received, or 
60,000,000 more' than ever before re­
corded. . 

In the crop year 1904-1905 the total 
Minneapolis receipts were 156,346,440 
bushels and in the record year 1908-
1909 the total was 160,446,660. 

The Minneapolis flour mills have 
had the most active productive period 
in their history. When the calendar 
year 1912 closed the total production 
had gone above the 17,000,000 barrel 
total, making a new productive record 
that will again be passed in the record 
for the crop year that will end Aug. 
31. , 

COLONEL SHEEHAN IS DEAD 
Hero of Famous Defense of Fort Ridge* 

ly in 1862. 
Colonel Timothy J. Sheehan, hero 

of the famous defense of Fort Ridgely 
in 1862, pioneer of Minnesota and 
prominent in many battles of the 
Civ • war, died at his home in St. 
Paul after an illness of nearly a year. 
He had been in ill health for several 
years, but since last August had not 
been able to leave his bed. His age, 
seventy-eight years, combined with 
the weakening effects of seven wounds 
which he received during his career 
as a soldier, made the battle for life 
a losing struggle. 

Colonel Sheehan had lived in Min­
nesota since 1857 and distinguished 
himself in several of the early battles. 
with the Indians, as well as in the 
Civil war. He was the commander in 
the famous defense of Fort Ridgely 
in August, 1862, when the fort was be­
sieged by the Indians for eight days. 

He also was in command of one di­
vision of the army, in the. last Indian 
fight against the Chippewas at Sugar 
Point in 1898. He gained the rank of 
lieutenant governor in the Civil war.
