All told, though, the diamond and the 
pearl are the most desired stones. The 
pearl should have an article all to it­
self, though, summed' up briefly, its 
characteristics are whiteness, softness 
of texture and purity of luster. As for 
the diamond, it must have what has 
been called liquid lusciousness—must 
be of the first water. In fact, the term

The artificial one lacks i t 
Note here that the chief difficulty in 
judging is between good gems and imi­
tations, not between poor ones and imi­
tations.
