THE REAL HEAD OF LAKES. 

Shall Willmar and every other 
community in the Northwest have a 
proportionate share in the benefit of 
the cheap water transportation offer­
ed by the Great Lakes? 

The question was asked of the In­
terstate Commerce Commission by 
the Commercial Club of Duluth. The 
Commission answered in the affirma­
tive, but its ruling has not yet gone 
into effect, and will not until those 
who have benefitted by the unfair 
rate conditions of the past have ex­
hausted every effort to prevent their 
correction. 

Four years ago the Commercial 
Club of Duluth surveyed the trans­
portation situation in the Northwest. 
It saw that the Twin Cities had step­
ped in while Duluth was sleeping, 
and had transferred the commercial 
Head of the Lakes from its geograph­
ical position, to the Twin Cities, 150 
miles inland. The Club found that 
no other community had been extend­
ed the same benefit of proximity to 
the Lake waterway. In fact, the indi­
cations were that the Twin Cities 
had constituted themselves, with the 
aid of the railroads, the sole benefic­
iaries of cheap water transportation 
made profitable by the Great Lakes. 

For the last three years Duluth has 
been engaged in a fight to right that 
condition. The Twin Cities have bit­
terly opposed the city at the Head 
of the Lakes. Other communities in 
the Northwest, which studied the sit­
uation, joined on the side of Duluth. 
Represented at the various hearings 
of Duluth's case were Sioux City, la., 
and several towns in Southern Min­
nesota, including Owatonna, Manka-
to, Rochester, Austin, Albert Lea, 
Faribault, Hastings and Waseca. 
Senator Thomas E. Cashman of Owa­
tonna, appeared before the Interstate 
Commerce Commission at Washing­
ton and made a plea on the Duluth 
side of the case, r 

The formal decision of the Inter­
state Commerce Commission was 
handed down last June. It held that 
Duluth should have the same rates 
as Chicago on general merchandise 
from the East; that the Twin Cities 
should be deprived of some of the 
special privileges obtained by manip­
ulation of rates at the expense of oth­
er communities, and that other com­
munities should be.given some of the 
benefits which had been withheld 

-from them for years. 
- The Twin Cities naturally aren't 

'satisfied with the decision. They have 
asked that the case be re-opened 
They have bad tkf effective date of 

the decision advanced from Oct. 15 
to Dec. 1, and they hope to force Du­
luth through another long and ex­
pensive fight to hold the advantage 
given in the decision. Duluth peo­
ple believe that the rehearing will 
not be granted, for the Commission 
considered the evidence in the case 
fourteen months after the final argu­
ment before announcing a decision. 

The contest involves only the so-
called package freight, or general 
merchandise rates. Lake rates on 
bulk commodities,—grain, ore, coal 
and lumber, are a mere fraction of 
the rail rates on the same commodi­
ties. The margin in general merchan­
dise rates is vastly smaller, but still 
sufficient to give the water route an 
advantage over the all rail route. The 
fact that the margin is not greater 
is accounted for by the fact that the 
package freight boats are owned by 
the railroads with which they are 
supposed to compete. That is a con­
dition Duluth is also fighting. 

Willmar is vitally interested in the 
final outcome of the case. Duluth has 
assumed the burden of fighting for 
the whole Northwest in the hope of 
increasing traffic through that port 
The Duluth Commercial Club takes 
the position that the Northwest must 
grow for Duluth to grow, and it is up 
to Duluth to help. Regarding the sit­
uation, as it affects communities in 
the Northwest outside of Duluth and 
the Twin Cities, the decision says: 

"The present adjustment works an 
undue discrimination against them 
(the Southern Minnesota town repre 
sented in the case) in that the Twin 
Cities' rates grow out of the proxim­
ity of the Twin Cities to the Head of 
the Lake, while the rates to these 
communities,are based on their prox­
imity to the Twin Cities. In other 
words, the benefit of proximity to the 
Head of the Lake is centered more 
or less on the Twin Cities and ac­
crues to these other towns, not di­
rectly, and in accordance with their 
distance from the Head of the Lakes, 
but only indirectly through the Twin 
Cities." 

The railroads were accordingly or­
dered by the Commission to submit 
some plan by which the discrimina­
tions against the communities out­
side of the Twin Cities could be cor­
rected, and a re-adjustment of the en­
tire rate structure, that cannot help 
but benefit Willmar, will be made, if 
the decision of the Commission is not 
upset. - '~ ,

He fig 
ures that if the government would 
buy the railroads at their present 
market value, issuing 3 per cent 
bonds in payment, there could be a 
saving of $293,794,608 in dividends 
and $170,345,602 in interest,

The United States Supreme Court 

on November 3, by a six to three vote, 
upheld the right of a State to tax a 
foreign corporation for the privilege 
of doing business with in its borders 
The decision was one sustaining a 
Massachusetts law taxing the busi­
ness of a mining and of a manufau-
uring corporation. In rendering the 
decision the Court pointed out that 
it distinguishes between these cor­
porations and such concerns as the 
Western Union Telegraph Company 
and the Pullman Palace Car Company 
and that the action taken does not 
revoke a decision rendered several 
years ago, under which a Kansas law 
taxing these public service corpora­
tions was annulled. The distinction 
made by the Court is that the Massa­
chusetts law taxes corporations 
whose business, is only incidentally 
connected with inter-state commerce, 
while the Kansas law taxed corpora­
tions largely engaged in such com­
merce.

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TALKS STRAIGHT FROM HEART 

Mrs. John Lind Gives Some inside 
Lights on the Troubles of 

Mexico. 

•m'i 4—Ben Benson went to Minneapolis 

Pity for the Mexican women was 
the strongest impression brought 
back from Mexico by Mrs. John Lind, 
who returned yesterday from -Wash­
ington. Mrs. Lind spent two months 
in Mexico with her husband this fall 
while Mr. Lind was executing his mis­
sion as special envoy of President 
Wilson to Huerta. 

"I never saw anything so abject as 
the condition of the women of Mex­
ico," said Mrs. Lind at her home on 
Colfax avenue south, to a reporter of 
the Minneapolis Tribune. "This ap­
plies to all classes. It's common-re­
port in Mexico City that the well-to-
do Mexican keeps a harem. - As for 
women of the peon class, they are 
subjected to terrible abuse at the 
hands of their husbands or male rela­
tives. 

Pulque Shops Called Bad. 
"All around Mexico City for> miles 

you see nothing except the haciendas 
surrounded by fields of maguey, the 
plant from which the Mexicans!; make 
pulque, a drink which produces much 
the same effect as opium, and'.on al­
most every street corner in the city 
is a government drinking shop, 
heard bitter complaints against the 
government for keeping these places 
open at night, the result being that 
the laborers, after receiving their pay, 
often spend it all for pulque and have 
nothing left to take home to, their 
families. Then the women must work, 
and they are abused by their men in 
other ways. 
Drive'Slaves With Whips and;Guns. 

"On these haciendas the peons are 
driven to their work by slave drivers 
with whips and guns. I understand 
all the laborers are paid something, 
the wages running from 25 to 50 cents 
a day, but they are driven hard and 
at times brutally beaten. I met one 
haciendado, or owner of a hacienda, 
an American who came from Minne­
sota. I can't tell you his name, but I 
called him a traitor to his country. 
He kept slave drivers just like the 
rest and he was a strong pro-Huerta 
man. I couldn't talk to him without 
getting cross," added Mrs. Lind. -

This was Mrs. Lind's first allusion 
to politics in Mexico. "I met a num­
ber of Mexicans who were high in of­
ficial circles when they called on Mr. 
Lind," she said in response to a ques­
tion, "and they impressed me as ex­
ceptionally clever, but somehow still 
like children. Huerta appears to be 
much of a child, but Gamboa, who is 
declared by so many to be the real 
brains of the Huerta administration, 
is a wonderfully keen man and a 
scholar. It was common talk in Mex­
ico City that he would have been 
elected president as he appears to be 
very popular, representing, as he 
does, the Catholic party. But it was 
well known there that Huerta sent 
out instructions to his lieutenants 
that Huerta and Blanquet was the 
ticket that must be returned. But 
I'd better not talk politics. 

Little Occasion for Uneasiness. 
I'There was only one time when I 

felt at all uneasy while we were in 
Mexico and that,was when we left 
the train at the capital. Consul Can­
ada at Vera Cruz insisted upon going 
with us to Mexico City. He offered to 
get us a special car, but we refused. 
I said, 'I want to go with the crowd,' 
for we didn't know what might hap­
pen. Then he asked us when we 
would go, but we didn't want the time 
of our trip announced beforehand. So 
Consul Canada said, 'Well, I'll be at 
the train in the morning in case you 
decide to go because my orders are 
to accompany you.' 

"Then when we reached Mexico 
City, after an all day's ride. It was 
very tiresome, although much of the 
country was very beautiful, if' only 
they would grow something else be­
side that pulque plant. There-were 
at least 5,000 persons gathered at the 
station. Mounted police and infantry 
were drawn up on both aide of the 
walk over which we passed to the 
automobile, and I began to feel a lit­
tle uneasy. I kept a little behind Mr. 
Lind, and kept a close watch all 
around, thinking of bombs, but mo til­
ing happened. And all the time we 
were in Mexico, both in the capital 
and at Vera Cruz, we were treated 
with the greatest courtesy, not] only 
by the officals but by the people we 
met on the street, who invariably 
moved off the .walks to, give us room.

"So far as hostility on the part of 
the Mexicans toward the Americans 
is concerned," Mrs. Lind declared, "I 
can hardly blame the Mexicans after 
seeing how a good many Americans 
conduct themselves, in that country. 
Men who have neither position, mon­
ey, nor breeding go down there, get 
a few dollars, and domineer over the 
natives, ill treat their native servants, 
and do everything possible to antag­
onize the Mexicans. The condition of 
the peon class is pitiable. I wish I 
had three or four million dollars to 
spend in establishing schools there. 
Lately the government has been 
drafting boys of 12 and 15 years old 
for the army. I saw one whole com­
pany in which there seemed not to 
be a man more than 18 years old. In 
ordinary times I understand that 
practically the whole army is com­
posed of convicts. 

- Fighting Kept Them in City. 
"We were not allowed to go out­

side Mexico City because the Zapa­
tistas were all around there during 
our stay and fighting was reported al­
most every day. We could only go 
as far-as the Country Club, about five 
miles from the city. We stopped at 
the Terminal hotel most of the time 
we were in the capital because the 
embassy was torn up on account of 
Ambassador Wilson's things being 
moved out for shipment to New York 
All the servants around the embassy 
were Mexicans, including the men ̂ t 
the gate, and I told Mr. O'Shaugh-
nessy, the charge d'affairs, that if 
I were to stop there I'd want Ameri­
cans around the place, especially in 
war times. I lived very quietly there 
We took a siesta in the middle of the. 
day, like the natives, and I was study­
ing Spanish, so that my time was 
pretty well taken up. We met, prac 
tically all the diplomatic corps. Ad­
miral Fletcher gave a luncheon on 
shipboard for Lord Carden, the Brit­
ish minister, and Lady Carden, which 
we attended, and we met several of 
the other ministers. 

Amusing Customs. 
"Many of the native customs amus­

ed us greatly. Great droves of tur 
keys would be driven into the city 
from the country and the men herd 
ing them would drive up one street 
and down the other, going to every 
door until the drove was sold." Some­
times the turkeys would lay eggs in 
the streets, and the herders would 
pick them up, stow them in their 
belts and walk on. Then they used 
to drive cows and goats to the doors 
and milk them for their customers 
That was hard on Mr. Lind, for they 
know absolutely nothing about sani­
tation in Mexico, and he couldn't 
bring himself to drink milk there. As 
he usually drinks a quart a day, it 
was quite a deprivation. 

"Mexico City is a beautiful city 
Chapultepec, the president's palace, 
is one of the finest buildings I have 
seen. Living is cheap, too, not more 
than half as expensive as in the Unit­
ed States, but I don't think I'd care 
to live there."
