
VILLA'S FORGES 
OCCUPY OJINAGA 

Rebels Inflict Crushing Defeat 
on Mexican Army. 

SWARM ACROSS THE BORDER 
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Twenty-eight Hundred Federals Fall 
Into the Hands o fthe Ameri. 

can Boundary Patrol. 

Presidio, Tex., Jan. 12.—Twenty-
eight hundred Mexican federal sol* 
diers, six Mexican generals, 2O0.000 
founds of ammunition, two cannons, 
four large field pieces and 1,500 civil­
ian refugees are in the custody of the 
United States army border patrol as 
the result of the federal army's evac­
uation of Ojlnaga, Mex., its flight to 
American territory and the occupa­
tion of the Mexican village by Gen­
eral Francisco Villa's rebel forces. 

The distress of the refugees is in­
tense. They have scant food and no 
shelter. Men, women, children, dogs, 
chickens and cattle are packed to­
gether in a space covering several 
acres. 

Prom a military standpoint the sit­
uation was regarded as being without 
precedent, since in time of peace the 
United States army never has had to 
surround, disarm, hold in custody and 
care for so large a body of aliens. 
Less than five hundred cavalrymen 
handled the panic stricken mob of al­
most ten times their number. 

Other results of the rebel successes 
which placed General Villa's army in 
undisputed control of a vast section 
of Northern Mexico are: 

Federal Generals Marcedo, Castro, 
Orpinal, Romero, Aduno and Landa 
are In custody of the United States 
troops awaiting their disposition by 
the war department. 

Several Generals Escape. 
General Pascual Orozco and General 

Ynez Salazar, federal volunteer com­
manders, escaped along the border to 
aome point remote from Presidio. Sal­
azar was wounded. They were accom­
panied by General Caraveo and Gen­
eral Rojas and 300 cavalrymen. 

Salazar and Orozco are being watch­
ed for In the United States on indict­
ments charging them with violating 
the neutrality laws. 

General Landa said he was certain 
all the federal generals escaped the 
rebels. 

Charges of cowardice were made 
against Orozco, Salazar and Rojas. 
General Mercado said these generals 
abandoned their troops at the begin­
ning of the battle and thus weakened 
the federal defense. 

The only generals who quit the bat­
tlefield with honor, General Mercado 
•aid, were those who accompanied the 
federal army across the Rio Grande. 

Camped in Ojlnaga, for the posses­
sion of which he had been fighting 
less than twenty-four hours previous­
ly, General Villa started the work of 
establishing rebel government. He 
telegraphed to General Carranza: 

"I have proved my ability to cap­
ture Ojlnaga." 

The whole sweep of land leading 
to the heights of Ojlnaga appeared to 
have been plowed up by the frantic 
rout of the federal army and the eag­
er scramble into the village of Gener­
al Villa's rebels. 

LAY MURDERS TO WOMAN 

Police Theory of Los Angeles Triple 
Tragedy. 

Los Angeles, Jan. 8.—The wife of 
W. M. Melton, the attorney and real 
estate agent killed in the tragedy 
which brought death also to Mrs. 
Mary Graves-Cox and her daughter 
Florence, was located here by the po­
lice. 

A history of the man's life led of­
ficers to conclude that the double mur­
der and suicide were the outcome of 
Melton's inability to meet Ills engage­
ment to marry Mrs. Cox. 

VISCOUNT CROSS STRICKEN 

Prominent British Statesman Dies at 
Advanced Age. 

London, Jan. 9.—Viscount Cross, 
who was one of the most prominent 
Conservative statesmen in England 
about thirty years ago, died here, 
eighty-one years old. i 

He held offices in several cabinets, 
occupying at various times the secre­
taryship of state for the home depart­
ment, the secretaryship of state for 
India and the post of lord privy seal. 

SIMON BUCKNER SUCCUMBS 

Former Kentucky Governor Dies at 
Home Near Lexington. 

Lexington, Ky., Jan. 9.—General Si­
mon Bolivar Buckner, former gover­
nor of Kentucky and candidate for 
vice president on the gold Democratic 
national ticket in 1896, died at his 
borne in Hart county here.

Capetown, Union of South Africa, 
Jan. 11.—Drastic measures have been 
taken by the government of the Union 
of South Africa to prevent serious 
trouble arising out of the strike of 
railway men in the Transvaal and 
Orange State provinces. 

The entire defense forces of South 
Africa, including the regulars and the 
citizens reserve, are being mobilized 
for the protection of property which 
the government believes to be threat­
ened. 

The strikers have tied up railroad 
traffic in the Transvaal and the Or­
ange State, but have not yet succeed­
ed in interfering with transportation 
in Cape Colony and Natal. 

The authorities in mobilizing the 
forces are looking toward a much 
greater danger than that of the strike. 
They fear a possible uprising of the 
thousands of native laborers in the 
mines, some of whom have already 
shown signs of uneasiness. 

URGES HELP FOR RAILROAD 

Boston and Maine in Serious Straits, 
Says Governor Walsh. 

Boston, Jan. 9.—The Boston and 
Maine railroad was the subject of the 
greater part of the inaugural address 
of Governor David L. Walsh. 

He said the road was in serious 
straits and needed help not only from 
the legislature but also from its own 
stockholders. 

As a remedy he suggested formation 
of a new corporation in which the 
stock of the leased lines should be 
merged with those of the Boston and 
Maine.

Albania Prey of Famine. 
Vienna, Jan. J 2.—Private letters 

from Avlona depict Albania as the 
prey* of famine and anarchy. Owing 
to lack of money business is at a 
standstill.

The American-Scandinavian Foun­
dation was endowed by the late Niels 
Poulsen with more than $500,000 to 
maintain an interchange of students 
and teachers and to support other 
forms of educational intercourse be­
tween the United States and the 
Scandinavian countries. The institu­
tion is under the patronage Of the 
kings of Sweden, Denmark and Nor­
way and its funds are administered 
by a self-perpetuating board of trus­
tees. Six fellows of the Foundation 
are now studying at American uni­
versities and two from each Scandi­
navian country will be chosen annual­
ly. In addition stipends are being 
granted to other advanced Scandi­
navian students in American univer­
sities and to American scholars study­
ing in Scandinavia. Residents of the 
United States must make application 
to the trustees before April 1; resi­
dents of the Scandinavian countries 
to the advisory committees before 
Jan. 1 of each year. In January, 1913, 
the Foundation began the publication 
of its own official organ, the Ameri­
can-Scandinavian Review, edited by 
the secretary.

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INCREASE III NEW SETTLERS 

.peport of immigration Commissioner 
w r i •Herman Shows Results of the 

Work, of His Department 

That the state immigration depart­
ment is bringing a "considerable num­
ber of hew setUers to Minnesota is in­
dicated by a statement issued by 
Commissioner Fred D. Sherman, cov­
ering the work of his office for the 
last year, 

Mr. Sherman cited soma significant 
railroad statistics to prove that imml-
graU6n here is on the increase. Dur­
ing 1912 the Minnesota Transfer han­
dled 1,649 ears of immigrant mova­
bles from other states destined to 
Minnesota points, while during the 
first eleven months of 1919 the num­
ber handled was 2,213, a galp. of 564 
over the whole of 1912. While a ma­
jority-of these cars represent only 
one family, some include the goods 
of several families and the commis­
sioner believes the total addition to 
the population indicated by these 
figures will reach 12,000. 

There were also 2,359 homestead en­
tries reported during the year by the 
United States land offices and real 
estate men report a renewed activity 
In sales and a substantial increase in 
values, especially in Northern Minne­
sota. 

The department has conducted an 
extensive advertising campaign which 
has resulted in 30̂ 000 Inquiries from 
other states as to conditions here. To 
each of these personal letters have 
been sent, together with literature 
concerning Minnesota opportunities. 
Exhibits of Minnesota products were 
maintained at the Indiana and Illinois 
state fairs and at the Chicago Land 
Show. 

PROBABLE CASE OF SUICIDE 

Young Couple Found Dead in Gas 
. Filled Room. 

Mr. and Mrs. Arthur Stevens, 
married three months, were found 
dead, locked in each other's arms, 
in their room at a Minneapolis lodg­
ing house. Gas rushing from a tube 
filled the room. The police believe 
the couple committed suicide when 
the struggle for existence in a strange 
city appeared hopeless. 

The young couple engaged a room 
at the house a few days ago, accord­
ing to the owner, Mrs. V. Mason. 
They kept aloof from the other lodg­
ers and talked little about themselves, 
even to Mrs. Mason. She told the 
police that Mrs. Stevens said she 
came from Duluth and had been mar­
ried there in October. She gave her 
age and that of her husband as nine­
teen years. 

A gas pipe had been wrenched 
loose, allowing the gas to escape. 

WOUNDED POLICEMAN DIES 

Two for Austrians Held at Duluth 
Murder in First Degree. 

Patrolman Neil Mooney of New 
Duluth, shot by an Austrian arrested 
for carrying concealed weapons; is 
dead. Joseph Zori, aged twenty-one, 
arrested at South Superior as he was 
trying to get a train for the Twin 
Cities, was identified by the dying! po­
liceman as the man who fired the 
shot and later the prisoner confessed. 
His companion, Sava Rekoc, was taken 
at his boarding house at the Gary 
steel plant. Both men have been 
working at the plant since their ar­
rival from. Austria a few months ago. 
They have been turned over to the 
grand jury, which is in - session, 
charged with murder in the first de­
gree.

Expires Suddenly After Skating Four 
Hours. 

Hiram Hoiby, nineteen years of 
age, a senior at the North high 
school at Minneapolis, dropped dead 
from overexertion after four hours 
spent on the ice at North Commons.

Minneapolis Man Attacks Nonpartisan 

Election Law. 
Suit to test the validity of the 

nonpartisan- election law * of 1912 
has been started in the benhepin 
county district «mrt at-Mtaneapolis. 
The petitioner, N. Frederick %)lson, 
contends that the law making mem­
bers of the legislature and county of­
ficers nonpartisan is void because It 
contains more than one subject which 
Is not expressed in Its title, as the 
state constitution requires. 

If the petitioner is sustained every 
filing made up to date for the primary 
election next June is void. A deci­
sion against the act of 1913 would 
nullify several changes in the elecŝ  
tton laws, as follow!: 

Changing the date of the primary 
election from September to the third 
Tuesday of June. 

Making members of the legislature 
and county officers nonpartisan. 

Prohibiting nominations by petition 
for nonpartisan offices. 

Providing for election of county sur­
veyor without a primary. 

Legalising "Bull Moose" party. 

NO OTHER PARTY CONTEST 

Republicans Alone Will Go on Min­
nesota Primary Ballot 

Because of a provision in the state 
primary election law it is probable 
that only the Republican state ticket 
will be voted oh at the primaries on 
June 16 and that a statewide oppor­
tunity will be given to members of 
other parties to assist in picking the 
Republican candidates. 

The law says that when a candidate 
of a party has no opposition for the 
nomination at the primaries his name 
shall not go on the ballot until the 
general election. Should there be no 
contests for nominations in the Demo­
cratic, Public Ownership, Prohibition 
and Progressive parties, and this in 
most instances seems certain, there 
will be no state ticket for these par­
ties in the field and their members 
can participate in the choice of the 
Republican standard bearers. 

JEALOUS FARMER 
SLAYS TWO MEN 

Work by Tak­
ing His Own Life. 

Jealous of the visits sixteen-year-
old Nora Hall made to two elderly 
bachelors of Paupores, St. Louis coun­
ty, Harry Reely, a farmer, said to be 
half-witted, shot and killed both men 
and then killed himself. He was thir­
ty-five years old. 

The victims are Sandy Rogers, sixty 
years old, and David Craig, fifty-seven 
years .old. The men lived together. 
Rogers was found at the foot of a 
stairway with a gunshot wound in his 
neck. In another room Craig was 
found on a cot with the top of his 
bead blown off. 

The finding of Reely's body on the 
bank of the S t Louis river led to an 
investigation, which disclosed the 
other murders. 

In a letter to Miss Hall, Reely said 
that unless she stopped visiting the 
two bachelors he would kill them. 
The girl lived with her grandparents, 
Mr. and Mrs. Jacob Zearley, a short 
distance from the home of the mur­
dered men. She had not encouraged 
Reely's attentions, it is declared, 
but rather spurned them. 

The girl thought the note was a 
joke and showed it to several of her 
friends. Her mother frequently sent 
her to the bachelors' home on errands 
and on other occasions the girl made 
friendly visits upon the elderly men. 

Reely's parents live near Paupores, 
which is twenty-five miles west of Du­
luth. 

WOLVES KILL LONE INDIAN 
Slays Nine Animals in North Before 

v He Is Overcome. 
After emptying his rifle and fighting 

desperately with his knife, killing nine 
wolves, a lone Indian on the Lake of 
the Woods, thirty-five miles from 
Warroad, was torn to pieces by the 
rest of the beasts that had attacked 
him. His bones were found stripped 
of every vestige of flesh. The nine 
carcasses of the dead wolves that he 
had killed were lying near. 

This is the first fatality of the kind 
reported this winter. The wolves are 
starving because of the lack of show, 
which makes it easy for them to over­
take deer i n the woods, and they are 
traveling on the lake in'large packs 
of thirty or more animals.
