Sweden Will Not Form Alliance With 

Germany to Protect Herself From 

Russia—Norwegians Own Nearly 

Eight Million Acres of North Dako­

ta Land—Marriage of Prinoe Aage 

Great Surprise to Danish Royalty.

Sweden and Norway are growing 
increasingly uneasy, says the Port­
land Oregonian, over the advance of 
Russia in the north' of Europe. The 
autocracy has Finland almost digested 
and when that task is done Scandi­
navia will be devoured unless some­
thing happens to hinder. Holy Rus­
sia has looked with longing eyes on 
the Scandinavian peninsula for many 
years. Its conquest would bring the 
czar into the heart of Europe. The 
Swedes and Norwegians feel their 
danger and are arming as fast as 
their resources permit In strong con­
trast to this comment a Stockholm 
correspondent says: "The zeal with 
which Russia, and, according to Rus­
sia, Germany also, have worked 
espionage methods in Sweden ap­
pears to point to the possibility of a 
war between the two. The recently 
discovered espionage headquarters in 
Copenhagen, where Russia spreads 
its net over Scandinavia, is now de­
serted and the Russian embassy is to 
be supplied with new men. Whether, 
however, a stop can be put to the 
espionage trade is another question. 
All three Scandinavian countries wish 
to stand on a strictly neutral ground 
and their defense increase is only for 
the purpose of protecting this neu­
trality. Now and then voices are 
heard urging Sweden to join an alli­
ance with Germany and the triple al­
liance to protect itself from the dan­
ger of Russian annexation. The ad­
vantage of such a step has been much 
discussed in German and French pa­
pers. However, the 'friends of Ger­
many,' who desire such an alliance, 
are not so numerous that one needs 
to attach any importance to them. All 
the political parties agree that neu­
trality is the only policy that Sweden 
should follow."

consul at Minneapolis since the re­
moval of C. A. Smith to California, 
has been advanced to the full rank 
of consul by King Gustaf. The ap­
pointment, made Jan. 26 In Stock­
holm, has just been received by Mr. 

It followed acceptance 
of the resignation of Mr. Smith. Mr. 
Wallerstedt's jurisdiction extends to 
the states of Minnesota, North and 
South Dakota, Montana, Wyoming, 
Colorado, Nebraska and New Mexico. 
Consul Wallerstedt is a former news­
paper man of Stockholm. He came 
to the United States in April, 1907.

King Gustaf on Feb. 17 approved 
the selection of Dr. Knut Hammars-
kiold for the new cabinet in which 
the latter will be premier and minis­
ter of war. K. A. Wallenberg has 
been chosen for the ministry of for­
eign affairs; M. Boostrom, marine, 
and M. Vennersten, finance. The cab­
inet is regarded as representing the 
king rather than any political party 
and its chief aim will be to carry out 
the king's policies.

Alfred Gabrielson of Fargo, who 
leaves for Christianta, Norway, In 
March to represent that state at the 
centennial exhibition in the Norwe­
gian capital, Is sponsor for the state­
ment that Norwegians own 7,867,140 
acres of land in North Dakota and 
with charts and pictures he proposes 
to show the Norwegians In the home­
land the achievements of Norwegian 
sons and daughters piLihe plains of 

North Dakota. The North Dakota ex­
hibit, of which Mr. Gabrlelsoh will 
have charge, will include 900 photo­
graphs of farm houses ranging in val­
ue from 12,000 to $12,000. The latter 
are modern in every respect. The 
development from pioneer life to 
modern farming will be illustrated by 
two model farms now being made by 
efficient artists. One will show a sod-
house jutting above the level prairie, 
and a farmer turning the soil with the 
aid of a pair of oxen. The other 
will be a replica of a modern farm 
near Rugby, with modern buildings 
and machinery and which fifteen years 
ago was a wild homestead. North 
Dakota has been allotted 400 square 
feet of space in one of the exposition 
buildings and the photographs and 
maps will he advantageously ar­
ranged and decorated with sheaves 
of grain, grasses and forage plants. 
Souvenir books giving a history of 
the development of the state and sta­
tistics relating to its Norwegian citi­
zens will also be distributed.

ORDINANCE NO. 144. 
An Ordinance Forbidding Obscenity. 
•t Be it ordained by the City of Will­
mar as follows: 

-Section 1. No person shall appear 
within the limits of the City of Will­
mar in a state of nudity, or in a dress 
not becoming to his or her sex, or in 
any indecent, immoral or lewd dress, 
nor shall any person, within the lim­
its of said City, make any indecent, 
lewd or immoral, exposure of his or 
her person, or commit any indecent, 
Immoral, lewd or filthy act, or exhibit, 
sell or offer to sell any indecent, ob­
scene or lewd book, picture or other 
thing, or exhibit or perform any in­
decent, immoral or lewd play, per­
formance or other representation. 

Section 2. No person within the 
limits of the City of Willmar shall 
use any lewd, obscene, indecent, im­
moral or insulting language. 

Section- 3. Any person violating 
any provision of this ordinance shall, 
upon conviction thereof before the 
Municipal Court of the City of Will­
mar or before any Court having juris­
diction, be punished by a fine of not 
less than $10.00 nor more than $100.00 
or by imprisonment for not less than 
ten nor more than ninety days. 

Section 4. All ordinances or parts 
of ordinances inconsistent herewith 
are hereby repealed. 

Section 5. This ordinance shall 
take effect and be in force from *nd 
after its publication.

ORDINANCE NO. 145. 
An Ordinance to License and Regu­

late Peddlers. 
Be it ordained by the City of Will­

mar as follows: 
Section 1. No person shall sell any 

goods, wares or merchandise with­
in the limits of the City of Willmar, 
by peddling the same from house to 
house or from place to place" or upon 
any street, alley or public grounds, 
without first having obtained a lic­
ense therefor as in this ordinance 
provided. 

Section 2. Any person desiring a 
license to peddle, as in Section 1 here­
of provided, shall apply to the City 
Clerk therefor, and shall pay to said 
Clerk for sueh license the sum of Five 
($6.00) Dollars for each and every 
day for which such license is grant­
ed. Upon payment of the required 
fee the Clerk shall issue to the appli­
cant a proper license explicitly speci­
fying the dates upon which said lic­
ense is in effect and the date of the 
expiration thereof. 

Section 3. Any person violating 
any of the provisions of this ordinance 
shall, upon conviction thereof before 
the Municipal Court of said City or 
before any Court having jurisdiction, 
be punished by a fine of not less than 
$5.00 nor more than $60.00 or by im­
prisonment for not less than five nor 
more than sixty days. 

Section 4. All ordinances or parts 
of ordinances inconsistent herewith 
are hereby repealed. 

Section 6.—This ordinance shall 
take effect and be in force from and 
after its publication.

It shall be the duty of 
the Chief of Police of the City of 
Willmar, whenever it shall come to 
his knowledge that any person is vio­
lating any of the provisions of this 
ordinance, to forthwith serve upon 
such person a: written notice, requir- ,r 
ing him to remove the hay..or s traw^ 
kept or had in violation hereof* or"to"*" 
inclose the same as herein provided, 
within such reasonable time as may 
be named in said notice, not exceed- >-
ing ten (10) days, and it shall there- ~; 
upon become the duty of the person *" 
so served with notice as aforesaid to 
comply with the provisions of said 
notice within the time named therein^ 

Section 4. Any person violating * 
any of the provisions of this' ordi­
nance or failing to comply with the 
provisions of the notice herein men- ' 
tloned within the time specified 
therein, shall, upon conviction there­
of before the Municipal Court of said 
City or before any Court having juris­
diction, be punished by a fine: of not 
leas than $5.00 nor more, than 150.00 
or by imprisonment for not less than 
five nor more than sixty days.
