shown more plainly in this campaign 
than he ever had occasion to show be­
fore, and that is devotion to duty. When 
called by 1100 of his party associates 
to become their candidate for governor 
he sacrificed a certainty for an uncer­
tainty. And then, when he knew that 
his presence in the campaign in Minne­
sota meant a great deal to him person­
ally he sacrificed his personal consider 
ations to attend to his official duties as 
member of the most important House 
committee during the preparation of 
some of the most Important legislation 
proposed and carried out during the last 
half century.
