The Trainmen's Side in a Nutshell.:‘

In & publication issued by the|
Transportation  Brotherhoods from |
their (leveland office, appears the
following digest of the trainmen's |
settlement: !

“Railroad officials lay much stress |

all railroad emploves now receive 28
per cvent of the total wages paid.’
“This claim means nothing what-
ever, because it fails to take into con-
sideration the years of preparation
for the job and the fact that the line

when a train emplove leaves on his
run he is never sure when he will re-
turn.

“The last annual report of the in-
terstate commmerce commission shows
that a trainman is killed on an aver-
age of every 4 hours and 40 minutes,
amd a man crippled every 3 minutes
and 30 seconds. And this does not|
tell all the story, because if a man |
does not die from his injuries within |
24 hours he is not reported to the
commission as killed, and unless the
injury disables him for three days he
is not counted as injured.

“Out of every 100 men who start
work as firemen, only 17 ever become
engineers; out of every 100 men who
do become engineers only six become
passenger engineers,

“The average length of service is
| eleven and a half years.

“Train service employes are picked
men in every sense of the word.

“Few realize the rigid physical ex-
' amination they are required to pass
[and which is more severe than the
| United States government requires
| for enlistment in the army or navy.

| “Physical examinations are repeat-
'ed every two or three years.
“Eyesight, hearing, color percep-
|ti0n. heart action and blood pressure
care all scrutinized closely.
. “"Although the United States gov-
ernment prohibits by law the con-
tinuous employment of a train em-
ploye more than 16 hours, it is worthy
of note that in 1915 there were 78,940
violations reported by the railroads
| themselves.

“Under the rates of pay now receiv-
ed by the men, they must workk from
12 to 20 hours in order to earn enough
| to be on a par with the wage earners
in other trades.

“What a man receives per hour is
the only proper basis for discussing
| wages. The following table shows
| the prevailing wazes received per
| hour by freight crews, as compared
| to other organized trades:

Locomotive engineers ......... 48156¢c
| Dricklayers, plasterers, ete....... 75¢

Locomotive firemen ............. 3le
];l'arpenters. painters. ete......... T0e

The St Clond Democerat found in
orthodoxy a foe almost as powerful
and persistent as slavery itself. In a
local controversy about dancing, 1
recommended that amusement as the
only substitute for lascivious plays,
and this was eagerly seized wpon by
those who saw nothing wrong in
wholesale concubinage of the South.
A fierce attack was made on The
Demoerat by a zealous Daptist minis-
ter: to which I replied, when it was
announced and proclaimed that on a
certain Sabbath, at 10 a, m., this min-
ister would answer The Democrat.
At the appointed hour the house over-
fiowed, and people erowded around the
doors and windows, while Gen Low-
rie occupied a prominent seat in the
audience.

It surely was an odd sigint to see
that preacher mount the stand, carry-
ing an open copy of The Democrat,
lay it down beside the Bible, and read
verse about from the two documents.
The sermon was as odd as the text.
It disposed of me by the summary
mode of denunciation, but also dispos-
ed of David. Solomon and Miriam at
the same time. When 1 gave the dis-
course a careful Scriptural criticism,
[ carried the community, and was
strengthened by the controversy. But
another, more serious and ganeral dis-
pute was at hand.

When Theodore Parker died, the

| orthodox press from Maine to Georgia

handed him over to Satan to be tor-
mented; and then my reputation for
heresy reached its flood-tide.

Rev. John Renwick, one of our Cov-
enanter martyrs, was my ideal of a
Christian, and when he lay in the Ed-
inburg prison under sentence of death
him to
conform and save his life. They said
to him:

“Dinna ye think that we, who ha’
conformit may be saved?”

“Aye, aye. God forbid that I should
limit his grace.”

“An’ dina ve think, ye too could be
saved and conform?”

“Oh. aye aye. The blood of Christ
cleanseth fra all sin.”

“Weel, what mair do yve wrant, than
the salvation o' ver saul?”

“Mair, mickle mair! 1 want to hon-
or my Master, and bear witness to the
truth.”

To satisfy this want, he «died a fel
on's death. The central idea of that
old hero-making ‘. estminister theol-
ogy was, that man's chief end is to
glorify God first, and enjoy him for
ever when that is done. In all the re
ligious training or my youth., 1 had
never heard the term “seek =salva-
tion.” We were to seek the privilege
of serving God; vet I was willing to
be dead-headed into heaven, with the
rest of the Presbyterians.

A Protestant Episcopal convention
had pointedly refused to advise mem-
bers of that church to respect the
marriage relation among their slaves,
and so had dimmed the Elizabethian
glory of a church which once stood for
freedom so nobly that the winds and
waves became her allies, and crowned
her with wvictory. The General As-
sembly had laid the honor of its mar-
tyrs in the dust by endorsing human
slavery: and I must be false to every
conviction if I did not protest against
calling that Christianity which held
out crowns of glory to man-thieves
and their abettors, and everlasting
torments to those who had spent their
lives glorifying God and bearing wit-
ness to the truth. My defense of Par-
ker and unwillingness to have all Un-
itarians sent to the other side of the
Great Gulf, won for me a prominent
place among those whom the churches
pronounced “Infidels.”

But there came a time when “Provi-
dence” seemed to be on the side of
the slave.

Rev. J. Calhoun was a highly-cul
tured gentleman, a Presbyterian cler-
gyvman, and one of those urbane men
who add force and dignity to any
opinion. His wife was Gen. Lowrie's
only sister. He preached gratuitously
in St. Cloud, and Border Ruffianism
and Slavery gained respectability
through their connection, when he and
his wife made that fatal plunge oft
the bridge in St. Cloud—a plunge
which sent a thrill of horror through
the land. I accompanied my sympath-
etie, respectful obituary notice, with
the statement that the costly cutter
wrecked, and the valuable horse in-
stantly killed, were both purchased
with money obtained by the sale of a
woman and her child, who had been
held as slaves in Minnesota, in defi-
ance of her law, and been taken by
this popular divine to a Tennessee
auction block.

The accident was entirely owing to
the unprecedented and unaccountable
behavior of that horse, and people
shuddered with a new horror on be-
ing reminded of the price which had
been paid for him—bodies and souls
of two citizens and the honor of that
free State.

The leaders
of progress did not shrink from asso-
ciation with the rude forces of sav-
ages and mother nature.

St. Cloud was the advance post of
that march of civilization by which
the Northern Pacific railroad has since
sought to reach the Sasecatchewan, a
territory yet to be made into five
wheat-growing States as large as Illi-
nois. All the Hudson Bay goods from
Flurope passed out doors, in wagons
or on sleds, under the care of the
Burbanks, the great mail ecarriers and
express men of Minnesota, and once
they brought a young lady who had
come by express from Glasgow, Scot-
land, and been placed under the
charge of their agent at New York,
and whom they handed over to the
officer she had come to marry on the
shores of Hudson Bay. But their
teams usually came east with little
freight, as the furs sent to Europe
came down in carts, not one of which
had so much iron as a nail in them,
and which came in long, creaking
trains, drawn by oxen or Indian pon-
ies.

In each train there was generally
one gorgeous equipage—a cart paint-
ed blue, with a canvass cover, drawn
by one large white ox in raw-hide
harness. In this coach of state rode
the lady of the train—who was gen-
erally a half-breed—on her way to
do her s=hopping in St. Paul. Once
the lady was a full-blooded Indian, and
had her baby with her, neatly dressed
and strapped to a board. A bandage
across the forehead held the head in
place, and every portion of the body
was as secure as board and bandages
could make them, except the arms
from the elbow down, but no danger
of the little fellow sucking his thumb.
His lady mamma did not have to hold
him, for he was stood up in a corner
like a cane or umbrella, and seemed
quite comfortable as well as content.
She had traveled seven weeks, had
come seventeen hundred miles to pur-
chase some dresses and trinkets, and
would no doubt be a profitable cus-
tomer to St. Paul merchants, for the
lady of the train was a person of
wealth and authority, always the wife
of the commander-in-chief, and her
sentence of death might have been
fatal to any man in it.

In these trains were always found
Indians filling positions as useful lab-
orers, for the English government
never gave premiums for idleness and
vagabondism among Indians, by feed-
ing and clothing them without effort
on their own part. Their dexterity
in turning griddle cakes, by shaking
the pan and giving it a jerk which
sent the cake up into the air and
brought it down square into the pan
other side up, would have made Bid-
dy's head whirl to see.

The “Gov. Ramsey” was the first
steamboat which ran above the falls
of St. Anthony, and in the spring of
‘59 she was steamed and hawsered up
the Sauk Rapids, and ran two hundred
miles, until the falls of Pokegamy of
fered insurmountable barriers to fur-
ther progress. It was thought impos-
sible to get her down again, there
was no business for her, and she lay
useless until, the next winter, Anson
Northup took out her machinery and
drew it across on sleds to the Red
River of the North, where it was built
into the first steamboat which ever
ran on that river.

Before starting on his expedition,
Mr. Northup came to the Democrat
office to leave an advertisement and
ask me to appeal to the public for aid
in provisions and feed to be furnished
along the route. He was in a Buffalo
suit, from his ears to his feet, and
looked like a bale of furs. On his
head he wore a fox skin cap with the
nose lying on the two paws of the an-
imal just between his eyes, the tail
hanging down between his shoulders.
He was a brave, strong man, and car-
ried out his project, which to most
people was wild.

Nothing seemed more important
than the cultivation of health for the
people, and to this I gave much earn-
est attention, often expressed in the
form of badinage. There were so
many young housekeepers that there
was much need of teachers. 1 tried
to get the New England women to
stop feeding their families on dough—
especially hot soda dough—and to
substitute well-baked bread as a
steady article of diet. In trying to
wean them from cake, I told of a time
when chaos reigned on earth, long be-
fore the days of the mastodons, but
even then, New England women were
up making cake, and would certainly
be found at that business when the
last trump sounded. DBut they bore
with “my crochets” very patiently,
and even seemed to enjoy them.

Litchfield Gets a Cannon.

Congressman Volstead on the elev-
enth of this month had a cannon for
Litchfield included in the list of
towns to receive condemned cannon
in the bill that was passed on that
day. Now when Litchfield wants to
celebrate she will have a big gun to
make a noise with.—News-Ledger,
