It
was found that the notices required
by law to be given had been duly
posted and published and sent to the
different clerks of school districts af-
fected. On motion, duly made and
seconded and carried by a full vote
of the Board, the petition was ac-
cepted and granted whereupon the
following oi1der was issued and
adopted:

Order Forming New School District.

Whereas, A petition signed and
duly acknowledged by a majority of
the freeholders who are entitled to
vote at school meetings in their re-
spective districts, residing within the
territory of the proposed new school
district asking for the formation of a
rew school distriet, which shall em-
brace the territory hereinafter de-
scribed, with the approval of the
County Superintendent of Schools en-
dorsed thereon, was presented to the
County Board of this County, at a
session of said Board held on the 10th
day of July, A. D. 1916, for the action
of said Board thereon;

And Whereas, It was then ordered
by said Board that a hearing should
be had on said petition, at a session
of said Board on the 12th day of Sep-
tember, A. D. 1916, at 2 o'clock in the
afternoon of said day at the County
Auditor’'s office in tke City of Will-
mar in said County;

And Whereas, Due notice of the
time and place of such hearing has
been given by posting a copy of said
notice in three of the most public
places in each of the school districts
to be affected by sald petition ten
days prior to the day of such hearing,
and by mailing to the Clerk of each
of said school districts so affected
