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THE DANGER OF JINGOISM 

We have had in mind, a mind die 
tracted too much by many local mat­
ters, for some days to write our views 
on the war situation. Here comes 
Bro. Ounnar BJornson of Minneota, 
and speaks his mind in a way that 
has our full approval and for that rea 
son we use our scissors and appropri 
ate hia editorial: 

Who is the patriotic citizen? 
Is it the man who is running around 

with a chip on his shoulder shouting: 
"To hell with Germany!" 

Or, i s it the man who is conserv­
ative and who wants to know what 
all this fuss i s about before he gives 
his unqualified indorsement of a wai 
policy? 

There was a time when it was ac­
cepted aa the only true gospel, as fai 
as a man's duty in matters pertaining 
to his country were concerned that: 
"His was not to reason why, his was 
but to do and die." 

But that time has passed 
The average American wants to 

know. 
He does not blindly accept the die 

tates of anyone. 
The fact that some man has been 

elected to a position of honor and 
trust—elevated to that position by the 
votes of those who believed him cap 
able of filling it—does not make that 
man infallible, nor does i t give .him a 
situation of eminence -before- which 
the better judgment of .the people 
must, as a matter of fact, > bow 

In this country the people are eu 
preme—that is in theory. 

Of course, no sane man will con­
tend that -the people, in this country, 
are supreme in fact But in theory 
we are supreme. Our national struc­
ture i s builtJipon the .supposition, the 
assumption/ that the people rule. We 
are supposed to be a self-governing 
nation. That ,'there is a good deal of 
a joke about that no one will* deny, 
but the fact remain* that in the 
school books-we are so considered, 
and in the mind* of the unthinking we 
are so accepted. 

The common viewpoint is that we 
do rule—that is, we, the people. 

If that is a fact, w e meaev a theo­
retical tact, then it m u s t follow, *hatt> 
when i t comes to matters of import­
ance the people, and not any one man, 
no matter how perfect, or how holy 
that man rmay be in the e y e s of his 

deciding voice.

there is not a single reason that can 
be urged against the people deeldlng 
momentous questions, aa they e e e fit 
to decide them, from the standpoint 
of our theory of government. 

Of course, there are many reasons 
against this from other standpoints. 
The people are not in sympathy with 
the ideas of big business and big cap­
ital and they have not fully realised 
the fact, as yet,'that they exist only 
for th amusement and enrichment of 
the "upper classes " Of what use id 
society is the common man, except 
as he contributes to the comfort and 
enjoyment of the man higher up? 

It is the man with the money, the 
man with the power, the man with the 
grip on the government that rules the 
world. 

The trouble i s that nations, like in­
dividuals^ are-prone to swell up and 
get the notion-that the salvation of 
the world depends' upon their own in­
dividual efforts. 

There is nothing to it. 
The people of Europe know their 

own business and" can look after their 
own affairs a great deal better than 
America can do it We are not the 
appointed guardian of the rights of 
nations. If other nations do not agree 
what affair i s that*of ours? 

Would it not be better for us to at­
tend to our own business and let the 

I affairs of others alone? 
L Once upon, a time there was a man 
I in this country by the name of George 

Washington He did a good deal for 
his country and his word was consid­
ered of some consequence. 

What was Washington's last advice 
to the country of which he has been 
called father? 

Tbis: "Shun entangling alliances 
with Europe." 

That was the great admonition of 
his farewell address. 

That was- the.master thought of one 
of the greatest discourses that have 
been delivered in this country. 

So far we have been able to heed 
the admonition;—and let every loyal 
citizen of this country pray to God 
that w t may continue to heed it. 

Let us pray that we may be guided 
by the spirit of George Washington 
and not by the damnable greed of the 
munition manufacturers and other 
corporate interests that will benefit 
by war. 

• • • 
The people of this country elected 

President Wilson because of one 
thins;—and only one. That one thing 
was the popular notion that he had 
"k»pt*us out of war." 

By every rule of the political game 
Wilson should have lost the last elec­
tion. But he did not. He was saved 
because the common people believed 
that he had kept us out of war. 

The merits of that notion w e do not 
care to discuss at this time. Whether 
it was Wilson who kept us out of war 
is a matter upon which the "doctors 
may disagree." 

But this fact remains: The common 
people believed that he did. They 
elected him becouse they so believed. 
They elected him in the face of the 
war-crazy Roosevelt who protested in 
the name of all that which he thought 
would appeal to the people. 

Does thfs place an obligation upon 
President Wilson? 

We believe it does. We solemnly 
believe it does. 

During the whole of the campaign 
President Wilson posed before the 
country as a man of peace. He was 
everywhere hailed as the great peace 
messenger. We all cheered him be­
cause we had faith in his ability to 
keep faith with the traditions of this 
eountry, we felt that he believed in 
the principles laid down by George 
Washington and we rested assured 
that with him, at the helm of the ship 
of state, there would be no war, un­
less It was necessary to repel the in­
vasion of a foreign foe. 

Today the people of this country— 
where they are not blinded by the in­
sane enthusiasm of war-jlngoists—are 
prayings to God that President Wilson 
may be so guided'that he will be able 
to keep himself out of "entangling 
alliances" with Europe; and the coun­
try out of war. 

That i s the prayer of every mother 
and father who have to contribute. In 
the event of war. that which is dearer 
to them than all else, their children 

Reports from the state capitol in­
dicate that the politicians figure on 
being successful in staying the march 
of progress—that they will juggle the 
election laws with the view of legal­
izing partisan conventions to ba held 
to name candidates for office, and thus 
restore to the political schemers and 
the interests they represent some of 
the power which, the people of Minne­
sota in an unguarded moment had 
been able to secure for themselves. 

We don't believe the legislators 
will dare do this. It is said the Re­
publican state organisation will force 
thru this legislation. So much the 
worse for said Republican organiza­
tion. It may'be able "to lead the 
horse to water, but It cannot force it 
to drink." The, idea that you can build 
and maintain political parties by law 
is entirely erroneous. When the polit­
ical party ceases to be a free agent 
its usefulness in crystalizing public 
sentiment is gone. 

If there i s anything in our present 
laws which prohibits, political parties 
or groups of citizens to call represen­
tative gatherings to decide upon stan­
dard bearers and- candidates to be 
supported by members of such par­
ties, repeal such provisions. We do 
not believe there are any such pro­
visions. But dont ask the govern­
ment to legalize the doings of any 
such convention, nor the taxpayers to 
stand the expense of running party 
primaries or caucuses. ' 

Cut out all the red-tape that is be­
coming more snarled <and difficult to 
entangle after every revision of the 
election laws. Simplify the whole 
business, reduce the expense, and in­
sure majority elections by a very sim­
ple expedient. An expedient that will 
return us to first principles as they 
existed from 1776 to 1892, and still 
safeguard the sanctity of the ballot 
box and a fair count.

To do this under the Australian bal­
lot system, it is necessary to abolish 
the party name from the ballot.

That is a very simple thing to do, 
but it will be most effective. 

Now don't dismiss this as imprac­
tical without a serious thought. Would 
it lead to chaotic conditions? No. 
Would it kill legitimate political par­
ties? No. Would it prevent the op­
eration of legalized political machines 
which trim their sails to catch every 
wind that blows in order to control 
the offices. It would do so, decidedly 
Such outfits would have to be able "to 
fool all the people all the time" in or­
der to be successful. 

The state should furnish the people 
a simple and safe means of express­
ing their will at the ballot box—and 
then let the people do the rest. 

The state should provide one pri 
mary election to eliminate minority 
candidates, and a general election to 
elect its officials by a majority vote 
from the two candidates -having the 
highest vote for each office at the 
primary. 

Think it over. Look at the propo­
sition from any angle you like. If 
you are open-minded and desire a per­
fectly square deal in the election 
laws, you will be compelled to admit 
that we are right. 

If you must juggle the election 
laws, improve them. Don't go away 
back in the mire! Don't turn back 
the hands of progress! 

Go to some Eastern State where the 
political party machines are supreme, 
and watch how they run their elec­
tions. Then come back to our good 
old North Star State and thank God 
that we have more progressive laws 
which encourage political independ­
ence, recognize the citizens as think­
ing people Instead of mere automat­
ons, and safeguard the will of the ma­
jority to a much greater degree than 
where the political boss has absolute 
sway! 

Mr. Legislator, keep Minnesota 
looking forward! 

MILITARISM AND THE SCHOOLS. 
We publish the following clipping 

by request of Mr. J. S. Chrlstenson 
of Lake Andrew: 

(From the Patriot Phalanx.) 
Under the drive of a well financed 

and aggressive military combine at 
the capital city, at Washington, it is 
being planned for legislation to reach 
out for the children of the United 
States. They are to be claimed for 
the army and navy under the cloak of 
"preparedness." The mothers' boys, 
from the ages of twenty to twenty-
three, are to be trained for war on the 
plea of "healthful exercise." 

"The thing you would put into the 
life of a nation you must put into its 
schools." From the public schools 
has been taken the Bible, with its 
teachings of love and truth and hon­
esty, and Its tenderness toward the 
weak, its bidding to "do Justice, to 
love mercy, and walk humbly with 
thy God." There will now be an at­
tempt to put into the schools ideas of 
war with Its pride and pomp, its hate 
and ruthlessness Instead of the Bi­
ble there is to be introduced militar­
ism, summer training camps, the hard­
ening of hearts, brute force, the old 
law of an eye for an eye, a tooth for 
a tooth; all this by a race which 
claims to have walked some nineteen 
hundred years in the footsteps of Him 
whom we profess with our lips to love 
and obey. 

Alt this for "preparedness." For 
"preparedness" there has been laid a 
burden of taxation upon us for the 
payment for guns and dreadnaughts 
and forts and gold-braid officers; for 
submarines and airplanes and powder 
and shrapnel and engines of destruc­
tion innumerable; a burden which will 
oppress us and our children and our 
children's children. For these wicked 
things the children must be stinted in 
their food, their clothing, their educa­
tion; all their advantages and oppor­
tunities. 

The militarists have gained vastly 
greater power in our government, in 
the past three years, than a patient, 
unresisting people dream; they are 
now preparing to rivet it on and cinch 
it down with the aid of a money con­
trolled press, moving pictures and 
legislation. 
* While the nations of Europe, in a 

complete gehenna of slaughter, mis­
ery and ghastly death, are reaping the 
fruit of militarism, this nation must 
arouse itself and throw off the black 
destruction which is being stealthily 
thrust upon it 

"Your gold and your silver are rust­
ed, and their rust shall be for a testi­
mony against you. and shall eat your 
flesh as fire" What is the rust of 
silver and gold but the waste of it for 
war and destruction, for drunkenness, 
sin and folly? 

We do not need compulsory mili­
tary training for children; we need 
food and clothing. We do not need 
to teach them how to kill; we need 
to teach them how to preserve life 
and make the most of it. We do not 
need to teach them the law of whole­
sale murder and robbery; we need to 
teach them the law of love and mercy. 
The law of love and mercy "blesseth 
him that gives and him that takes." 
The law of might curseth him that 
gives and him that takes. 

'Germany is an illustration of the 
latter law. They took the earnings of 
the people for war purposes. They 
took their youths from useful em­
ployment and taught them to make 
war. They talked of "world power" 
and drank to "the day!" "The day" 
is here, and Germany is a besieged 
nation; the grave yard of millions'; a 
house of mourning. Our hearts go out 
to her in pity, and to all the other na­
tions dragged; Into the bloody ghastly 
destruction wrought on Europe today 
by militarism backed by money. 

"Resist beginnings," warned the 
great thinker, Thomas Carlisle. And 
"resist beginnings," is the trumpet 
call which should sweep the United 
States today, or this nation, too, will 
go down In a welter of blood, under 
the iron heel of militarism; the "rust 
of its gold and Its silver which shall 
eat of its flesh as fire "—Patriot Phal­

Relating to Pending Legislation. 
_ There is now before the Minnesota 
legislature a bill "For an Act to Pro­
vide for the Organization of Co-opera­
tive Business Corporations and to De­
fine the Same" (H F No. 23.) intro­
duced by Representative Magnus 
Johnson of Meeker county. 

This bill is in all its provisions but 
one, a lmost an exact copy of the Wis­
consin co-operative law, which is gen­
erally considered by co-operators to 
be the best co-operative law now in 
force in a n y state of this country. 

The bill introduced by Mr. Johnson 
differs from the cooperative law of 
Wisconsin in the provisions made for 
returning net earnings, in the form of 
dividends. n 

Sec. 12 of Mr. Johnson's bill and 
Sec 1786e—13 of the Wisconsin law 
are parallel sections and deal with 
the apportionment of earnings. The 
following is a succinct statement of 
the provisions on this matter contain­
ed in Mr Johnson's bill and In the 
Wisconsin co-operative law, respec­
tively: 

Mr. Johnson's bill provides for a 
capital stock dividend, not exceeding 
8 per cent; setting aside not less than 
10 per cent of the net earnings for a 
reserve fund and the remainder of the 
net earnings to be apportioned by uni­
form dividend upon the amount of 
purchase of shareholders and upon 
the wages and salaries of employes. 

The Wisconsin law provides for a 
capital stock dividend, not exceeding 
8 per cent; setting aside not less than 
10 per cent of the net earnings for a 
reserve fund; setting aside 5 per cent 
of the net earnings for an educational 
fund; the remainder of the net earn­
ings to be apportioned a s a uniform 
dividend upon1 the amount of pur­
chases of shareholders and upon the 
wages and salaries of employes, and 
one-half of such uniform dividend to 
non-shareholders on the amount of 
their purchases. 

It Is apparent that the provisions, 
on the subject of distribution of net 
earnings, contained in the Wisconsin 
law are better and more In accord 
with true co-operative principles than 
the provisions contained in Mr. John­
son's bill. The provisions for an edu­
cational fund and also for returning 
dividends on the amount of the pur­
chases of non-shareholders, are truly 
cooperative in principal and will be 
conducive to the success of co-opera­
tive companies that make use of 
them. 

The Johnson bill will perhaps be 
acted upon soon!. Every member of a 
co-operative company or association, 
whether it be store, elevator, cream­
ery, or other, i s directly concerned In 
getting a co-operative law enacted in 
our state that shall be the best it is 
possible to obtain. Write to one of 
your members of the Legislature for 
a copy of the bill; study It carefully, 
and if you think the bill would be im­
proved by having added one or both 
of the provisions referred to above, 
write your members of the Legisla­
ture to that effect. Write your opin­
ion about the matter to the introducer 
of the bill, Hon. Magnus Johnson, al­
so Members of the Legislature do 
not know what kind of co-operative 
law you want, unless you inform 
them.
