Neglected Historical Character One of 
the First to Stand For "America 

for America." 
By Robert Page Lincoln. 

Perhaps one person in every hun­
dred thousand in this country is aware 
of the fact tha t the first president of 
the United Sta tes was not George 
Washington, but a Mr. Hanson, a 
"Delaware" Swede of almost direct 
extraction. So little known is this 
fact that it is astounding to say the 
very least. It is astonishing beyond 
words because of the disagreeable 
fact that not a word in our universal 
histories has any comment to make 
upon this highly interest ing subject, 
nor to even mention this man, whose 
name and deeds had so much to do 
with laying the foundation and corner­
stones of our independence. No. great­
er slight could have been placed upon 

"fa national hero and patr iot than has 
been placed upon the figure of John 
Hanson. By a mysterious veil of si­
lence the man and his work have been 
completely obliterated from the ma­
jority of our public documents , and 
enly exhaustive work will serve to re­
veal anything a t all on the subject. 
However, the records of congress 
have proven indispensable in this re­
spect and the t rue historical facts 
have been made plain. George Wash­
ington was not the first president of 
this country. Tha t honor belongs to 
John Hanson. 

Records show tha t John Hanson was 
born in the year 1715 in Charles coun­
ty, of the s ta te of Maryland. Mr. 
Hanson's father came to this country 
from Sweden in the year 1642 and 
settled in the highly thriving Swedish 
colony, called New Sweden on the Del­
aware river. Mr. Hanson 's father was 
the younger son of a Colonel Hanson, 
who was connected with the Swedish 
army tha t served under Gustavus 
Adolphus. The Swedish colony in 
Maryland was a very strong factor in 
colonial history, and was one of the 
powers tha t added steel and resolve 
to the outward reach for freedom and 

£ independence, and a breaking away 
+ from Great Britain's yoke of oppres­

sion. The par t this colony played in 
the shaping of the new government 
was a significant one indeed. These 
people were originally come to this 
country seeking the t rue and real free­
dom, and when this was to be denied 
them in their new established home 
by a king from abroad they openly 
rose in rebellion and were among the 
very first to suggest breaking away 
from foreign bonds. The high resolves 
of the Swedish people in this country 
were centered upon and reflected by 
John Hanson, a man of indomitable 
courage and ready resourcefulness 
who threw himself into the fight with 
hear t and soul. One rarely impartial 
authority has commented on Mr. Han­
son tha t to him "is conceded the hon­
or of having done more than any other 
man in the Southern colonies to over­
throw Great Britain 's authori ty." Oth­
er highly valuable data yields the in­
formation tha t : "John Hanson was a 
born leader, who in the legislature and 
the Continental Congress with unyield­
ing power gave support to the great 
batt le for independence and with his 
sound jugdment and his honorable 
character won the respect and the con­
fidence of the people." 

Working indefatigably for the new 
l iberty.Mr. Hanson (not content with 
merely being a people's representa­
tive) called for Southern volunteers 
This call was speedily answered and 
two select companies of riflemen were 
formed and drilled and armed, under 
the leadership of Mr. Hanson. When 
the American army was assembling in 
Boston preparatory for the fight for 
liberty, some with rifles and some with 
pitchforks as is told in history, the 
riflemen from the South arrived and 
added much to the worth of the armv. 
In history it is related that such a 
contingent was incorporated with the 
army but the service and stimulus 
added to the situation by this loyal 
Swede has been eliminated, for rea­
sons unknown. The fact of the mat­
ter is tha t Mr. Hanson had solidified 
the Southern colonies even in the face 
of vast opposition, for the South was 
a stronghold of the English autocracy. 
Jus t as much as the nor thern colonies 
needed men of resolve and purpose so 
the Southern colonies needed men to 
hold fast and t rue. Mr. Hanson was 
tha t man. And the t ime of test came 
when the Southern colonies would be 
split up and disorganized or would re­
tain their prestige. 

In the year 1775 the English Lord 
Dunsmore, governor of Virginia, in­
augurated one of the most t reacherous 
campaigns against human rights tha t 
has ever been known. If this plot had 
been successful the revolution would 
have lost dismally. Agents of the 
British government were sent out 
among the various Indian tr ibes to in­
still hatred in their hear t s for the Am­
erican backwoods set t lers , and to turn 
them against the colonists. So suc­
cessful was this campaign a t its incep­
tion, and the Indians, otherwise com­
paratively peaceful, were turned loose 
from Virginia, westward to Kentucky 

t i d e s of confederation, but there had 
been l imitations, and such provisions 
as still allowed the 'English govern­
ment a hand and a foothold in this 
country. Maryland had held out 
against this half-way proposition rest­
ing upon the del iberate conclusion tha t 
it was a case of America for America, 
entire, or not a t all. Represent ing 
this r ighteous demand in congress, 
Mr. Hanson won his fight, thus finally 
and for all t ime throwing off the rule 
of England—by set t ing his name to 
the art icles tha t made our colonies and 
outlying nor thwestern terr i tory the 
property of the United States , which, 
upon the sanction of congress should 
be divided into s ta tes . This fight for 
common r ights and the winning of it 
was perhaps Hanson 's greates t 
achievement. By this ac t the nation 
was drawn together a.nd knit ted close­
ly as one. 

The desired federation having won 
Congress assembled and on the fifth 
day of November, 1781, John Hanson 
was elected the first president of the 
United Sta tes of America, the highest 
office in the land. The tit le was given 
him as being—"President of the 

United Sta tes in Congress Assembled" 
as the records show. 

Meantime the English were suffer-
h i " defeat, ending with the surrender 
of Cornwallis ' a rmy a t Yorktown. 
George Washington, upon his re turn 
was welcomed by Pres ident Hanson, 
whc took the first opportunity of pre­
serving the General to Congress then 
assembled a t Philadelphia. Pres ident 
Hanson 's te rm of office, expired on 
November 4th, 1782, and one month 
later he abandoned official life and re­
turned to his home s ta te completely 
ruined in heal th, having given his life 
to the exacting duties tha t had been 
put in his way. Steadily failing he 
died a t the age of sixty-eight years on 
November 22, 1783. 

Although forgotten by the histori­
ans the people of Maryland have not 
neglected the memory of one of their 
greates t and noblest men. Their re­
membrance took on substant ia l shape, 
when, one hundred and twenty years 
a f t e r h i s death, in 1903, they installed 
his s ta tue in Sta tuary Hall in the cap-
itol in Washington, where today vis­
i tors can view a remarkable l ikeness 
of Pres ident Hanson.—Labor Review.

To stimulate the Indians to 
wipe out the American set t lers there 
was begun what was known a s the 
"scalp war" the purpose of which was 
to wipe out the seed of the Americans 
in the west. To gain this purpose the 
highest bounty was placed on women 
and girls scalps, which led the Indians 

•naturally to kill the females first of 
all for the rewara there was in it. This 
is one of the greatest blots on Eng­
lish rule in America. The scalp war 
went on apace, with the main depot 
for t rading in the scalps si tuated a t 
Vincennes, where the Englishman, 
Hamilton, (known as the "hair buy­
er") met the Indians and bartered for 
their scalps and incited the Indians 
with rum and t r inkets to further un­
holy depredations. But working hand 
in hand with the eastern colonies the 
western pioneers took the trail, gain­
ing the help of Boone, Kenton and a 
host of other il luminating names. In 
the Southern colonies, along the At­
lantic, John Hanson and his compa­
triots nipped "Lord Lunsmore 's W a r " 
in the bud and virtually saved this 
country a t the nick of t ime by cutting 
off means of communication. The 
southern faction was kept intact . 

Mr. Hanson was a representa t ive 
thru succeeding sessions of the Conti­
nental Congress, the most trying time 
in the history of this country. On 
March 1, 1781, Mr. Hanson set his 
name to the art icles of the Confedera­
tion of the United States tha t once 
and for all t ime made our colonies the 
property of our people, without any 
obligations whatsoever to the British 
government. All of the northern colo­
nies had previously signed these ar-
