The following was received last 

Friday from Bert Sullivan who is at 
Fort Barrancas, Florida: "Thought I 
would write and tell you a few things 
about army life It sure is the only 
lite, believe me We get up at five-
thirty a m , wash up and stand Rev­
eille at six o'clock The flag is then 
elevated to the top of the flag stall 
and a three inch cannon is fired We 
then take our morning exercises Next 
comes our first meal or "chuck" as we 
call it We have our mess kits, which 
consist of a fork, knife, spoon, frying 
pan or "bean catcher" Don't think 
pork and beans is all we have We 
get all we want to eat, and plenty of 
good things, such as pie, cake, hash, 
macaroni, meat of all kinds, coffee, 
tea, bread, etc We line up m a long 
line to receive our "chuck." When we 
get done with our first helping we line 
up for a second and a third, if there is 
any left At eight we start drilling 
Drill from eight until nine-thirty, from 
ten till eleven-thirty, from one till 
two, trom three till four We are then 
oft until "retreat" at four forty-five 
At retreat, the cannon booms and "Old 
Gloiy" is brought to earth We are 
then free until five-thirty the next 
morning 

Base ball is our favorite sport down 
here We played a bunch of boys from 
Texas the other day and beat them 
three to one Chester Galhford was 
the hero of the game The score was 
one to one in the ninth inning and we 
had men on second and third. Chet 
singled to right field and they both 
scored We call our team the "Jeffer­
son Barrack Stars " We also do quite 
a bit of boxing; ditto singing We sing 
all the songs we can think of, "Moth-
el," "Home Sweet Home," etc You 
know the songs we would naturally 
think of down here. We had a wrest­
ling match the other night. A great 
big fellow weighing 207 lbs, and a fel­
low from Minnesota weighing only 157 
wrestled and the latter threw the big 
fellow.

Bob Johnson gives a description of 
a visit of the boys to the battleship 
"Texas" which was anchored in Ches­
apeake Bay a week ago last Sunday. 
He says "Yesterday the battleship 
Texas was anchored in the bay and a 
bunch of sailors took us out to see it 
This is the best ship in the U S. Navy 
and believe me there is a lot to see 
on it, altho we stayed but an hour. 
The gun crews can load, aim and fire 
the big guns in fifteen seconds. Most 
of the guns are 14-inch. One of the 
sailors explained to us how the guns 
worked The shell is put in first, it 
being about four feet long, then two 
or three small bags of powder are put 
in before the gun is closed. Outside 
there is a place to put the cap in 
This is fired, sets the powder on fire 
and the shell flies out. A button is 
pressed which sends a current of air 
thru the barrel, blowing out any rags 
or burning powder. There is a recoil 
of forty inches, and the whole ship is 
jarred at each shot. There is lots 
more to see, but it is hard to explain, 
as it must be seen to be believed 
Took a trip to Newport News in the 
afternoon, and saw the battleship 
"Mississippi" which Is being over­
hauled The mail just came in and 
Dan Burns got a cake from Willmar 
so we each had a little chunk.

ESCAPESJ1R0WNING 

Yoing Woman Rescued From 
. Watery Graw in Foot Lake 

Last Evening. 
A near tragedy occurred Tuesday 

evening near the pier at the Nelson 
boat house in Homewood Park, when 
Miss Alice Condon nearly lost her life 
by drowning. The young lady has 
been employed at the Great Northern 
eating house as night waitress for the 
past few weeks. Her home is in St.
