PUTURE OF FIEH

SUPPLY AT STAKE
Pm——
Conditions in This County Are Intoler-
able, Says Warden, and Good Citi-

zoens Must Awaken to End Them.
Mr. C. G. Stoner, game warden of
Glenwood, called at The Tribune office
this morning in company with E. R, Ol-
son, the local game warden. Mr. Ston-
er spoke bluntly and plainly as to the
illegal fishing conditions in this county.
He had come overland from Paynesville,
and said the conditions existing along
the lakes he visited are positively intol-
erable, and that if the citizens of the
county do not awaken and give their
game warden their support in the en-
forcement of the fish laws, the future
of the game fishing will suffer serious-
ly in our beautiful lakes. No game com-
mission will be justified in furnishing
fish fry with which to re-stock lakes
when the people living around the lake
will persist in violating the netting
laws or give their moral support to
those who do violate them. No game
warden can be expected alone to watch
what is going on in the hundred lakes
in the county, and its up to the law-
abiding people to get behind him and
give him their support. In Pope_ coun-
ty conditions have been so radically
changed during the past four years that
little or no ille~al netting is done. The
people living about the lakes are jeal-
ously guarding their fish and glve the
warden the clues necessary to appre-
hend illegal fishers. Such co-operation
is what Warden Ernest Olson of this
county needs, said Mr. Stoner.
The wardens made a haul at Lake
Florida last night, we understand. One
man is said to have about forty black
bass in his possession which were taken
with net. Warden Olson has confiscat-
ed a large number of nets taken from
different lakes lately.
