And how they came to the aid of 
their Uncle Sam! More than $1,000,-

bought, an average, of a $50 bond for 
everV man In the cantonment! And 
on pay of $30 a month. 

The soldiers i at Dodge hSTen't be­
gun yet to Jearn the tricks of the new 
dogs of war. Thruout the six weeks, 
they have confined themselves to 
nsouad and company drill, and disci­
pline. General Pershing said he want­
ed disciplined soldiers sent to him— 
that he will."teach them the modern 
rules of the game when they reach 
France. 

Out on the drill squares, • In com­
pany streets and fire breaks the khaki 
clad ranks can be seen every hour in 
the day, marching and going thru 
many formations. 

Between drills they play. The fav­
orite pastime Is Kitten Ball, the modi­
fied form of baseball in which a large 
soft ball Is used. They play basket­
ball and football. They practise run­
ning and Jumping and vaulting, train­
ing themselves to enter the field meets 
which have become a big feature of 
camp life. 

Only this week have they branched 
out In their training. They have be­
gun to learn how to use the rifle, 
starting first with sighting drill. 

Over by the' rifle range, the more 
advanced soldiers will be found enter­
ing upon the first steps of the branch 
of training that brings home the grim 
business upon which they soon will 
venture. As 'you top the Cfest ap­
proaching the rifle range, there is a 
srlitter of steel.in the sunlight. Rays 
flash from scores ot bayonets tn uni­
son as the soldiers follow their in­
structors thru first movements of the 
bayonet drill. One can read more 
than interest in the rows of faces, ta 
the eyes focused upon the lunging and 
iabbing Instructor as he demonstrates 
the best methods of reaching an ad-
ve/sary. 

The conduct ot the soldiers is ex­
cellent. They have yet to cause any 
trouble In Des Moines. Very few 
have been summoned before summary 
court for intoxication. And they are 
usually so ashamed of lt^that they do 
not hesitate to tell where they got 
their liquor when,the question is ask­
ed. And that night there's another 
bootlegger in the Des Melnes Jail. 
Bootlegging is at a minimum consid­
ering the opportunities. The social 
evil is practically nothing. Officers 
give men something else to think 
about. -*#!-- -. . v0 • ' • • - . " 

There have been but five deaths In 
the camp since the first soldier ar­
rived, a remarkable .mortality record. 
Out of the entire 21,000, only twelve 
men have been attacked by pneu­
monia. 

The life, has begun to tell in the 
building of strength. Those who pain­
fully crawled into bed at sundown 
when they first started the hard grind, 
don't "turn In" so early now .̂ They git 
about the barracks and write letters, 
swap stories, sing and find amusement 
in games. Its td bed at 10 and up in 
eight hours, everjr night. -Its thrjae 
square meals of solid substantial food 
and plenty of ettercise every day. And 
its bringing flesh' to the spot* . it 
should be and the colorful tinge of 
pink and brightness of eye that, goes 
with regular hours, exercise and diet. 

The recruits who come this week 
in the last increment wiH make moire 
rapid progress than those of the first 
and second, they will be placed In 
the ranks with "veterans" of six 
weeks and be carried along In the 
drilling as well as given verbal in­
struction. 

If you ever get an opportunity to 
visit Camp Dodge, ydu* 11 be proud of 
the men who are going to France with 
the banners of Iowa, Illinois, Minne­
sota and North Dakota.
